In his own dramatic and forceful way
Gen Sherman made clear his views
along this line in a speech he delivered
in Music Hall Cincinnati at the 22d
meeting of the Army of the Tennessee
Sept 25 1S89 It was remarkable that
very nearly 20 years after the dramatic
presentation of Forakers name the
American people should be so earnestly
cpnsidering his candidacy and it is also
remarkable that Forakers name comes
at a time which makes him the last
hope for a President from among the
ranks of the soldiers of the war of the
rebellion If Foraker Is not nominated
and elected President next year the last
of the veterans of the civil war who
are available for this great distinction
will have passed the limit of years by
the time the successful man shall have
served his allotted two terms

When Gen Sherman spoke at the
Cincinnati meeting it was following an
address by Mr Foraker who was then
Governor of Ohio Gen Hlckenlooper
at the conclusion of Gov Forakers ad-
dress

turned about on the stage and
saw Gen Sherman entering from the
rear He brought him forward and
amid cheers presented him to his old
comrades After acknowledging the sa-
lutation

extending his respects to tho
officers the men and the comrades pres-
ent

he turned toward Gov Foraker
who was seated on the stage and said

And to you Gov Foraker I turn
with feelings of love and affection
stronger than any official title you may
bear great as the State of Ohio may be

Well do I remember you my young
friend or boy as you came thru the
pine woods that day in North Carolina
your horse covered with lather like a
soldier knight and reported to me the
message from your General Slocum
Now my friends there is nothing in
life more beautiful than the soldier A
knicht errant with steel easnue lanco in
hand has always commanded the ad-
miration

of men and women The mod
ern soldier is his legitimate successor
and you my comrades were not hire
lings you never were but knight er- -
rants transformed into modern soldiers
as good as they were and better

I tell you that that young man now
Governor of Ohio and wielding great
power was to me that day in the pine
woods a beautiful sight tho he was
covered with mud not fit to be present-
ed

to an audience like thi3 a mere boy
as I then thought sent with a mans
message and delivering it like a man
and a soldier From that day to this I
have watched his upward career with
the Interest and affection of a father to
his son I have been many times a
guest at his house and often have re-
ceived

from him marks of kindness I
have learned from books and conversa
tion that since the war he has been to
college that he has acquired classical
knowledge mathematical and other
good knowledge so that when he has
occasion to speak as he has this even
Ing he goes right to the point no going
around the circle with him his skir
mish line straightforward no dodging
or getting behind a hill or behind a log

I tell you comrades that Gen Fo
raker learneu a lesson in war as good
as any he ever learned at college and
that is when he has anything to say he
says It like a man and stands by it like
a man

I wish you turning to Gov Forak-

the American people can give
Since the more recent announcement

of the Foraker candidacy there has
come a cry from old soldiers every
where thut the boy who carried the
message to Gen Sherman the last hope
of the Grand Army of the Republic for
one more President great as a warrior
great as a statesman greater in the
affections of the people shall be called
for tho highest honor in the gift of a
free people

that the shot penetrated is Matt 720

Wherefore by their fruits shall ye
know them The ball rested on the
passage on the opposite pag Matt
S17 where it left its mark but did
not pass thru the leaf Th3 vewe on
which it rested reads That it might
Be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias
the prophet saying Himself took our
infirmities and bare our sicknesses
It would be interesting to know the
further history of this book It was
picked up on the battlefield by Capt
McVicker and was sent home to his
son Mr C L McVicker of Oakmont
Pa In whose possession it has born for
these 44 intervening years The history
of the 11th P R V C shows that Tnos
J Moses was mustered out of service
at the close of the war and if yet liv-
ing
