In the article in question I note a
Paragraph headed Col Davis Cuts his
Way Out and sets forth that The two
Davises rode at the head or tne cotumn
and guided by some Maryland soldiers
natives to that region some 2000 cav
alry crossedthe Potomac by tho pontoon
bridge constantly in tne
presence otthe Confederates
struck across- - Maryland for Greencastls

during the night came upon
one of Longstreets ammunition trains
of 50 or 60 wagons which ho captured

The train was guarded by some
600 Confederates who were all captured

Some of the Infantry Colonols
besought Miles for permission to follow
the cavalrj but he obstinately refused
The infantry ifproperly directed need
not have gone more than four or five
miles to reach Franklins forces of the
Sixth Corps in Pleasant Valley

Thus you have briefly recited one of
the most gallant exploits that transpired
during the war of the rebellion The
very audacity of the movement was in-
