In the operations Steele lost 18 killed,
118 wounded and one missing. He re-
ported Inflicting a much heavier loss
m the enemy and capturlng at least
1,000 prigoners, Gen. Price reported
Nis losses at 12 Killed, 34 wounnded and
18 missing. He says in his report:

“IBarly on the morning of the 10th
the enemy appeared in heavy force on
the north bank of the river, about eight
mileg below Little Hock., Col, =
Dobbin, upon whom the command of
Walker's Divigion had been devolved
by the unfortunate death of that la-
mented  officer,  immediately  concen-
trated his whole digposable foree (ahount
200 men) to dispute his passage. He
was, however, embarrassed, not anly
by the fact that the river was fordable
in 12 different places, within 12 miles
of Little Rock (at one of which the
encmy actually made a strong feint of
crossing), but by the additiona! fact
that the place at which the enemy did
finully force the puassage was selectad
with excellent judgment, it belng the
upper point of a horseshoelike bend,
upon the three sides of which he plant-
¢d five batteries. These, after two
hours' heavy cannonading, silenced the
guns which Col. Dobbin had opposed to
the enemy’s passage, and drove them
and the supporting cavalry from the
peninsula. 1 ordered Tappan's Brigade
to the relief of Dobbin as soon as I
learned that the enemy was seriousiy
threatening to cross the river, and im-
mediately thereafter ordered Gen, Mar-
madoke to move his division to the
aouth =ide, to assume command of il
the cavalry, to hold the enemy In check
until 1 eould withdraw my infantry and
artillery from the north side of the
river, and, when thls had been accom-
plished, to cover the retreat, the orders
for which were at once given,  The In-
fantry began to leave the Intrenchments
at 11 o'clock in the morning. The ety
was finully evacuated about 5 o'clock
in the afternoon. The trains had been
sent to the rear early in the forenoon.
The cavalry, under Brig.-Gen. Marma-
duke, constituted the rear guard. It
wans skilfully handled and behaved ad-

Prussian oflicer, who was promoted to
Brigadier-General June 9, 1862, sue-
veeded by Col. Hugo Wangelin, in com-
mand at the time of muster-out. The
12th took a prominent part In the
siege of Vicksburg and In the battles
of Lookout Mountaln and Mission
Ridge. It fought its last battle at Ezra
Chapel, Ga,, July 28, 1864. Of iis offl-
cers 10 were killed, five were disabled,
one died of disease and one was drown-
ed. It belonged ta Steele's Divislon,
Fifteenth Corps, &nd lost 112 killed and
968 from disease, cte.—Editor National

16, 1862, succeeded by Col, George P.
Este, who was discharged July 7, 1865.
During the Atlanta compaign the regl-
ment served in Este's Brigade, which
distinguished itself particularly at
Jonesboro, where it carried the enemy's
works by assault, losing one-third of jts
number In a few minutes. Among those
killed were severul men of the 14th,
whose term of service had expired, but
who volunteered to go Into the action.
The 14th helonged to Brannan's Divi-
sion, Fourteenth Corps, and lost 146
killed and 186 from disease, etc.—Ed-

“SCRAPPLE.”
How to Make It and How Not to Make
It—Some Bright, Chatty Leitera On
the Suabject.

Gordon F. Reed, of Willlamsport,
Pa., wrltes as follows:
“Your Issue of Jan. 23 contains a

facetious editorial concerning Pennsyl-
vania scrappie, and closes with a re-
quest for informatlon about it

“First, let me say that the whole-
some and nuatritious conglomeration
known to English-speaking people as
scrapple, is not the favorile pabulum of
the inhabitants of this State in general,
but was introduced and used by the
pecullar people known as the Pennsyl-
vania Dutch, whose descendants con-
stitute & large portion of the population
in the goutheastern section of the State,
and form an imporiant facter in the
population of the Western States from
Ohlo to the Missouri River.

“Outside of Philadelphia the State
was settled largely by immigrants from
southern Germany, These ploneers, who
subdued the forests and made the wil-
derness blossom as the rose, were hardy,
indostrious and frugal. With them
laziness was a crime and extravagance
a form of insanity. They suffered noth-
ing to go to waste that could possibly
be utilized, and so it comes about that
scrapple i8 one of the incidental prod-
ucts of butchering time,

“The goaod old Dutch name of this
preparation is ‘panhavs’ (pronounced
ponhoss), and s the result of making
‘leverwurst,’ a kind of sausage made
from the heads, livers, kldneys, ete., of
the slaughtered animals. These were
boiled together in large kettles untll
tender, then ground and forced into
cases, again boiled and ‘filed away for
future reference.’ The jJulees remaln-
Ing from the two boilings could not be
thrown away. These people knew,
without the aild of a Wiley, that the
fluld contained the most natritious and
digestible elements of the coanstituents,
20 they were thickened with cornmeal
and buckwhrat flour, and poured into
pans to harden. This, properly pre-
pared, in conjunction with hot buck-
wheat cakes and hard cider, constituted
a repast fit for a King or a hobo.

*“The stuff made and sold on our mar-
kets as scrapple is a mighty poor imi-
tation of an imitation. It is a lament-
able example of degeneration., If the
Chester County man has evolved the
real, old-fashioned article he has re-
stored one of the lost arts, He is en-
| titled to and is hereby tendered the
thanks of a grateful Nation,"”

Mrs. B, . Miller, a Pennsylvania wo-
man, born in Pennsylvanin, and who
has lived in the good old State over 60
years, sends a scrapple recipe:

“Take head, heart and any lean
gcraps of fresh pork, boil until it slips
easlly from bone; remove fat, gristle
and bones; chop fine. Set the liquor in
which the meat was boiled away until
cold; take cuke of fat from surface;
return to fire; let come to boll; put in
chopped meal; season well with salt
and pepper. Let it boil again; then sift
In cornmeal (as in the old good way
of making corrn mush): cook one hour,
stirring constantly at first; then puat
back to cook gently. When done put
in pan or dish not too deep to mold, so
as to cut into slices to fry. Fry brown
as corn mush, and it makes a delicious
breakfast dish. Many persons add part
buckwheat flour in place of all corn-
meal when making., Some people make
too fat, nd do not use meat enough
for the amount of meal required to
thicken the liqguor. When ready to put
in the meal it ought to be almost like
wet hash, so to speak, or else it will be
too mushy for first-class scrapple.”

Mrs. A. J. Castater, of La Fayctte,
Ind., writes:

“Having read your article about
‘Pennsylvania serapple,” asking infor-
|mition in regard to same, thought T

first thing T have to say is if the party
is advertising and selling the scrapple
containing buckwheat flour he is not
selling the genuine article. Pennsylva-
nia scrapple does not contain one par-
ticle of buckwheat. It is made from
the hog’s head. Not being partial to
the head in any dish, T make it with a
shoulder piece. We have made it for
more than 40 years. Take three pounds
of pork, cook till you can pick in small
shreds (some chop it), With the water
it ix cooked in add six quarts of water:
salt to (aste (add sage if liked); then
stir in cornmeal just same as If vou
were making mush to fry: then fry.
I would gladly send vou a sample free
of charge if you care to pay the express
charges.
