Hand, and the horrible school fire at
Collinwood, O., is one of those things
Why. oh, why were those nearly 200
helpiess little children made to expiate
the ignorance, the carclessness and neg-
ligence of a lot of grown-up people who
shouid be placed in irons and made to
suffer? It is an accident, however,
which may oceur in almost any church
or school building in the country. It is
a notorious fact that school buildings
are not half protected from fire. There
are fire drills. Oh, yes. But even a fire
drill has to have a leader, and when a
teacher rung screaming from a room
when she smells smoke what can yvou
cxpect of the pupils of the room? That
happened here in Washington not long
ago and there came near being a panie,
tho there was no fire at all. A school
building is seldom gained for a town
except thru a long, fierce fight for an
appropriation, It is somewhat strange
that parents take no particular interest
In the house where their children spend
a third of their young lives, except to
kick on extra taxation to build it. The
bullding usually has narrow halls, im-
perfect ventilation, bad lighting, Nur-
row halls lead to the accident that has
just happened. Bad ‘ventilation leads
to tuberculosis and Kindred ills, But,
like the doctor, after the echilidren get
all sorts of diseases plenty of money
will be appropriated for fine hospitals.
Bad light leads to destruction of ecye-
sight. School houses should be large,
roomy, well lighted from above, not on
the sides, and perfectly ventilated. They
should have openings on all sides exact-
lv as a theater has, for the children to
get out rapidly. ,Those school houses
should be finext of
baths, have medicine closets, and the
teachers should be instructed how to
give first ald and to use simple remedies
till expert help arrives, But, rirst and
foremost, this writer helieves that chil-
dren should be kept out of a school room
till they are eight or 10 years of age.
This thing of herding a lot of little kids
in a heated, bad smelling, improperly
lighted s2chool room for six hours a day
is simply cruelty 1o animals,

Proctor, the “grand old man of Ver-
mont,” answered the final summons last
Wednesday evening., It was just as the
sun was s=etting and the lights in the
streets were beginning to glimmer, while
in the big white building on the hill,
where Senator Proctor had been a fores
for many vears, the glow of the electric
lights sifting thru stained glass was
making soft shadows over the desk and
chair of the absent Senator, when the
news came to the body that a man
whose friendship was valued by every-
body had passed “from death anto life.”
By a atrange colncidence the matter
under discussion was “the increase in
the pay of enlisted men,'” in which Sen-
ator Proctor was decply interested, The
announcement was quietly made that
another chair in ithe United States Sen-
ate was empty, and just as quietly some
ane moved to adjourn out of respect to
the Senator, who but @ few hours before

had been among them a moving spirit
and a bulwark of safety. Then the Sen-|
ate adjourned, There was no lingering
about the chamber to talk over things!
as usual, neo jovial hand clasping, no
noise of laughter, not even the break of
i spoken word. One who was esteemed
by all had suddenly gone from among
them, and the shock of that loss was too
strong upon them,

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In honor of the memory of Senator
Proctor, who was Secretary of War un-
der President Harrison, Secretary Tafi
ordered the flag half-staffed until after
the funeral. The ceremonies wery sim-
ple, just as the lifé of the richest United
States Senator had-been. Thire was no
display, no Iving ln state here. The
body was taken to the old home of the
Senator in Proctor, Vi, and on Fri-
day the funeral was held. It is stated
that nearly 10,000 people eame from all
sections of the State, and they repre-
sented all conditions of life. 1

A special train bearing the body of
the late Senator, which was accompa-
nied by his immediate family and an
official delegation representing  both
Houses of Congress, went to Proctor.
The party at once procecded to the
t church. The schools, stores and all in-
| dustrial establishments were closed out
of respect to the Senator’s memory, an:d
flags at half-staff were displaved thru-
out the town.

The services were conducted by Rov.
vur. H. H. Seaver, of Rutland, for mans
years an intimate friend of the Senator,
amd were of the simplest character, con-
sisting only of Scripture reading and
prayver, The casketl and the pulpit were
hidden from sight under immense
mounds of flowers.

The party proceeded from the church
to the Proctor mausoleum in the ceme-
tery, about three-quarters of a mile dis-
tant. The procession consisted of the
family, intimate friends, National and
State officials, the Rutland County Bar
Association and the Grand Army Posts
of the vicinity.

Altho a driving snowstorm was rag-
ing, 10,000 pcrsons, nearly a third of
whom were emploves of the Vermont
Marhle Company. lined the road and
stpod with bared heads as the proces-
sion passed.

MAJ. JAMES P. HART DEAD,

A Splendid Reeord in Civil and Milltary
Life—Notlahle War Service.

There died in Wasi-'ugton the other
day a man with a military record that
one could well be proud of, but his
service to humanity was just as great|
in eivil circles, and his going away left
& vacancy in many avepues of life
where he had walked with friends. Muj.
James P. Hart was distinguished ns a
soldier, but his modest, retiring life
kept him out of all popular display. He

—

The day following the assault on Fort
Buties, april 13, 1861, he enlisted as a
private in the Independent Ringgold
Cavalry. This was the first cavalry com-
mand accepted and mustered in the
Union a2rmy. Each soldier owned and
furnished his own horse, and the com-
muand joined MeClellan's army in West
Virginia, in June, 1861. No volunteer
command has left of record in the field
of war mere lasting testimonies of va-
lant and generous service than did the
Ringgold Cavairy. From the Ohio River
on the west to the Antietam on the east,
covering the field of war, the men of
this command won lasting fame. While
this command wa=* winning distinction
Private Hart moved up from the ranks,
thru the grades, until at the close of
the yvear 1883 he was the Captain of
this famous company. A little later in
the service he was brevetted Major for
gallant service.

The records of the War Department
show him as having served on the staft
of BErevet Maj-Gen. Kelley, Brevet
Maj.-Gen. Emory and Brig.-Gen, 8. S,
Carroll. Maj, Hart was recognized as one
of the most daring and ga'lant cavalry
officers In Sheridan’s army. The exploits
in which he participated and the hun-
dreds of night raids which he led thru
the mountain passes, fording rivers and
swollen streams, form a thrilling page
in the history of the civil war.

At the close of the war Maj. Hart re-
turneéd to his ancestral home in Wash-
ington County, Pa., and again took up
the occupations of peace. He was soon
called by his fellow-citizens to the office
of Treasurer of his “Hunty, regarded as
the second greatest County in the State
of Pennsylv .nia. The freaks of fortune,
whir= came with the “black Fridays”
of the "70s, swept away his handsome
competence, and left him with a family
and a broken fortune.

Maj. Hart eame to Washington abont
1878 and entered the publie service. His
employment at the time of his death
was in the office of the Auditor for the
War Department.

He was a member of George H.
Thomuas Post, Grand Army of the Re-
publie, and interment was in Arlington
with full military honors, with a firing
squad from Fort Myer and the regi-
menta] bugler to sound *“‘taps.” The
casket was draped in the flag, a tribute
from the Department President, Mrs.
Isabel Worrell Ball, and was lowered
into the tomb, as had been his wish. The
fMloral tributes filled one room of the
house, coming from friends everywhere.
A mountain of flowers was heaped above
the# mound wunder which this valiant
soldier =leeps the last sleep. At the
head stood the emblem of the Grand
Army of the Republic. in immortelles
surrounded by n wreath of roses and
lilies, a tribute from the Department of
the Potomac. W. R. C, of which Mrs.
Har. is Patriotic Instructor. Two sons,
five daughters and widow, Mrs. Lida J.
Hart, survive Maj. Hart Mrs. Hart has
long been known in church and chari-
table cireles, and has a continent-wide
fame as a Past Department President
of the Woman's Relief Corps and as a
worker in patriotic organizations,

wis conspicuonsd in the minds of a cir-
cle of friends who knew his worth., He:
