needed the stern hand of the reformer

violet edges and a gold crown and

Writing paper has also been In
hand and from this time forward will
consist of plain white instead of the
blue formerly used by him without
any of the gold and colored ornamenta-

That the German Kaiser i3 very
fond of show and color Is seen by his
extensive wardrobe which contains
many rich and conspicuous costumes

--which he changes almost as frequently
as a fashionable woman He Is a many
sided man Indeod uniting In hs char-
acter

sagacity and energetic action with
what Is called the artistic temperament
He Is a romantic dreamer like Hamlet
and like the melancholy Dane feels that
the times are out of Joint The spirit
Of the 20th century does not please him
and he has turned his face toward the
past seeking his pleasure and the real
ization of his ideals in times and cir
cumstances which he finds more satis
factory than living realities This side
of his character he has shown by his
passion for rebuilding old fortresses and
castles and by the recent restoration of
the indent border castle Hohkonigs- -
burg In Alsace which has Just been
celebrated with elaborate medieval
ceremonies In this way madness lies
and Germany will find herself stripped
of much of her present power already
much less than It used to be unless her
august ruler shakes off this romantic
craze for the revival or medievalism

Mr Rockefeller in a series of
magazine articles beginning with the
October number will give the history
of his life dwelling only slightly upon
hi3 youth and not making any par-
ticular

attempt to presents events In

their order but rather skipping
around as one would say talking of
this and of that Interspersing his ideas
on golf which he regards as a great
moral factor on philanthropy and the
giving away of money on the advant ¬
age of travel etc among the weightier
matters relating to his business career
It Is of course to his connection with
Standard Oil that he gives the most
time and importance stating in his
introduction to the work that his de
sire to shed light on matters that have
been somewhat discussed prompted Its
writing He gives the whole story of
Standard Oil from his very first asso-
ciation

with it and clears up many
points hitherto obscure or but Imper ¬
fectly understood Mr Rockefeller also
has considerable to say on the philoso-
