Lees engineers working with des¬

perate cnergyviiad succeeded in laying
a bridge at Falling Waters which was
ready for crossing on the morning of
July 13 Some ferryboats had been
tnd to carry over the Confederate
wounded and afterward the 5000 pris-
oners

¬

brought from Gettysburg These
ferryboats brought back a much needed
supply of an munition The warehouses
along the canal were torn down and
the timber used for bridges and pon-
toons

¬

The river had fallen to a depth
which permitted a part of the infantry
to use the ford and Swells Corps
crossed in this way The wagons and
ambulances moved out during the day
of tho 13th and the artillery caissons

began to start at 4 pm with the in ¬

fantry and artillery following as soon
a3 it was dark enough to vail their
movements Longstreots Corns crossed
by the pontoon bridge and was followed
by that of Hill Rodcs3 report describes
the fording of the Potomac

was cold deep and rising tho lights on
either side of tho river were dim just
affording enough light to mark tho
places of entrance and exit Tho cart-
ridge

boxes of the men had to be placed
aroud their necks some small men had
to be carried over by their comrades
tho water was up to tho armpits of a
full sized man

All tho circumstances attending this
crossing combined to make It an affair
not only involving great hardship but
one of great danger to the men and
company officers but be It said to the
honor of those bravo fellows they en-
countered

We crossed without loss except of
some 25000 or 30000 rounds of ammu-
nition

Gen Lonetrcets Account
Gen Longstreet gives an account of

the crossing by the pontoon
Gen Leo worn by tho strain of thopast two weeks asked me to remain

at tho bridge and look to the work of
the night And such a night Is seldom
experienced even In the rough life of
tho soldier The rain fell In showers
sometimes In blinding sheets during
the entire night the wagons cut deep
In the mud during the early hours and
began to stall going down the hill and
one or two of the batteries were stalled
before they reached the bridge The
best standing points were ankle deep
in mud and the roads half way to the
knee puddling and getting worso We
could only keep three or four torches
alight and those were dimmed at times
wnen heavy rains came Then to
crown our troubles a load of the
wounded came down missed the ena
of the bridge and plunged the wagon
Into tho raging torrent Right at tho
end of the bridge the water was three
leei uecp and the current swift and
faurging it did not seem possible thata man could be saved but every one
who cuuiu get tnru mo mud and water
rushed to their roller and Providence
was there to bring tears of Joy to the
sufferers The wagon was righted and
on tho bridge and rolled off to Vir-
ginias ¬

banks The ground under thepoles became so puddled before day ¬
light that they would bend under the
wheels and feet of the animals untilthey bend no further ari I then
would occasionally slip to one side far
enough to spring up and catch a horses
foot and throw him broad iMe In the
puddled mud Under tho trials and
vexations every one was exhausted of
patience the General and stif ere
ready for a family quarrel 3 the nly
relief for tholr pent up trouble wun
daylight came and with It Gen Ic to
relieve and give us opportuq r a
little repose

of Harpers Ferry on tho samo days

Lop united tho two columns of his
main army on tho main road to Win-

gether On July 15 he made camp on
the beautiful plain between Darksvllle
and Bunkers Hill where he received
the rations which had been sent him
from Richmond to Winchester In thisposition sheltered bv the Potomac on
ono side and by tho Blue Ridge and
tho Shenandoah on thp other he could
afford to give his army a few days of
urgently needed rest

While Leo aid all his nrlnclnal sub
ordinates had committed the most fla
grant raults and violations of the
science of war at Gettysburg they had
in a measure redeemed their credit by
tho masterly way Ih which the Union
army had been held off and an undis-
turbed

passage to the swollen Potomac

secured Leo had again shown that
amazing correctness of estimate of his
opponent by throwing out the C0000
men which remained to him In a long
thin line of 11 miles and maintaining
this with a bold front for days with
confidence that his enemy lacked the
aggressiveness to detect his weakness

Meade dismisses this matter very

The nixnppntntmcnt of the Country
The disappointment of the country

and of the army was Intense It was
firmly believed that Lees army had
been wrecked by the battle of Gettys ¬

burg and that Meade had been given a
mucii larger force than he had actually
received Halleck had kept up a good
deal of telegraphing about the rein-
forcements

¬

and batteries he was send ¬
ing which had given rise to this idea
A part of these were the militia and
emergency troops rrom New York and
Pennsylvania While these or course
did not have the value of veterans yet
unaer euicieni leaders tney woud
have been capable of very good work
Unfortunately Gens Couch and Smith
while technically fair professional sol-
diers

¬

were men or limited ability and
negative character They undoubtedly
depreciated the raw troops they were
commanding just as a bad workman
blames his tools for his own poor re
sults American militia and short term
men have always given very good ac-
counts

of themselves when led by men

with a real earnestness of purpose andgenius for command such as Nathan
iel Greene Andrew Jackson William
Henry Harrison Nathaniel Lyon and
men of that type

Neither Couch nor Smith had ever
made any special credit when handling
the best seasoned troops and It is no
wonder that they excuse their nonperrormance by blaming It on tho raw-
ness

Grants brilliant generalship at Vicks
burg where he had as usual destroyed
the army against him was then onlv n
tew days old and raised public expecta-
tions

better than any of his predecessors
There was no promising man In sight to
replace him and it was hoped that as
other men had gone ho would learn
valuable lessons from his mistakes and
acquire confidence in handling his army
as ho became more used to his respon-
sible

¬

position Therefore Halleck soft-
ened

¬

down the censure as much as pos-
sible

¬

and encouraged Meade to go on
and try to do better the next time

It Is noteworthy that at the same
time Gen Lee was pleading to be re-

lieved

from his command on the
ground that his old enemy sciatica
was incapacitating him for field service
Jefferson Davis refused to allow him
to leave even temporarily alleging tha
there was no one capable of taking hli
place At that time Joseph E Johnston
and G T Beauregard both rull Gen-
erals

were without employment accord-
ing to their rank and Lee urged thai
one or them be made his successor
Davis however hated both Johnstor
and Beauregard who were not so diplo-
matic

as Lee in dealing with tho Con
federate Presidents arrogance am
would not hear to their being given anj
considerable prominence He was try
ing to break down not 1 illd them up
It is well known that Dai s rancor war
merciless and that he iu er Torgavo a
man who assumed to know as much or
more than he did
