Laughlins died at his palatial home
in Pittsburgr Friday evening Doo 11
after a long battle with pneumonia He
had celebrated his 66th birthday only a

Itself Is no small Item in the cost of
production Aside from this tho shoe
manufacturers run their business on a
strictly Independent basis and wers it
not tor the excessively high price tne
tanner is obliged to Dar the packers for
domestic hides leather could be pro
duced much cheaper which in turn
would materially lessen the cost of
shoes This packers pay an average
price of 28 for a prime animal and
sell the hide for an average price of

10 or more than one third tho cost
of tho animal The hide is classed as
offal but it sells for more than sirloin
steak netting the packer an enormous
profit if he did not make a cent on the
beef

While It is an open question whether
remitting tho present duty of 15 per
cent would lesson tho price of hides
owing to control of tho hide market by
tne packers both here and in South
American countries It will make no dif-
ference

or moro than 31000000 a day We
only produce 21 3 10 per cent of this at
home and get but 17 5 10 per cent
from our insular vpossesslons For the
first tlmo last year tho beet sugar pro
duction In thi3 country exceeded the
cane sugar product In fact the beet
sugar nearly doubled that of the cane
sugar being 967000000 pounds for
beets to only 544000Q0Q pounds for
cane
