Editor National TritnnesYou ecall for
postal card expressions of ywour readers
on the coming revision of the tariff.
Please consider ihis my postal card:

1. “Bhall the tarlff & l¢ be re-
vised?” Yes.

2 “If rovised, w],nl revisions are
needed?"* First, place all lumber on
the free list.

3. “What duty seems too high in your
locality?"" Lumber; the most obnox-
fous and against the Iniarest of nearly
every cltizen of the State, except lum-
bermen and the owners of pine land,
who have corralled nearly every acre of
pine-producing land, who have an or-
panized trust, which owns nearly every
lumber-selling yard in the State and
fixes the price at which every agent
must sell. The Lumber Trust of Minne-
sota is by far the greatest menace to
the people and Industries of zll other
combinations and trusts in existence, It
is often asked why the so-called Trust
Huster of Minnesota and the Guvern-
ment do not turn a part of their at-
tention to the Lumber Trust of Minne-
sota, instead of the so-called OIl Trust
of New Jersey. While one has reduced
the price of oll 60 per cent, the Lumber

more than 100 per cent. Lumber Is
used and Is necessary to more indus-
tries and the bullding up of more
homes than any other commodity; hence
the high price caused by this combina-
tlon of lumber men s a great detri-
ment to nearly every industry as well
as trade.

I can think of no industry that de-
serves more encourngement than the
beet-sugar Industry; but I think of no
way of doing so but for the Govern-
ment to piay a bounty as an encourage-
ment.—A. H. Reed, Glencoe, Minn.

own hook. It will be natural for him
to want a re-election In 1912 for what
he has done and for what he has orig-
Inated himself. If he carcfully treks
along in Mr. Roosevell's steps in every
particular the country would come to
look upon him simply as the echo of
his predecessor,

If he draws & sharp line, if he
promptly names his own men for the
Cabinet and for other offices, and has
the great Government machine manned
with Republicans of his own cholce, he
will promptly have gotten the country
out of the way of thinking that Roose-
velt was his predecessor. The people
will think of Mr. Taft as President in
his own right.

In his private conversations Mr. Taft
has shownt great determination about
having his own way regarding matters
of policy. He {s fully aware of the
power of the Presidency, and does not
propose that anyone else shall be Presi-
dent during the term for which he was
elected.

HELP FOR ITALY.

The Splendid Benevolence. of the United
States for the Stricken Land.

The festivities of the holiday season
here were marred materially by the
horrors of the earthquake catastrophe
in southern Italy. Congress emphasized
ita beginning of the New Year by speed-
ily voting an appropriation of $500,000
for the relief of the sufferers, The plans
for making the appropriations and for
distributing the relief in the form of
food and clothing occupled the atten-
tion of the President, the Secretaries of
State and of the Navy, as well as of the
leaders of Congress, all of whom co-
operated to the fullest extent.

A magnanimous suggestion of send-

thru the Suez Canal, to Messina, at-
tracted much attention. It was thought
that the 15,000 jackies on the 16 battle-
ships might be of assistance in policing
the stricken district, In maintalning or-
lder and In caring for the sick and
wounded. The President has already
announced that If the King of Italy de-
sires the presence of the warships they
will be sent there,

This offer in itself demonstrates very
strongly the friendly spirit of the Amer-
fean Nation toward Italy., The invita-
tion may or may not be accepted, but in
all probabliity so much of the rescue
work will have been done by the time
the ships could reach Messina that the
contribution of Congress for supplies
and clothing will be most needed. The
appropriation was voted by Congress
Monday in short order, after a special
message requestiong action had been re-
celved from the President. He had pre-
viously communicated with Speaker
Cannon about the matter and also with
Senator Hale, Chairman of Senats Ap-
propriations. These two visited the
White House offices on the President's
invitation, to advise and consult, and
the legislation was all arranged before-
hand, so that the formalities of voting
the money might be put thru without
delay or hindrance.

Probably the ships of the American
Navy have never appeared In the eyes
of foreigners on & more humane mis-
slon. For whether the battleships go o
Messine or continue on their voyage
thru the AMediterranean and into the
home waters of the Atlantic; It is en-
tirely probable that large supplies of
food &nd clothing will be taken from
the supply ship Celtle, now on the way
from New York to Gibraltar, and the
#upply ship Culgoa, which is accom-
panying the fleat, The President planned
ut first to turn over 1,500,000 Navy ra-
tions from these supply ships, as soon
a6 they could be on the scene. That
may be modified somewhat, but at least,
a portion of the supplies will probably
o to the needy Itallans.

SENATOR-ELECT BURTON.

Much Interest Felt in the Promotion
From the House of the Able Chalr-
man,

One of the most interesting men of
the week here is Representative Theo-
dore E. Burton, who has just returned
from Ohlo, His election as Senator to
succeed Jogeph Benson Foraker is now
assured. He will take his seat March
4, and thereby the House will lose one
of Its very ablest members, He has
often been mentioned as a strong pos-
sibllity for the Speakership, but has had
no chance for an election to that office
a8 long as Mr. Cannon cared to re-
taln It.

There is very general regret in offi-
¢lal ecircles at the Capitol that Senator
Foraker should be retired to private

Trust has raised the price of lumber life, but there is hardly an Ohioan who

could be more acceptable here as his
successor than Mr. Burton. His career
in the House has been one of party
loyalty, but withal a career of inde-
penderq;e and fearlessness in advocat-
ing what seemed to him just and right.
He has been & great Chailrman of the
House Committee on Rivers and Har-
bors, where he more than any other
one man has been responsible for the
elimination of old log-rolling methods
in voting money for the Improvement
of waterways. He was one of the first
to champion the Panama Canal route.
At a time when it was excesdingly un-
popular for any Representative to speak
out In favor of that route Mr. Burton
and Mr. Cannon came to the front and
led the fight that resulted In the House
abandoning the proposed route thru
Nicaragua. Mr. Burton has been very
forceful In opposing the extravagances
of the Government in recent years. His
fund of Information about economic
and governmental questions is unusually
large. He has made a special study of
flnance, and two years ago, when the
Fouse Banking and Currency Commit-
tze needed new blood, was made one of
its members. Hae demonstrated his
strength there, and at the close of the
lnst session was made Chairman of the
Monetary Commission, composed of
Senators and Representatives,

The success with which he has waged
his campalgn for a toga In the face of
what was supposed to be certain defeat
has Increased his prestige in Washing-
ton. Then he stands forth as the fore-
most party leader in Buckeyedom, ex-
cepting only the President-elect, and, of
course, Is respected accordingly both In
Ohlo and Washington. He comes into
his new office without belng under ob-
lgations to any coterie of men. That is
very gratifylng to him, for it will enable
him to pursue the same independent
and fearless course in the Senate that
he has pursued in the House.

The Earthquake’s Cost.

It Is yet far too early to more then
guess at the loss which the earthquace
has infilcted, but at this moment it is
sald that the loss of Ilife will not fall
short of 200,000, and that of prope
will reach $1,000,000,000. Both of thess
are enormous for Italy, which is neither
a populous nor a rich country measured
with first-class Nations. Italy has about
33,000,000 people, mostly exceedingly
poor, and, despite her great art treas-
ures, her total wealth is only $13,000,-
000,000, or about one-ninth that of the
United States. She is burdened with a
national debt of $2,670,000,000, and the
loss of a billon dollars’ worth of prop-
erty will be a blow to the entire King-
dom which it Is ill-calculated to stand.
