Hardships of tlio Siege
The hardships of the siege now com

mence Tho troops have nnlsueu their
work on James Island and under cover
ot gunboats arc quietly and speedily
withdrawn to tako a more conspicuous
part in tho siege of Forts Warner and
Gregg and tho famous Sumter To give
you an adequate Idea of tho mighty
work and terrible carnage in the reduc
tion of the above named forts it will bo
necessary to briefly explain tho situa
tion Tho island scarcely two miles in
length and little more han a half
mile In width was not a v6ry oxtjuded
area for tne deeds of valot i display
of military genius which wa enacted
on Its sea bleached sands Charge after
charge was made upon Invulnerable
Wagner Courage and bravery can do
much but here it was like tho tempest
driven wave dashed on rock bound
shores spent In vain Many a brave
soldier sleeps in the ditch which sur
rounds Fort Wagner and many a noble
hero found a last resting place beneath
Its powerful parapets Many a gallant
regiment of our noble little army faced
the terrible maelstrom of shot shell and
shrapnel which belched In voll ys from
her lurid embrasures but were surged
back by the Iron death that assailed
them

Just here lot me pay a feeble tribute
to one regiment that deserves our high ¬

est encomiums I refer to tho G4th
Mass colored under command of the
lamented and heroic CohShaw who fell
with scores of his dusky warriors glo-
riously

fortress He and they 5yere buried
where they fell and ho prouder no

--oclly in our front there were few
i ies to bo seen They were Tild

L -- nd trees and a fence on the ormosito
side of the field about 49 rods distant
They wero making thinr ra all right
We had not been und very long
when I noticed rebel troops marching
down a road that ran post our left
flank so I ordered my men to fire In
that direction and I think they made
it count for tho Johnnies along that
road showed symptoms of trouble

wnen the rebels ceased passing our
flank I had an opportunity to look
around me and I discovered that the
regiment had gone Orders had been
sent down the line to fall back Thru
mistake I didnt get tho order Wo
concluded to go away from that place
at once and we went In going back
we had to cross the road that we first
formed our line on The rebels that
had been passing our left flank had
formed a line to oTTr rear and obliquely
across tho road That portion of their
line on the road was in plain sight and
gavo us a royal salute when we crossed
it Only one man was wounded It
had always been a mystery to mo how
any escaped I had 29 men when we
wont Into action and 17 were killed and
wounded I don t remember tho loss In
the regiment It was heavy however
Tho Lieutenant Colonel and Major were
wounded This was only a preliminary
incident to the battle of Corinth

On tho 3d the Second Brigade as a
reserve force occupied the low ground
to tho left of battery or Fort Williams
and did not fire a gun I walked out to
the high ground where I had a plain
view I saw tho rebel columns march
or I should say rush In to a perfect
vortex of destruction Our lino of bat
tle farmed a crescent a mile or mors
Jong so that when the rebels got Inside
of the half circle they received a cross
fires in fact a flro from all points of tho
compass contained in a half circle Tho
destruction of human life was terrible
a scene beyond tho power of language
to describe

On the 5th Stanley was sent with
part of his division to intercept Gen
Price who had been defeated at the
Hatchle Bridgo by Gen OrdTlnd com-
pelled

¬

to retrace Ills steps Gen Stan-
ley

¬

as usual was full of whisky and
failed to do the right thing at the right
time We went into camp at night
about half a mile from a stream of wa-
ter

¬

that the road we wore on crossed
On tho opposite side of the stream was
a road running parallel with the stream
On this road Price was retreating Had
wo occupied that road that night we
could have captured tho whole rebel
army As It transpired the rebels
marched by us unmolested

After the Johnnies had escaped wo
started after them marching day and
night until wo reached Ripley Miss
entirely exhausted and without rations

It may seem incredible but I did walk
and sleep at tho same time on that

The Third Brigade Third Division
Seventeenth Corps was commanded by
Col John D Stevcnsonr and consisted
of tho 8th and 81st III 7th Mo and
32d Ohio May 22 1 863 It had come
up and taken Its place In th3 lines
around VIcksburg had 100 rounds of
ammunition Issued to each man and
received orders to Join with tho Second
Brigade in a charge upon tho works
Later these orders were countermanded
and tho brigado marched about two
miles to tho left and reported to Gen
Osterhaus and blvouackod In a ravine
on tho west side of the road Editor

muster out It belonged to Frenchs
Division Seconds Corps and lost 112
