better corps I had served at his head-
quarters

musketry and thru the smoke I eaw
some men with clubbed muskets in
their hands It was just at tho time
Longstreets famous charge of the sec-
ond

day had reached its climax Sedg¬

wick turned to his leading brigade com- -
mander and said Hurry up there
never mind forming your brigade pitch
in by regiments And nothing could
be finer thn the way they did it

the lapse of 45 jcars His dates are one
day ahead the correct date being from
Friday June 12 to Monday June 15

The one error which I wisli to correct
Is the statement that Gen Mllroy was
dishonorably discharged from service
He was not even court martialed

Holt in re-
viewing

the case concluded his report
to the Secretary of War as follows
Gn Mllroy in holding his post at

Winchester and continuing to resist
the attack of the enemy until Jiine 15
when it wa3 evident that a large force
of the enemy was confronting him may
have acted wisely Tho three days de-
lay

of the Confederate army in its
northern invasipn caused by the stand
Milroy made at Winchester may haVo
been fully worth to the country the sac-
rifice

it cost It is true that during the
retreat the troops of Gen Mllroy were
not kept well in hand being very much
dispersed but that was in great part
owing to the sudden attack upon them
in the darkness of the night Another
cause of confusion was that his troops
on the retreat were obliged to force
their way thru a body of the enemys
troops superior in numbers

On Oct 27 President Lincoln wrote his
indorsement to Judge Holts report
from which the following 13 taken

Upon inquiry it has been discovered
that Gen Schenck the Department
commander only advised the with-
drawal

services of the forces at Winchester
worthy of the hazard and so did not
positively order their withdrawal until
it was so late that the enemy cut the
wire and prevented the order reaching
Milroy I find that Mllroy disobeyed
no order upon thesubjpct No court
martial is necessary or proper in the
case

Gen Milroys Division was scattered
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so he was left for a tlmo without a com-
mand
