an American invention and our Navy is
the first to adopt it tho England and
Germany are about to do so will not
fall unless cut completely thru which is
certainly something greatly in its favor
since on its top it is intended to put an

With the exception of the fire of the

21st and at S oclock the next morning
the 22d was off for the tail of the Horse-
shoe

There were steamers and yachts from
Norfolk steauers from Baltimore and
Richmond the steamer Brandon from New

League and their families A steamer from
Washington brot down 300 Senators and
Representatives with their families and
friends All of them gay with signal
flags nnd bunting were loaded down with
people most of whom carried flags and
gave convincing proof of an excellent pair
of lungs If old Sol had only been in a
better humor and bad smiled down upon
the scene in the genial way he can when
he wants to the effect of all this color
this great gathering of ships and people
with the music of the bands and the
booming of the guns would have been mag-
nificent

The fleet now at Hampton Roads will
soon break up and tho different ships go
to their home yards Some two or three
will be put out of commission There is
talk of Admiral Schroeder or Admiral
Wainwright succeeding Admiral Sperry
whose time for retirement is close at
hand Either would make an excellent
commander The officers of the fleet will
soon ije scattered all over the country en¬
