PENNSYLVANIA AT GETTYSBURG.

The Contract Iet for a Magnificent

Monument.

Gen. St. Clalr Mulholland and Hon.
Charles F. McKenng, of the commis-
sion to erect a monument to Pennsylva-
nia's soldiers at Gettyshurg, came over
from a meeting of the commission held
in Philadelphia, April 29, At
meeting the plans and preparations for
the monument were
the contract for the erection of the
=ame awarded to the Harrison Granite
Con, of New York. The total cost will
be $150,000.- Samuel Murray, of Phila-
leiphia, & noted sculptor, will make the
designs and have charge of their cxe-
cution. It is expected that the monu-
ment will be one of the finest ever erect-
ed, and it will have many unigque and
very valuable historic features. There
will be four bronze bas reliefs, each 12
by 18 feet and standing 50 feet above
the ground. These will have typical
representations of the cavalry, artillery,
infantry and Signal Corps, with the
various figures carefully coplied from
the men and the uniforms of the time
of battle. The artist has been glven
permission to make his studies in the
War Museum at Washington of all the
available relles of the Gettysburg pe-
riod. On the summit of the monument
will be a bronze figure of Victory 21
feet high, making the whole monument
104 feet above the surface of the
ground. It is proposed to put on the
monument the name of every Pennsyl-
vanian who was present at the battle.
These names will be obtained from the
muster rolls which were made out on
the evening of June 30, 1863, In every
company and regiment.

Death of Col. Kilborn.

A veteran, Gen. John T. Wilder,
writes from Knoxville, Tenn.: Editor
National Tribune: 1 write to announce
thru yvour paper the death, April 24, of
Col. L. B, Kllborn.," Col. Kilborn was
originally a Captair in the 72d Ind., of
Wilder's Brigade of mounted infantry
and was promoted to Major of that
splendid regiment. For a considerable
time he was Captaln of the Scouts of
that brigade In which capacity he won
deeerved credit. He was one of the
bravest and truest men in the service
and was promoted to Major for gallan-
itry and proficlency in all of the duties
of a patriotic soldier. He received
a commission as Lieutenant-Colonel in
an Illinois reglment In the Spenish War.
but happlly was not called into active
service. Col. Kilbhorn was for many
years President of the Wilder Brigade
Association, In which position he did
faithful and consciencious work. He
wus & good Christian and died suddenly
from - heart fallure. His meny com-
rades will join in mourning his loss.
No truer man ever lived.

An interesting demonstration was re-
cently glven In England of an electrical
generator operated by a wind-wheel,
The wind-wheel was 18 feet in diame-
ter and mounted on a tower 50 feet
high. It had three (alls, one being
fixed and the other two attached to be
rotated. The two movable tails were
arranged to swing out automatically
when the velocity of the wind rose
above a certain degree. The third tajl
controlled them, and the two drove a
two-kilowatt generator at a speed vary-
ing from 800 to 1,600 revolutions per
minute. The current was used to
charge a storage battery. It Is only a
question of time when & large portion
of the power used In farming and other
operations wiill be derived from the
wind, and therefore every experiment
in this direction is of great interest.

According to the new designs adopt-
ed by the Treasury, the $5 note, wheth-
er a sllver cortificate or & greenback,
will carry the portrait of Lincoln. Ten-
dolinr gold and silver certificates and
United States notes will have that of
Cleveland, the $20 that of Jacksan,
the $60 of Grant, the $100 of Franlkiin,
the 36500 of S8almon P. Chase, and the
$1,000 that of Alexander Hamilton,
The different portraits will thus Indi-
cate the value of the notes, and the
eagle, the Luffalo and the Indfan head,
which have been used, will be abol-
ished, since it I8 found that they are
too easily counterfeited.

St. Louis now finds that she has
763,644 population, an Inerease of near-

The Execution In Front of Petersburg.

J. E. Miller, 34 Calle Jiminsz, Monte-
rey, Mexlico, writes that Comrade James
Nicholson, 185th N. Y., Is mistaken as to
the man he saw executed In front of
Petersburg belng a rebel spy. The man
was aQeserter from a Maryland regl-
ment, and went over to the Johnnles.
When he got tired he deserted back,
and was recognized by some of his regl-
ment. He was tried and hung, not shot.
The Second Divislon, Fifth Corps. was
marched out to witness the execution,
which took place in the open fleld on
Peeble's Farm. The sgldiers bullt a
race track there afterwards. The rope
was taken by Old Jerry, an Irishman,
who waos a servant to Gen. Ayres. Com-
rivde Miller remembers the Colonel of
the 186th N. Y. He was about six feet
two Inches high, ang was wounded at
the South Slde Railroad, dying upor
being taken to the rear.

The French are going to make their
small change of aluminum, and have
already begun the colnage of flve and
1t-centime pieces of that metal. The
extreme lightness s one of its chief
recommendations, and also it is found
that It wears less than gold, sllver or
even bronze.
