The consumer often wonders what
is the difference between cocoa and
chocolate. Both are manufactured from
the identical bean, but in cocoa the
butter has been extracted and chocolate
has other substances mixed with it
Cocoa s thus more ecasily digested, but
not so rich and slluring. The butter
when extracted is sold to drugglsts for
t'suréou.u purposes, chiefly that of a skin
food.

The first process in the manufacture
of chocolate or cocoa Is cracking the
bean, which ls done by machinery and
alr. The blast of air blows= the shells
out, as they are lighter than the meat,
and thue, after cracking, the separation
of the fraglle shell from the nutritive
nut is absolute.

The bean i# roasted and ground into
& paste by hot machinery. This is the
only “coocking” the chocolate gets.

At this point the differentiation takes
lace between cocoa and chocolate. The

tter consists of cocoa meat, vanilla
and sugar. Varfous machines (steam
r:l'er. not electrie) erush up the vanll-

Probably there has never been a year
in the histo of the Nation when
Memorial Day was more generally ob-
served than tlnié. vear. Irom every scc-
tion of the c;ﬁmu‘.'{_ come reports of
the closing of busjness houses, the
prevalence o?' Flugs, and a general
strewing of flowers, ypon the graves of
the dead. It fs true that families have
adopted the day for (heir own, whether
any of their Toved ones were soldiers
or not, and while the day Is meant for
the dead of the war of the rebellion,
one cannot ohject to the honoring of
all the dead, since the graves of those
who fought for the Flag are remem-
bered with bountiful and beautiful trib-
utes, Nature's dear children were
never more sweetly fragrant, nor more
lavish in quantity than this year. Time-
Iy rains and a beneflcent sun were more
than kind, and it was well, for in and
about Washington are nearly 60,000
graves of Unjon dead, with several
hundred of the Spanish-American War.

The Department of Potomac, Col. Ed-
win ¥. Holbrook, Department Com-
mander, assisted by his competent stafl
of officers, had made the most com-
plete arrangements for aecorating the
graves in 13 cemeteries and the iso-
lated graves which lie in the various
church cemeteries about the city. Col
Edwin Sweet was Chalrman of this
committee for about the 16th year. All
the statues In the city were draped with
Flags. Although the sun played hide
and seek with the clouds all day, and
the latter oceasionally wept, the v_et-
erans, supported by the Spanish War
Veterans and the Sons of Veterans,
marched about a mile before separat-
Ing, to go their several ways to per-
form their assigned duties

The largest crowds gathered at Ar-
lington, as always, for there are some
24,000 graves there. Senator McCum-
ber, of North Dakota, was the orator
of the day and the address was a mas-
terly one. Senator MeCumber has a
clear, far-reaching voice and could be
heard above even the noise of the sa-
luting guns. It is said that & more
pleasing orater never spoke at Arling-
ton. The Marine Band was at its best,
under the leadership of Prof. Bantel-
mann. The Woman's Rellef Corps,
Mre, Mary A, Dow, President, assisted
by the Ladies of the G. A. R., the
Daughters of Veterans, and other pa-
triotic organizations of women, helped
with the decorating;, and served lunch
to all the veterans, as has been the
custom for many years.

Exercises of a similar character were
held In each of the 13 cemeteries,
Flowers by wagonloads were furnished
by the Agricultural grounds, and the
rain kept them sweet and fresh. Spe-
clal exercises were held around the an-
chor of the Maine, and in the Bpanish
War section. Representative Hollings-
worth, of Ohlo, was the orator at the
Soldiers’ Homes and was often inter-
rupted by applause.

On the Sunday preceding Memorial
Day the Department of the Potomac,
Grand Army of the Republic, and Wom-
an's Relief Corps ' attended speclally
prepared Memorial exercises at the
Eastern Presbyterian Church, which
was handsomely decorated with the
Flags of the I. W. B. Flag Assoclation,
and with cut flowers.
