They are
left to skirmish for their own living In
all scasons. As in the West cattle rais-
Ing has been profitably followed In all
parts of Florila, and pwners have not
favored the occupancy of the forested
and open ranges by fruit and truck
farmers, and to maintain a monopoly
have encouraged the belief that the
soll of Florida gencraily was
to raise anyvthing excepi grass.
notwithstanding the wvariety of
vegetation the oplnion is widespread
that cultivated plants would not do
well. The success aulending the work
of men who did not belicve this haz
gone so far that now there {8 no doubt
about Florida soil not being able to do
most anything. All that is needed is
the man to do it. We went well over
the colony property and believe that ne
mistake was made when the colony
for the comrades was located on the
south shore of Lake Tohopekallga.
The name of the lake is a Seminole In-
dian word apd had its origin from the
notes or call of a bird formerly com-
men In that vicinity, but now extinct.
The lakes of Oscecla County are not
swampy, but have sandy bottoms and
shores, and abound with fish. Barrels
of fish from these lakes are shipped
almost daily to polnts as far away as
Kansas City. There Is still lots of tim-
ber and lumber for building purposes;

There is no part of the land but what
can be rendered as fertile as It once
was

In that country at one time the Jews
flourished amazingly, and giained great
wealth and political strength.  With 1t
are pssociated the storjes of Daniel and
the three who were cast into the flery
furnace and the wonderful prophecies
of Ezckiel. There was the greatest
chool of Rabhis, and that wonderful
work, the Babylonian Talmud, was writ-
ten there.

Cochrane
says that this onght not te create much
hardship, since a man at his age can
caslly live on two pounds of meat a
manth.  There are 2,300 veterans at
‘nr fn the Home, but they fear to
complaint outside lest they will
be discharged. Several who have done
=0 have been summarily dismissed from
the Home. 1t Is also charged that a
very poor quality of coffee is furnished
and so little sugar that the veterans
have to buy their own sugar gutside.
The blame s all Iaid upon Gov: Coch-
rane and Treasurer B, W. Moore. Gov.
Cochrane makes light of the complaints,
but says that the Home has only $42 on
hand and ratlons will be short until
July 1. There is plenty of Leans, pota-
toes and hominy, and he doesn't see
why there should be any cases of starv-
atlon. As to the potatoes being bad,
he says that all June potatoes raised
in California ara not up to the stand-
ard, and he has to accept the best he
can get.
