Too Many Receptions

The 27th National Convention of the
Womans Relief Corps is now as a tale
that is tola It was a hot tale during
the telling too Salt Lake certainly did
her part in the matter of fervidness of
welcome It seemed as tho it would be
quite impossible for the sun to shine
any brighter or hotter The sky was
sometimes- - overcast for a few moments
and it looked as tho one might live
again but the relief was brief

As is now too often the case there
was altogether too much entertaining
There were receptions every night
sometimes there were a half dozen of
them The sarnu people and in the
same hotels Delegates who travel 2000
miles to attend to the business of great
organizations cannot afford to permit
two thirds of the week that they spend
In an Encampment City to be taken up
with social affairs in which the same
people stand In line and shake hands
With the very same people six times In
one night

One big reception with all the off-
icers

of all the patriotic organizations
of women in one receiving line would
do the business up in one evening and
nobody would he worn out either The
parade could then come one day earlier
and one more day be given to business
in conventions Under present condi-
tions

eerybody is in a hurry all the
time and the social part of the program
absorbs all the attention of the dele
gates all their time and their energies
in fact and they are already weary
when they enter the convention hall
hence all the business is made of sec-
ondary

imprest The time has gone by
when the Grand Army of the Itepublic
should be held a whole week in any lo-

cality

just to draw crowds and money
It Is urged that the Patriotic Socie-

ties

of Women do not want to hold re-
ceptions

together and that the reason is
largely prejudice for the reason that
they have their little prejudices
against each other That is alas too
true but one must surely quest on the
patriotism of the National President

who would not be willing to save the
members of her organization so that
they may be able to do the work for
which they are sent to National Con-
ventions

Tear of not being found if drowned be¬

cause you simply cannot sink In it and
stay sunk you know

We were taken without price also
out to old Camp Douglas and taw the
glories of the Salt Lake Valley spread
out before us home dotted and tree
shaded and then we were told that just
a little over half a century ago the val ¬

ley had not a house and but one lone-
some

tree The citizens gave us recep ¬

tions it ml the Mormons entertained us
with wenderful campfires In their yet
more wonderful tabernacle the like of
which was never buUt before and tho
copy of which has not been achieved
since To hear the great organ until a

Imagine because you are in Salt Lake
that you will find only one church the
Mormon There are 29 orthodox re-
ligious

churches in Salt Lake City

The National Convention
The First Presbyterian Church la not

a good place in which to hold a conven
tion You can t even near yoursell
think In It Its echoes and reverbera
tions were most tormenting The Na-
tional

¬

President could not be heard and
she could not hear the delegates from
the floor None of the churches of Salt
Lake seem to have achieved the acous
tic properties of the Tabernacle By
the way Its distinct charm was much
marred by draping the whole Interior
ceiling with bunting The artistic and
patriotic effect was charming but the
acoustic effect was almost ruined

The meeting was an open one for the
purpose of hearing the annual address
of the National President As the pa
rade was held in the morning and was
not concluded until after 12 o clock
the attendance was small for the wo-
men

were tired out and did not even
pay the courtesy of respect due Na
tional omcers The National President
was surrounded byvalt the members of

many other handsome presents during
convention week and had been honored
with many others during her term of
office

The report of the National Counselor
was accepted with thanks and without
discussion but some points in it ought
to have been brought before the Na-
tional

Convention Some one had asked
the question whether the daughter of a
Confederate veteran may join the Wo ¬

mans Relief Corps since she was born
long after the war Another question
Is whether the widow of a Confederate
veteran Is eligible for membership since
she never gave aid or comfort to tho
enemies of tho Union The National
Counselor diplomatically replied that
those who vouch for and those who In
vestigate applicants are responsible for
the members who are admitted and
puts the burden of desirability or un
dcsirabllity upon them

In the opinion of this writer it would
be folly to admit either the wife daugh
ter or widow of a Confederate veteran
Polly that has been proved in my own
Corps Not only would any one of the
three get restless but they would be
apt to get pretty mad If they had to sit
In the Corps room or carry a flag at a
campfire and listen as their husbands
sons ana brothers are called rebels
traitors and all that sort of thing

and that Is what they would hear over
and over again No matter whether
they ever gave aid and comfort to a
rebel soldier or not they come under
the category because of their affiliations
and environments Such members must
ever remain undesirable Ours is no
Blue and Gray organization It Is found ¬

ed on the principles of tho Grand Army
of the Republic that no one upon
whom rests the taint of treason can
be a member A woman who is a de¬

sirable member would have to love the
things her father fought for and If he
loved the rebel flag then she would not
stand It to have that flag derided as a
rag a dishonored flag and all that

The best thing to do Is to sit down at
once on any proposition to bring sucli
members Into the Relief Corps Lovely
as women and women for whom wo
have the highest regard they are not
yet fitted for admission to the Order It
will save trouble and endless discussion
to not even recommend them for ad-
mission

Not being National Counselor

Presidents address and recommenda ¬

tions occupied a good part of tho last
afternoon Some of the recommenda
tions were dropped because of their al
tering Rules and Regulations The
most important of these was tho recom-
mendation

that the old section contain-
ing

Discipline which was abolished last
year bo restored until a properly con-
stituted

¬

committee could present some-
thing

¬

more satisfactory If the recom-
mendation

¬

had been given as a resolu-
tion

¬

in tho resolutions forwarded 30
days beforo convention as the law re-
quires

¬

It would have been adopted
unanimously The necessity for such
discipline has been demonsttated In
many ways and In various Departments
during tho past year It Is stated the In-

subordination
¬

of Department Presidents
and their incapacity for filling their
offices having been made apparent In
several instances Mrit Ball of Poto
mac protested that tho convention
ought to do something tp punish the
Insubordination In her own Department
at once but said thit she knew it would
not be possible to- - accept the recom
mendation out of order As the only
alternative a resolution was adopted in
stituting a committee to present nome
form of Discipline forthenext conven-
tion

Mrs Mary S Gilman was made
Chairman of the committee Mrs Har
riet J Bodge was ftlected the second
member and Mrs Mary L Carr the
third member r

The recommendation to appropriate
100 for the vestcdi fund of the Francis

Scott Key mansion was unanimously
adopted Mrs Isabel Worrell Ball
whose name as President of the De
partment of the Potomac W R C
appears first on thcllst contributing to
the mansion fund followed by 78 mem-
bers- of Sheridan Corp cf Washington
D C made a statement concerning the
old mansion which came as a surprise
to the delegates She stated that It was
tho Womans Relief Corps and the
Grand Army of tho Republic which
saved the Betsy Ross house and not
the Revolutionary societies and that it
was the belief of the management of
the Francis Scott Key house which is
the same that saved the Betsy Ross
house that the same societies would
save tho Francis Scott Key mansion if
it is saved from the hands of the real
estate speculators Mrs Mary M North
stated the same thing

The Mississippi Case
Tho recommendation to make a Pro

visional Department of Mississippi and
separate it from Louisiana as it desired
brought from Mrs Ball a question
as to why this was not already done as
the convention voted to do at the 26th
National Convention Mrs Ball stated
that she and Past National President
Mrs Emma It Wallace had pledged
their word to tho contesting colored
women of that Department at the last
National Convention that this should be
done and she felt that the National
Convention had broken faith with the
colored women of those two Depart
ments The National president stated
that no such recommendation or deci
sion had come to her and that she must
perforce promulgate decisions as they
came to her and that was for one Pro
visional Department of the two States
which she had done

Mrs Ball somewhat heatedly declared
that she was tired of pleading for a
fuller National Journal and asked if a
stenographer or a National President
had any right to edit out decisions of a
National Convention The National
President replied that nobody could do
that and she did not think that any-
body

¬

had Mrs Ball had many sup-
porters

In the convention who remem-

that action of the previous con
vention but did not push tho contro-
versy

any further as tho recommenda

tion straightened everything out
