Comrade Coleman Dead.

There died in Washington Nov 5, one
of rthese comrades whose popularity
was undenled, and whose love of his
kind was just as strong as the love
of that kind for him. Capt, Philip
W. Coleman, late of (o, I, 8th Mich.,
was a clerk in the United States Pen-
slon Bureau for 40 wvears, and at the
time of hiz death held the position of
First Asgistant Chief of the Bureau of
Review. Prior to his appointment in
the service, Mr. Colemuan was & lawyer
of great prominence and extraordinary
ability, having a mind that was lHke an
intellectual ceean, the waves of which
touched the shore with every thought.
He was living upon a farm in Corunna.
Mich, the homestead of his parents,
when he enlisted, Sept. 17, 1861, and
was severcly wounded at Jamea Y¥sland,
B. C., in 1862, which resulted In the
amputation of his' left arm. He was
so badly wounded tharv the surgean sald
that it was no use to- give him addi-
tional pain ns he could not live. Com-
rade Coleman Implored the doctor to
cut off his arm. "I wil] live if you do,”
he eaid, and he did live, In the same
engagement he bad . recelved other
wounds in his head, left side. and right
leg, and was suffering Intensely, but he
held up the bleeding artéry of his
arm with his righft hand hnd insisted
upon the amputafion, and the opera-
tion was performesd,

Comrade Coleman’s heart was as ten-
der px 4 woman's, and he had no vin-
dictivences in his n&ture, which was
shown in the fact' thyt many Confed-
erale veterins were his wnrm friends.
He greatly loved ygung people, und en-
joyed oli innocent amugements. He was
congldered one of the best Lilliard play-
cra In the Natlonal Capitz), and was a
fine roller skater, and his death was
really cansed oy a fall received while
Indulging In that amuogement.

The fuueral of Comrade Coleman was
muarked by its simplicity, Mras. Bishop
sang beautifully over the dead com-
rude’s ecasket, “When We Shall See
Him Face to Face™ The body was
borne to the grave hy six one-armed
soldiers, which was comrade Coleman’'s
request, ghowing his sympathy for the
comrades who had syffered as he had
suficred.

Comrade Coleman’s Jife, from the
cradle to the grave, was au epitaph
of the Rishop and Shepherd. He was
always preparved to give the reason for
the hope within him without weak-
ness or fear, and he was prepared to
die. Interment was in Leautiful Ar-
