ARE RETAILERS PROFITS
BITANT?

Secretary James Wilson, of the De-
partment of Agriculture, has caused an
investigation to be made in the matter
of retall prices of meats all over the
country, with intent of determining to
what extent the high prices are due
to the exorbitant charges of retailers
The information collected has besn col-
lated Into a bulletin. By this it appears
that in the North Atlantic States the re-
tnfl prices of beef Is 31.4 p2r cent higher
than the wholesale price, and the per-
centage Is usually lower in the larger
cities than In the smaller ones. The
dealerg In Allentown, Pa., seem to be
selling the dearest meat, as they re-
ce've a gross profit of G0 per cent over
the wholesale price. There |s a remark-
able discrepancy in this profit In places
near togéther, as while the profit is 47
per cent at Holyoke, Mass, and Harrls-
burg, Pao., it isonly 23 per cent at Olean,
N. Y., and 13 per cent at Springfield,
Mass., which s most remarkable. as
Holyoke and Springfield are close nelgh-
bors. The average profit in New York
City is 20 per cent, 20 per cent in Phil-
adelphia, 28 per cent in Buffalo, and 26
per cent in Boston. As a rile the
cheaper the grade of beef the higher
the profit. *

In the Sonth Atlantie States, Balti-
more stood at the foot, with her retallers
demanding only 17 per cent profit, while
at Washington the dealers exact 42 per
cent. The highest was at Augusta, Ga.,
of 61 per cent.

In the North Central States, Chicago,
In spite of her being a meat center, gets
46 per cent profit, mainly on the cheap-
er qualitice of beef, whila the retail
profit in Clncinnati Is only 25 per cent,
nnd 22 per cent In Omaha. There Is a
singnlar discreparty In the Twin Citles
of Minneapolis and St. Paul. The deal-
ers in Minneapolls make 27 per cent,
while thoge In St. Paul recelve 35 per
cent, with 40 per cent for Detroit and
Milwaukee. In the smaller cities the
profitg are higher, with 32 per cent for
Alton, 1., and 53 per cent for Cedar
tupids, Towa,

In the South the profit seemed to be
enormous and unexpected. For exam-
ple, al Fort 8mith, Ark., which Is a cen-
ter of the catile industry, the profit Is
57 per cent; with Mabile, Ala,, 64 per
cent; Nashville 63 per cent; Shreveport,
La., 68 per cent, and Loulsville 62 per
cent.

In the Western States the highest rate
Is 62 per cent at Lewiston, Idaho, and
658 per cent for Spokane, while people
in SBan Francisco get their meat at a
profit of 39 per cent, and only 24 in
Sealttle,

The chiel reason for the inerease In
the price of all groceries is that the cus-
tomers desire costly accommodations.
They want dellvery of goods, perhaps
by special trip, which requires at least
one man, horge and wagon. They also
want the market man to send some one
to their dwelling to take orders. The
multiplication of shops Is alse given as
a couse. When 20 or more small shops
divide the retail business that could be
served by one large shop, there must be
much needless expense for labor, house
rent and other things, Lastly, there Is
n demand for meat having “‘respecta-
ble'" names, S0 that onc-fifth of the
carcass §s bought at the highest prices
as porterhouse u‘.nd zirloin steaks and

TMPROVEMENTS AT ST. CLOUD,

There are now claimed to be between
1,000 and 1,250 people at 3t. Clond, and
the town is being built up in the most
gratifying woy. Houses are golng up
all over the city plot, and many on the
five-acre tracts. The Comprny has let
contracts  for water-works, electric-
light and jce plants, and these will be
in operation within o few weeks. These
will help much to transform the town
into a modern, up-to-date city with all
the Improvements,

The Company has donnted two lots
to the veterans, ard sgreed to pay for
the material o bulld a iine G. A. R.
hall, with committee rooms, kitchen,
lunch room, ete. The comrades are to
perform the labor, but when it Is com-
pleted it will be one of the maost con-
venlent and pleasant meeting places
possessad by the veterans anvwhere.

The Company has also donated lots
to the Methodist, Presbyterian, Baptist
and Catholic Churches for buildings,
and the erection of these will at once
begin.

CAUSES OF DEATHS AT ANDER-
SONVILLE.

The Associated Press is giving much
space to a statement by W. J. W, Kerr,
of Corsicana, Texas, in regard to the
deaths at Andersonville being caused
by pellagra. Dr. Kerr was a Surgeon
at Andersonville, and is now a member
of the U."8. Marine Hospital Service.
He says:

“I nm glad, indeed, that the time is
coming at last when Captain Wirz and
myself, who, together with the im-
mortal Jefferson Davis and his Cabl-
net, were indicted for trewson and mur-
der, will be vindicated and the world
will see that we were not the murder-
¢rs that the suborned witnesses of Holt
& Co, tried to make out that we were.
Poor Wirz was hanged, and T would
have been hanged by his slde had I
becn caught. But, thank God, T have
soen one true history of the Anderson-
ville Prison written, and that by a Fed-
eriul officer, who was a prisoner of war
in the prison in 1564 and knew both
Captain Wirz and myself well. Cap-
Tain J. M. Page, of Pageville, Mont., is
the author. He has given the only
true nccount of conditions at Ander-
sonville. It should be read by every-
body of the North and South.

“I have a copy of the indictment
agninge Wirz, Kerr & Co., which 1 ex-
pect to hand down to my children as
a memento of those days.

“0On the first day of July, 1864, I re-
ceived orders from Surgeon 8. H, Stout,
Medical Director of the Hospital Ser-
vice of the Army of the Tennessee, re-
lieving me from duty at the Floyd
House Hospital, at Macon, Ga., and

The Doctor's claim will not bear ox-
amination by scientific men. While we
are quite willing te belleve that pella-
gra may have heen the sclentific name
of the disease which carried off o many
thousand healthy young men at Ander-
sonviile, yet the name is of little con-
sequence,  What killed the prisoners
waf, In addition te lack of shelter and
pure water, that they were given
insufficient quantity of
coarse food, and that diet never varicd
Anyone can be starved to death by n
monotonous food of a single article, no
matter what that article Is,  Sclentists
have repeatedly starved dogs to denth
by glving them nothing but potatoes,
That is, potatoes, which are mostly
starch, lack many constituents which
are necessary to kesp the body in a
healthy condition. It was the same
way with the men at Andersonville, In
the first place there was not enough of
the corn meal, in the next place it was
very coarsely ground, and thirdly there
wae rarely any meat or other nitrogen-
ous matter furnished to supplement the
siarch in the corn. Probably the pella-
gra which rages in Italy iz due to the
st.me ciuse. The peoplé there are ab-
Jectly poor. Corn is about the only
thing they can raise, and they live on it
from one end of the year to another
without any wvariety and without any-
thing to supplement the starch of the
corn. As sald before, we hiave no ob-
jectionz to calling the discase which
swept off the prisoners pellagra, but it
must be understood that the pelligra
was due to the Insufficient quantity of
foed and its absolute monotony,

We cannot see how calling the dis-
ease “pellagra’™ excuses the Confederate
authoritites a particle.

BOGUS CANE SIRUP.
As it is likely that the colonists of
St. Cloud will go Into the production of

will be Interested in a case which wus
recently decided by the U. S. Clrcuit
Court at Atlanta. The Agricultural De-
partment's attentlon had been turned
to a quantity of sirap which was labeled
“Wilder's Uniform Brand Syrup, Canned
Only by the D. R. Wilder Manufactur-
ing Company, Atlanta, Ga.” The label
also said that the can contained 85 per
cent, of pure Georgia cane sirup, with
15 per cent. of corn sirup added to
prevent granulation. Upon analysis it
was discovered that the larger part of
the contents was glucose, with some
cane sirup added to glve It the flavor.
The D. R. Wilder Company was there-
fore found guilty and fined $25 with
costs of $214.70. There are othér pro-
cedures now golng on against manu-
facturers pretending to be selling New
Orleans molasses. This is probably al-
most wholly glucose, with only the
dregs and bitter salts remaining af-
ter the complete extraction of the
sSugar. The facts about this are
that the manufacture of sugar has be-
come so0 highly developed that nearly
the whole coantent of the sirup Ils now
extracted as sugar, whereas, under the
old Imperfect process very much of the
sugar remalined in the sirup. What now
remalng after the evaporation iz only
the coloring matter, a very small con-
tent of sugar and a considerable quan-
tity of highly concentrated mineral salts
which were in the crushed cane. This
residue is absolutely unfit for food for
the reason that the proportion .of salts
is s¢ great that it makes the product
