representing our four footed friend
with at least two legs on the ground
when in the act of kicking Conse
quently when the Remington sketches
first appeared people were inclined to
make fun of them This sort of thing
did not last very long however and
the spirited pictures of Remingtons
kicking broncos while undergoing the
unpleasant experience of being con-
quered

by their cowboy masters soon
took their proper place In the world of
art Remington had a very Interesting
personality H wa a big fellow strong
as an ox with the hard muscles of the
athlete a ruddy complexion and a
pleasing frank expression Ho hated

from personal knowledge I was in
command of Co G 128th N Y when
we landed Just south of the fort in a
hard rain and made a forced march
for seven miles We reached the rear
of the fort At dark soaked to tho skin
and there I received an order to at
once report with my company to head
quarters where we were directed to join
a company of the oth Allen on tne
picket line to extend It We obeyed
the order and the line was so long that
every soldier had to go on to cover It
Wc stayed there all night in the rain
and without food of any kind

The last thing we had to eat was
aboard the boat that brought us up
from New Orleans This was on Sat-
urday

¬

and we were left on that picket
line till Tuesday night without food I
was with my regiment and in com-
mand

¬

of my company during the whole
siege of 45 days and went into the fort
and witnessed the surrender under Gen
Gardner That the river was not open
on July 4 is proved by the historical
order of Gen Halleck to Gen Banks
dated July 28 In which he said In part
It was reserved for your army to strike

the last blow to opim the Mississippi
River1

This article In your journal Is not
the first instance of injustice to my old
comrades and myself Greeleys Amer
ican Conflict Vol II from pages 331
to 337 Inclusive does not exaggerate
as I personally know being an eye-w- it

ness and participant In the untold
hardships and privations of that event-
ful

siege I was within a few feet of
Gen Sherman and Gen Neal Dow
when they wore wounded I helped
Col Clark 6th Mich off the field and
was within 20 feet of the brave Col D
S Cowles of my 128th NY when he
feu and died with Old Glory In his
hands leading us ovcrthat unprotected
field In front of the strongest breast
works built in tho war He was in
command of tho brigade being tho
ranking Colonel Officers had to lead
when not a rebel was In sight and we
stayed and loaded and fired at those
earthworks from 2 to 6 oclock p m
of that eventful May 27 1863

this late day I do not wish you to de-

Editor National Tribune About April

28 1862 Gen J D Cox left the Ka¬

nawha Valley with a small force of In-

fantry

one battalion of the 2d W Va
Cav and a small Jackass Battery We
reached Raleigh Court House April 27
marched by the way of Flat Top Moun-
tain

and over Blue Stone Mountain to
Princeton where we had quite a little
scrap with the rebels who burned the
town as they retreated What troops
did Gen Cox have with him and what
did they do I have never seen an
account of this raid in print J II
Gllmore Mlddleport O

Learning that the enemy under Mar-
shall

¬

and other Confederate leaders
was advancing to attack his forces in
detail Gen Cox ordered the troops
posted at various points to move In
toward a central point and --taking tlje
half of each of the 28th 31th and 37th
Ohio and a section of SImmonds Bat-
tery

¬

he started on tho march for
Princeton where he arrived May 17
The enemy retired from Princeton as
he advanced and took up a strong po ¬

sition on a wooded hill south and west
of the town Gen Cox went forward
with the whole of Col Moores com ¬

mand for a sharp attack There was
spirited fighting for a little while when
the Confederates retired about a mile
to a strong position commanding tho
Wythevllle and Wyoming roads where
they had artillery posted Tho place
was too difficult to attack with the
forces that Gen Cox had even after
Liout Col Von Blesslngh came up from
another direction with part of the 37th
Ohio and made the flank attack It
was found that Gen Williams had
joined Gen Marshall making the en-
tire

¬

force in front two brigades which
was double the number that Gen Cox
had with him Therefore ho retired to
Princeton and awaited the arrival of
Gen Scammous Brigade With these
came the information that the brigades
of Gens Williams Heth Marshall and
Floyd had all united making a force
estimated by Cox at from 12000 to
15000 men I This Information deter
mined Gen Cox to withdraw In order
to protect his trains which he did
promptly leaving at 3 oclock on tho
morning of May 18 and making the
retreat In perfect order He reports
his loss at one officer and 22 men killed
five officers and 64 men wounded and
