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SEN OR SARA

If vou want a delicious pickle which
will go most with cold
meats of most any kind I know a good
housekeeper who will not be without it
One pound of crystallized cherries one
pound of layer raisins six dozen Tiny
Tim cucumber pickles Put a quart of
cider vinegar in a porcelain lined ket-

tle

add one pound or granulated sugar
and cook to a sirup seasoning it with
two level teaspoonfuls cacn of nutmeg
and white pepper one teaspoon of mace
and one half a teaspoon of ground
cloves Bring the sirup to a boil then
put in the crystallized cherries When
they are plumped take out with a skim-
mer

and put in raisins which have
been cut in clusters of two or three
raisins each

As soon as the raisins are plumped
skim them out of the sirup and put in
the Tiny Tim cucumbers Let them
come to a boil and then cook thm for
a minute or two longer They should

tender but not soft Take the cu-

cumbers

out of the sirup and fill the
glass jars putting in a layer of sucum
bers then one of cherries nnd then one
of raisins repeating the layors until the
jars are nearly full Then pour the
sirup heated boiling hot over the pickles
and seal

A new way to make chaese pudding
is as follows Mix together in a basin
half a pound of cheese one feaspoonful
of flour two of bread
crumbs salt pepper and paprika to
taste add cupful of boiling inlk
one heaping teaspoonful of butter
the yolks of two eggs and tha whites
stiffly beaten Mix gently pour into a
buttered pudding dish and bake for 15
minutes in a moderate oven Serve hot

a cup of strong cold coffee is better than
milk or water in making dark cakes
such as fruit spice or gingerbread Try
