He Hns Been Exouerated and Reap-

Editor National Tribune: John Gil-
man was confirmed by the Civil Service

The 18th Minn. was organized at
Milwaukee from Jan, 20 to March 10,
1862, and after serving out two ®nlist-
ments finally mustered out July 18,
1866. It was commanded by Col. Jas.
S. Alban, who died, April 7, 1862, of
wounds received in action at Plitsburg
Landing, succeeded by Col. Gabriel
Bouck, who resigned Jan. 4, 1564,
Lieut.-Col. Chas. H. Jackson then took
command. The regiment took part in
the following battles: Pittshurg Land-
lmg. Corinth, Iuka, Corinth (Oe¢t. 3 and
|4, 1862), Jackson, Champion Hill, Siega
of Vicksburg, Missionnry Ridge, Alla-
toona and Wise's Forks. It belonged 1o
J. E. Smith’s Division, Fifteenth Corps,
and lost 56 killed and 169 from disease,
