really belong Of these three Ameri-

writers Mr Watterson considers
Mark Twain as the strongest broadest
and as striking a deeper note as vivid
as Bret Harte but more sincere as
simple and conscientious as Irving but
more convincing powerful and possess ¬

ing a livelier fancy Mr Watterson
tells the story of his gifted cousins
financial troubles and of the splendid
courage that he displayed in going to
work to recoup his fortunes He was
very fortunate in this having the ad ¬

vantage of the business sagacity and
experience of his friend H H Kogers
and very shortly was quite on his feet
again His beloved wife was exceed-
ingly

¬

delicate and Mr Clemens felt
that life in Italy would prolong her
days so the first thing he did when
out of debt was to take a villa in Flor-
ence

Mrs Clemens were in London while
these were going on and during this
time he wrote a letter to Mr Watter

how terribly wrought up and excited
he would get if any one of them was
criticized at all harshly Once when
his great friend H H Ilogers was at-
tacked

by the newspapers Mr Clemens
was nearly beside himself with indig-
nation

The Interpreter says he
would pace up and down the room his
cigar in his lean hand making circles
in the air his mane of white hair
thrown back while he freed his mind
in picturesque and emphatic language
Altho he wrote reams in vindication of
his friend he sensibly published not a
word knowing full well that Mr Ro-
gers

¬

would much prefer not to have
him do so but this letting off of steam
was apparently a relief to his mind
It seems he had the habit when any-
thing

¬

disturbed him very much or he
felt bitterly on any subject of sitting
down at his desk and just letting him-
self

¬

go He would deluge his copy
paper with wrath then throV the
whole thing in the fire and feel much
better one of the best and most sensi-
ble

¬

recipes for working off resentment
or anger of which we have ever heard
The Interpreter tells in this article
what everyone knows that one of Mark
Twains greatest enjoyments in life was
a good cigar In the days of prosperity
before his financial failure he indulged
himself in the very best erf these but
when his money was gone he bought
the cheapest he could iind He then
pretended indifference to the quality of
his cigar arguing that the cheap kind
were as good as any and smoking them
with the same evident relish he had
formerly displayed when puffing the
choicest Havana He would offer the
dreadful stogies to his friends insist ¬

ing that they smell and criticize them
before lighting and in this way suc ¬

ceeded in deceiving many even of those
who knew him well Tho he was pun-
ishing

¬

himself in the keenest fashion
by this economy he was determined
that his penace should not make him
appear heroic

All sorts of opportunities come to
those who really want to help them
iielves and all sorts of occupations
spring up out of the great unknown for
the bright enterprising keen eyed
looker for a job A little while ago in
one of the New York papers such an
one a young woman told her story of
how she made a very comfortable living
for herself and had a good time as well
She fitted herself to entertain invalids
md blind people by reading all the new
books and magazines and by seeing as

feeling she did this so well that she
oon had her patron keenly interested

the whole expression of his face chang ¬

ing from one of dejection to cheerful
ness Well the upshot of it all was that
this man who was rich furnished her
with an orchestra chair seat for all the
food plays that were put on the New
York stage besides paying her well for
the several visits she made him each
wrek to tell him about them After
uwhlle his desire to hear the words of
these plays overcame his rcpugnace to
showing himself in public and he at¬

tended the theater himself much to
the delight of his wife and his doctor
who had been trying in vain to get him
to leave the house This did not Inter-
fere

with the young ladys position
however for the blind man still wanted
to hear from her lips first a synopsis of
the play a inscription of its setting and
the many little details which added
greatly to his enjoyment when he final-
ly

heard it himself In fact she was

44 puns on a three years cruise to
Mediterranean ports In May 1857
he sailed again on the Cumberland for
a three years cruNe on the west coast
of Africa He then held the rating of
Masters 3Iate On March h 1858 the
ship was struck by a terrific gale off
the Island of Madeira the guns were
cast overboard and the men were about
to cut away the masts when the gale
ceased Coming back from this cruise
C omrade Pierce was discharged and
enlisted in the Regulars serving for
three years in the Quartermasters De-
partment

quarters of the recruiting service at
Fort Columbus New York Harbor He
was one of the company that fired the
last volley over the grave of Phil Kear-
ny

Churchyard New York City He was

Editor National Tribune I have been
a subscriber to your valuable paper for
many years and cant see how 1 could
get along without it I am also one of
the earliest colomsts to the St Cloud
colony having been here about 13
months now I can say since arriving
here that my health has been consid
erably benefited 1 could not wane
across the house without my stick and
couldnt walk any distance then I
havent used my stick for several
months and I walk to St Cloud and
back tho same day which is said to be
from four to five miles I am living on
my five acres I think I had rather
live -- here than in St Cloud I have
cleared and fenced quite a good part
of my land have a nice large garden
tho planted later than the early gar-
den

season Everything is growing nice
and ntnk When I joined my regiment
in April 1SC4 I had a wife and one
child a home three head of horses 10
head of cattle 30 head of sheep 50
head of hogs 35 stands of bees all full
of honey and when I was discharged
and came home there wasnt a hoof of
any of my stock to be found nor any ¬

thing else except my wife and child
The rebels had killed all my bees with
sulphur took the honey set fire to the
house and would not let my wife carry
out but a few things then when the
fire got to burning good they threw
them all in and burned everything ex-
cept

¬

what she had on and they killed
sold and destroyed all my stock and
threatened her life until she had to
walk with some others 80 miles to
where I was and carry our child then
between three and four years old after
which exposure her health failed from
which she never did recover tho she
lived several years Now 1 am in my
70s and living with my second wife
who faithfully and unflinchingly cares
for me There has been months at a
time that she ne ver knew what a good
nights rest was for I was suffering
from sciatic rheumatism and some kind
jf stomach troubles besides I could not
walk across the house or dress myself
with her assistance I was in such
misery and pain I could not sleep but
a few minutes day or night No one
could ever be kinder to another than
she has always been to me yet if I am
taken away from her she could not get
anything from the Government Such
existing laws will surely be changed
soon and If we boys could get back
what was taken away we would not
have to work so hard in our old age

Biting Taste

In the first place orange blossom

honey made in Florida brings the high ¬

est price of any on the market as it is
devoid of that biting taste usually found
in honey made in the North and West
and it is perfectly safe to eat in any
quantity a case of cramps never having
been known to be produced by It There
are many other flowers in this section
on which bees feed producing what Is
classed as the best grade of honey and
which finds a ready sale in the North
ern markets but those who have once
eaten Florida orange blossom honey
prefer It to all others Owing to the
vlarge number of groves in this section
mere is room lor a nurmreu nines as
many hives as are here now and those
engaged in the business say that it is
very profitable as the care of bees re ¬

quires very little time or attention
One gentleman engaged in the busi ¬

ness near this city stated that he had
taken 59 pounds of honey from one
hive in 27 Hays altho that was an ex ¬

ceptional case but that one could safely
count on 5 worth of honey from each
hive everv season and that amount
could easily be doubled if a little extra
care and attention was given them

The bee industry is somewhat of a
new thing in these parts but every in-

dication
¬

points to its being a most prof-
itable

¬

one if engaged in on a large
scale for every variety of flower is here
for the bees to feed on and many is the
bee tree that has been cut down in iliis
country that has yielded from one to
four barrels of honey and if that can
be true without any care it appears to
us that big money eould be made here
with proper attention
