Indications of Danger,

We snt there for an hour or more,
when a rumbling could be heard back
of us off towards the main plke, which
roon died down and a'l was still, With
our carbines across the pummel of our
addlis we simply leaned forward half
asleep, oceastonally opening our eyes
to take a look &t our horses’ ears. Any
old cavalryman koows what a sure in-
dicator of danger those ears are; if they
wag back and forth regularly all is well,
but If theysuddenly come to a front point
and he becomes restless there's some-
thing moving. He either hears or sees
whut you do not, and yvou can begin to

Liet us not bring discredit upon our-
selves as a class by a continued demand
for a higher rate of pensions. While
we are being paid the generous rates
provided by the McCumber bill let us
do what is pogelble for ourselves. Iaet
us not devote the most of our thine dis-
cussing bills for more pensions. Possi-
bly a little more exertion on our part
will tend to lengthened lives, Let us
show that we have the siame interest in
the welfare of our country that im-
pelied us to take arms in her defense,

Cauve Spring, was at a coplous spring

of water on the side of the mountain,

A large pontoon ‘train was with us,

their boats floating in the creek to

tighten them. On Aug, 30 he, with a

comrade, scaled the spur of the moun-

tain east of their camp and, climbing
into an oak tres, had an extensive view
of the surrounding ranges and valleys.

The broad Tennessee River flowed a

few miles off, and beyond it rose the

huge bulk of Sand Mountain. To the

waest, 15 or 20 miles distant, was a

cloud of dust caused by the right wing

of the army marching up the wvallay
townrd them. They sat In the tree for
severnl hours watching. On the next
day a larger squad of them went up
to the mountain top. This day part of
the dust clond was much nearer, and
hey eould see the sun rays reflected
from the gun barrels of the marching
men, They felt and talked of another
campalgn coming, and-sure cnough, ot

1 o'clock on the next day, Sept. 1, they

received marching orders. At 9 in the

evening they arrived at Caperton’s

Ferry on the Tennessee on a long pon-

toon bridee Large wood fires blazed
on the bank at each end. The davk
ranks of moving men would emerge

from the dust and gloom into the fire-
light for a moment and then ngain fade
away. Hurrying thousands and the rat-
