1864 my regiment after the Hunter
raid at Lynchburg arrived at iMartins
burg TV Va We did not get any time
for rest but marched at once to the
front which was then three miles
south of Jlartinsburgr on the Winches-
ter

road at the big spring where we
found some regiments of infantry in
line of battle Some of us cavalry
were sent out to relieve the infantry
skirmishers and we were soon exchang ¬

ing shots with the same men whom wo
fought at Lynchburg We drovo the
rebels back to Bunker Hill about 10
miles up the Valley where we camped
that night

The Shenandoah Valley is rich and
fertile and was a great storehouse for
the rebel army and they put forth
strong efforts to hold it The Shenan-
doah

River flows thru the Valley at
the foot of the Blue Ridge Mountains
From Cedar Creek to Harpers Ferry
the Valley is perhaps 20 miles wide in
some places

It is my purpose to give only a brief
account of the minor engagements of
the cainpaign For two months we
liacS almost daily brushes with the reb-

Eighth Corps and AveriUs Division of
Cavalry had an engagement with the
enemy at Winchester In which we had
the best of it for the rebels were driven
back with loss to both sides

arl met a large force of
rebels at Snickers Ferry- - In a battle
that lasted several hours Crook ordered
his lines to fall back The new regi-

thjemselves splendidly Many of them
had never been under fire before that
day

j Abandoned Their Guns
When the retreat started we of the

cavalry took our position in the rear
A New York battery of heavy brass
cannon somehow in getting back to
the road got the carriage of one of the
euns astraddle of a stone fence The
haUerymen Just unharnessed the horses
from that and another pieee and
mounted and rode oft leaving their
gun When we of the rear guard came
up a squad of men dismounted and
got the gun clear of the fence put the
harness on cavalry horses and took the
gun to camp with us That night
home officers of the battery came to our
camp and wanted their gun Gen
Averlll objected to that proposition
However the gun was turned over to
them the next morning

We fell back to crossed
over the Potomac and infantry and all
marched down the Maryland side of
the river to Harpers Ferry Our army
up to this time had been divided Parts
were at Cumberland Monocacy Junc-
tion

and with Gen Crook in the Val ¬

ley
Gen Hunter had come to Harpers

Ferry and he ordered the army to con-
solidate

there The sides of the moun-
tains

were bristling with heavy artil ¬

lery which was set In position at every
available place The rebels had also
brought in all of their raiding forces
andnow lay In our front near Charles
town a few miles south where John
Brown was hung Just before the war

One day a lot of men had been de ¬

tailed to work on a fort on top of Bol-
ivar

nights and I recollect that the
rebels came down nearly to our lines
and had quite a skirmish with some of
crur Infantry We had a 100 pound
rifled cannon on the top of Maryland
Hlghts which some of our men used
on the rebels The next day the cav-
alry

was sent up to
crossed over the river and went up the
Valley to find our old friends the rebel
cavalry We soon found them in a
stronger force than we had met before
so we retired

When we got near the Potomac Riv- -
r at they dropped back

We crossed over and met the wagon
train which had brought upour Spenc-
er

rifles Wo had been using the old
Smith carbine a single shot breech
loading gun We made the exchange
that night and next morning with our
ncw acuns and each man well supplied
wliflartrldses we rccrossed the river
and started arter the rebels A little
beyond Bunker Hill at a little creek
with steep banks where we could cross
with our horses only at the road sev-
eral

of Us put spurs to our horses and
made for a low ridge which crossed the
road about 200 yards away

Both Sides Surprised
When we gained the ridge imagine

our surprise to see a whole division of
rebel cavalry drawn up In line or col
umn oy squadron Thev were in no
shape to receive an attack they being
uii u jovei ujjen pium we that firstgained the hill opened fire on them
The distance was about 500- - yards Ourmen came up and formed In line on
the high ground and a battalion of ourcavalry charged down on them while
the line on the ridge opened up a terri-

They soon broke up In confusion and
went up me pine in a nurry When

eral men and I think three wagons
were a short distance down the hill to
our left We forced the men to lay
down their arms and surrender When
they came up to us a Lieutenant that
was with them Kjot wcucnlnar our runs
He said What kind cf guns nre them
you alls has got You must load them
on Sunday and then snoot ail week

On Aug 2 or 3 we got back to Har
pers Ferry and about this time a force
of rebel cavalry under Gens Jones and
McCausland made a raid into Pennsyl
vanla Our division of cavalry was sent
after them We overtook some of their
rear guard at Hagertown Sid and
followed them up the pleasant Cum
berland Valley but they made such
good time we could not overtake them

After the Haiders
On Aug 7 when we were within

four or 3ve miles of Clvambersburg
Pa we saw the smoko of the nurmng
town which therebels had set on fire
You may guess we put our jaded horses
to their best to reach the place They
had put out a line of skirmishers to
impede our advance but our boys were
so mad to think they would thus wan-
tonly

¬

set fire to a defenseless place like
Chambersburg that we paid no atten-
tion

to the rebels who tried to stop
us Many of them were cut off from
their commands and taken prisoners

When we got into the town most of
the business part was a pllo of smoking
ruins After we drovo the rebels out
we went into camp thero that night
At daylight next morning we were on
the move again after the rebels AVo

Two days later we surprised
them in camp at Moorfield Va and
captured most all of their men and

had been sent to relievo Gen Hunter
on Aug 7 and was in command of the

4 1865 the Third Brigade Third Divi
sion Twenty fourth Corps formerly
the Eighteenth Corps composed of
the 58th and 188th Pa 40th Mass2d
N H and 21st Conn broke camp near
Fort Harrison on tha James River and
embarked on transports for Fredericks
burg then in possession of the rebels
On arriving at that placo wo surprised
and captured the Provoit Marshal to-

gether

with an escort of cavalry and a
train loaded with tobacco ready for
shipment The Provost Marshal was
found hiding in an upstairs room un
der a bed but our boys found him

After destroying the tobacco and set
ting the place in repair we re embarked
for Fortro3s Monroe meeting with
some opposition on our way down the
river but our gunboats soon opened
the way with shot and shell among
the surprised Johnnies who were not
aware of the largo guns on board We
soon arrived at Fortress Monroe and
went on to Norfolk and Portsmouth
and coaled up for further orders Our
next move was up the Potomac River
to Kinoale where we marched out In
the forenoon with strict orders to touch
nothing along the route But after
some hot cotice for dinner we marched
Dack to our boats on tho river receiv ¬

ing orders to taki anvthlne eatable
and we certainly did ourselves Justice
In the eating lino

On our return trip we marched thrua strip of thick woods with heaw un
derbrush where a band of rebels ly ¬
ing In ambush struck the rear com-

an article in The National Tribune of
June 23 entitled Morriss Brigade
Was There and I agree with him but
it was not much of a battle anyway
The facts seem to be somewhat mixed
with I heard so and I guess so Wo
had been following the retreating ene-
my

¬

since early in the morning and
every mile of the road was strewii with
knapsacks blankets and various kinds
of accouterments and to keep our tem-
per

¬

below boiling point we waded the
river nine times during the cnase anu
we did not come up with them until
near the river bank Tho road ran
along the bank and a cornfield with a
rail fence occupied the space between
tho road and the woods and across tho
river was a bluff and an open field
back and very thick growth of brush
covered the brow of the bluff

Garnett had drawn his command up
in rear of this brush thereby com
pletely concealing them and forming
an ambush into which tho 14th Ohio
under Col Steadman whoso regiment
was in tho cornfield marching at will
but clofe up to the fence walked Into
it Trouble commenced right there and
then The Johnnies introduced them
selves by firing a volley down at us at an
angle qf about 30 degrees and It was a
question in our minds if they were
shooting at us or at the cornfield Cer-
tain

it is tho cornfield got the worst of
the charge The 14th Ohio was on their
job and took to that rail fence and
replied in fine style and the other fel-
lows

took to the woods An Indiana
regiment the 7th were immediately
filed right and waded tho river They
flanked them and pursued them some
distance and one of their men is cred-
ited

with killing Gen Garnett I do
not know of any artillery being brought
into action on our part but one or two
solid shot came from their position No
other troops than the 14th Ohio who
were In advance and the 7th Ind were
engaged and the whole battle did not
last 10 minutes but the other boys
were there and ready The whole
cause of the battle was a baggage train
which got stuck in the river and could
not get out Some 20 or 30 real old
Pennsylvania schooners were loaded
with all kinds of clothing musical in-
struments

books and anything and
everything were in those wagons We
crossed over and camped on tho field
until next morning and we found 11
dead and several wounded One young
fellow crawled In the bushes wheie
we found him Our loss was one killed
and a few wounded This Is the way

8 1864 in which the Thirteenth Corps
fought alono till they had been driven
back to Sabine Crossroads where our
corps the Nineteenth came to their
assistance holding tho enemy back and
saving the Thirteenth Corps our forces
fell back to Pleasant Hill some 16
miles away to unite forces with Gen
A J Smiths Sixteenth Corps to fight
the next days battle Early the next
morning before it was light enough for
the Confederate forces to follow us up
this Confederate soldier Mr Pearce
of the Texas Rangers took a stroll out
on the battlefield and found among
the dead a Union soldier who had the
left side of his head shot away Mr
Pearce said that the Union soldier had
an Enfield rifle which was better than
his gun and his equipments were also
hotter so he took them and loft his
In the Union soldiers cartridge box
was this diary with the name on tho
front leaf The name was very dim
and as near as he could find out It was
William Goe 3d Ohio Cav and on

the back page was Leroy S Supplce
Co B Camp Denlson O The field
was cleared by tho Confederate troops
and the dead buried on April 9 1SC4
This Texas soldier still has tho diary
and would be glad to find out any-
thing
