fered him his claim so cheap that after
coinrr out and lookinsr the place over
Henderson bought it Besides paying
Lee cash for his claim farming tools
etc Henderson engaged Lee paving
him in advance to break some more
praliic on the place while Abe went
back to his old home to settle up his
affairs and move to the new claim

As soon as Henderson was gone in-
