regiment of conscripts that had
Cincinnati three weeks before

finally all got back to Franklin
Our regiment passed thru pit
Just east the locust abatis halt-
ed about 300 yards north of the breast
works on the west side of pike This
was about 3 p m We coffee and
ate our dinner We In line about

p m and were ordered east across
the pike When the rear our regi-
ment had barely cleared the pike Gen
Stanley came galloping up on his horse
and said Right face Forward Double--

quick As we started south tonard
the cotton gin we met first two or three
Wagons drawn by six mules running at
full speed then two caissons passed
thru our line It was then broken and
began to waver thought we would
be swept back with the fleeing soldiers
but at this juncture our Colonel Smith
rushed forward on his horse and
Boys follow me and we did We
were being almost run down by the flee-
ing troops They all had new clothes
and new overcoats on their knapsacks
those that had not thrown their knap-
sacks away

When we got within yards of
th works I the banner of
Ohio abandoned by Its bearer who
had stuck the staff down in the clay
and ran toward the rear I was run-
ning little in and took it ui
thinking I would take it along as it
was a fine silk flag but on second
thought threw it down as it was too
cumbersome All this was the work of
less time than it takes to write it
rushed on by the side of our flag borne
by John Cheevers I saw him draw his
Bword and try to stop some of the flee-
ing soldiers but he could not Speak- -

it was the lOOflTOhio I dont think so
I know it was an Ohio regiment hut
think it was a higher number than 100
as it was a new regiment and Ohio
must have had in the field upwards of
200 regiments at that time At any
rate they were the same troops that
we had to crowd back from Springhill
to Franklin that were said to be con ¬

scripts and were only three weeks out
from Cincinnati

Eureka Springs Ark writes
I remember very distinctly where

each regiment of our brigade was at
Franklin After we hustled over the
works near the Carter House nearly all
of us got down on our knees behind
he boys at the works loading guns and

passing them to the men at the front
After all our men got in out of the way
and our boys began shooting the rebels
wjio were coming full tilt with their
id gray hats pulled down over their
eyes quickly went down

After awhile the soldier who was
doing the shooting for several of u
loaders said to me My shoulder hurts
Change places awhile I did shooting
till my shoulders were both aching A
28th Ky boy took my place Col Op
dycke rode up with hi men and called
out All you men who can he spared
fall in with us

I saw the rebels coming over our
works between us and the cotton gin
We rose up and the Golonel tapped mo
with his sword and said Sing Rally
Round the Flag Boys and we did
About 300 rebels threw down their
guns and were hustling to the rear
while we stuck to our works My right
hand was injured I saw an artillery-
man

¬

drop his revolver Che dropped
too I picked it up and emptied it at
Hoods men who were standing on the
other side of our v orkH My hand hurt
and bled so freelythat I went back to
the Carter House Srgt Ike Gentis
of our company tool off my rigging
and I walked thru the town quite a
way Everything turned green and
the town seemed to be rolling up like
a scroll I saw two men with a pair of
stretchers coming my way Then I
went to sleep and when I woke up I
was on the stretchers and the doctors
were working over me They had
buckled a strap on my arm above the
elbow to stop theTflow of blood

Troops were rushing both ways of
ficers yelling commands By and by Ij
was lilted into an ambulance with other
wounded men WTe moved on and after
awhile I could tell In the darkness we
were in a line of ambulances A lot of
rebel cavalry rode by on both sides of
our train shooting A man at my side
called out Dont shoot We uns are
yo men All Confederate prisoners
from here back They quit shooting
We were halted quite awhile The sun
was shining when our train meandered
thru the streets of Nashville and wo
were unloaded at Hospital No 8

Had It not been for the mistake of

Gen Wagner at Franklin in not retir-

which I belonged was just before the
battle commenced placed in reserve in
the center In our front an old regi-
ment

When we got to the works I with my
company was a short distance to the
right of the old cotton gin where wo
met the enemy hand to hand as they
came pouring over the works

I assure you that for some time we
had no childs play Altho this was the
first engagement that most of the regi-
ment

had been in they stood firm and
soon drove the enemy to their own side
of the works

Quite a number of writers claim
that Pat Cleburne was killed upon theworks Adams was shot down with hishorse as he rode upon the works urg-
ing

The report of Maj Charles Zagonyi
says that he left camp Oct 2 1861
and marched toward iSnrlngtleld He
found the enemy drawn up in line of
name as lie emerged from thee woods
and had to pass down jarO yards of u
lane and take down a rail fence at tho
end of it to make his charge His men
numbered 150 and were exposed from
the moment they entered the lane to
a murderous fire The enemys line
was broken at every point He rallied
and charged thru Springfield returning

force at 2100 He burled 23 dead took

MeLemorea Cove at the head of
the Chickamauga Valley Beyond the
valley seven miles in front of us rose
a spur of the Lookout range named
Pigeon Mountain It was rather a low
ridge about 15 miles long and 600 to
800 feet high bare in some parts and
densely wooded In others Thru It were
several passes called Blue Blid Dug
and Catlotts Gaps These gaps were
narrow and rough easily defended and
hard to force In truth Pigeon Moun-
tain

was a perfect barricade for the
enemy and also a perfect screen behind
which they could manuver unseen

Our destination was LaFayette and
to reach it we had to pass thru Dug
Gap We had driven Wheelers Cav-
alry

from Lookout and as soon as we
touched the lowland we encountered
them again At 5 p m the ISth Ohio
moved out to attack them and after
a few shots they retreated across a
creek In the cove nnd there we halted
for the night On the 10th the divi-
sion

after reaching the cornfield we were
halted and ordered to retire for several

hundred yards and formed line
again on the front of the road We
had been in 1 ticklish pacc but could
see nothing on account of the thick
woods Our skirmish line was thrown
out and soon engaged with tho rebel
infantry and fought until dark with-
out

any gain
The enemy in front was Cleburnes

Division supported by Walkers Corps
Their skirmishers were very bold and
very close and after dark threw rocks
at ours to draw their tire One of the
ISth had his eyes injured by a rock
We blvouaced at night in dense pine
woods close to the gap and a mile east
of Daviss Crossroads During the day
a body of the enemy was discovered
north of us down the valley toward
Chattanooga and Gen Negley sent a
regiment out frrm the crossroads to
watch and hold them in check

At daybreak on the 11th the firing
recommenced and kept up all fore-
noon

without any advance on either
side Our artillery fired a few times
without eliciting a reply At noon our
company relieved the skirmishers on
the left of the road and we soon heard
the whistling of bullets It was as un ¬

desirable a position as a company could
be placed in The ground was rough
rolling and very brushy We were carr-
ying our knapsacks and they greatly
Impeded our movements We could
neither advance retreat nor He down
with any celerity at all

Our men never should have been
sent out to skirmish on brushy ground
loaded with their full equipment welch ¬

ing about 50 pounds it destroyed all
their mobilitx In open ground the
knapsack could be used at times cs a
defense Gen Baird with two of his
brigades arrived before noon and va
posted at Daviss Crossroads to protect
our rear from the enemy on the north

At 3 o clock he found a large body of
troops advancing against him and ad ¬

vised Negey1o withdraw to the s

This flanking force was Ger
Hindman with his own and Sewnr
and Prestons Divisions also three com ¬

mands of cavalry and a full artillery
train

Hindman had been standing at arm
at our left flank since the morning of
the 10th under repeated orders from
Gen Bragg to attack Immediately hut
he was chary and cautious and his in-

decision

probably saved us from serious
rout Gen Negley realized the danger
and at 4 oclock our line was drawn
back to a low ridge on the west side
of Chickamauga Creel it was a for-
tunate
