Editor National Tribune Directly
after the evacuation of Corinth Gen
Sherman assisted by Gen 31 It Smith
was put in command of Memphis and
prepared for a campaign against Vicks-

burg

In the latter part of November
1862 the movement began As Grant
started from Lagrange Sherman start-

ed

from Memphis coming in touch with
each other a few mile3 west of Holly
Springs and as we reached the Talla-
hatchie

River we were detained two
days and nights constructing a bridge
Ve crossed over went half a days

march and rested easy three or four
days At this time Gen Grant devised
a new plan of operation for he received
word from Gen Banks that in all prob-
ability

he would be able to assist in
the attack on Vicksburg from below in
a short time Grant ordered Sherman
back to 3Iemphis to descend the river
by boats preparatory to a simultaneous
attack by the three armies on Chriat J

mas Day
Ve boarded the boats and started

We landed at Jlillikens Bend on Christ-
mas

¬

Dav tore up some railroad and at
night crossed over and camped on the
Yazoo Not hearing anything from the
other two armies Gen Sherman decid-
ed

¬

to make the attack alone After a
day or two of manuvering we found
the Johnnies well intrenched and se-

creted

a few miles below Hayness Bluff
where Chickasaw Bayou strikes the foot
of the hills The assault was made di- -

-- rectly in front by means of a pontoon
bridge across the bayou and the slaugh
ter of men was terrible and in all the
Several battles fought around icks
burs there were none to compare with
this considering the number of men
engaged

The 16th Ohio which led suffered
the greatest of ail lost its Colonel half
Its Captains and more than half its
men At the same time an assault was
made of lesser proportions about half a
mile to the right in which my regi-
ment

the 6th Mo took the lead Hens
the bayou leaves the blutt for a consid
erable distance and from the nature of
the ground no artillery could be used
against us and our casualties were not
so great But still it was a hot place

At Chickasaw Bajou
The bayou was about 100 yards wide

but no water and we were compelled
to cross The rebels were tiehind the
levee on the opposite bank and there
we lay hard up against the works from
noon till night We made our escape
under darkness Gen M L Smith our
division commander was wounded in
the skirmish before the assault and
got bacli to us the next October Mean-
while

¬

Gen Blair commanded our divi-
sion

As we were drawn up in line Gen
Sherman rode up and said Men you
are going into a tight place and some
of you will be killed We are sent litre
to capture Vicksburg and it would be
cowardiLe upon our part if sliotild
fall to make the attempt

narrow tongue of land to open up the
Mississippi for trafllc with transports

Digging the Canal

Here the narrow strip below the pro-
posed

¬

canal is three miles running
eastward towards the city which can
be seen well up in the hills and the cut-
off

¬

one and onp eighth miles in length
running due south so it can be seen
that practically this would save the
travel of at least six miles Now it was
proposed to construct a channel largo
enough to accommodate the entire

The water in the river was i lth- -
in its banks and the vork was begun
by a dredging machine working its way
from the river thru the levue into the
open ground and then the gap was
filled in and tlte men set to work in
regular railroad style with picks shov-
els

¬

and wheelbarrows cutting a channel
about four rods wide forming a levee
on the lower side

Our work progressed well for some
weeks until we had a levee five or six
feet high but all the time the water in
the river was gradually rising until it
got about eighffeet higher than the
inland when all of a sudden our dam
broke and let a great current of water
in upon us flooding the whole face of
the earth forcing us to the levees for
protection where we remained water
bound for several weeks and from
thence all work was suspended except-
ing the dredging- machine which leis-
urely

¬

went on its way which served as
a target for the rebels long range gun
situated in the hills across the river
lust beyond the lower end of the canal
Probably this was Whistling Dick
which was such a menace to our camp
for so long

But after all the failure of the canal
proved no material obstacle in moving

said that it cost S0 in gold I told
my Captain and showed him the locket
so that he would know that I did not
steal it

On the raid of Gen Wilson we had
a light at what was called Kbenezer
Church near Selmn and captured some
400 prisoners We put them in a
clearing that night and formed a guard
around them I was one of the guards
We had plenty of coffee at least I did
and I made coffee in my oyster can
bucket until 11 or 12 oclock at night
and cave them some as many others
did 1 sat at the fire with my horse
tied to a tree about 20 yards behind
me There was heavy timber all
around I concluded to look at the
locket as I did not dare to look at it in
day time as someone would have
stolen It from me

I noticed a boy prisoner walk in
front of me and each time he looked
Intently down at me 1 thought noth-
ing

of It and asked him If he wanted
Fome coffee and he replied that he did
not When T was relieved by tho next
guard I went to my horse and saddle
and lay down The ground was wet
from a recent rain I vas soon doz-
ing

as I was very tired I was awak-
ened

by a noise and rnised on my el ¬

bow and found a little half grown cat
starved wet and draggled mewing at
me and rubbing against me All that
I had in my haversack was two creck
crs and about four ounces of dirty
bacon I cut some of it into little
blocks and the kitten ate it reven
ously

I lay down again and It snuggled up
to me 1 had Just commenced to cloze
again when I heard a stick snap near
me I instantly grabbed my carbine
and turned to see that boy standing
behind me and in his hand glitenim
In the few rays of moonlight was a
long butcher knife I told him to
halt and throw down that knife Then
I asked him what lie was doing out
there He said I Intended to kill you
by running this knife in your back
take that locket from ou get on your
horse and escape but your Kindness to
a little starved kitten made me hesi ¬

tate I asked him what he wanted to
kill me for He said that the locket
belonged to his sister her grand-
mother

¬

having given it to her He said
he knew that we had been near his
home and that I could not have gotten
It except by robbing her of it

I then told him how I got it and
told him to march in front of me to
tho Cantain Then the Doy cneu ana
asked me to forgive him I gave him
the locket and told him to give it to
his sister and tell her how ho got It
I marched him back and turned lilm
loose among the prisoners Towards
morning he came to me and asked me
to give him something to remember me
by I gave him a little silk flag which
my mother made and sent to me He
kissed it nnd said I will not fight that
Flag again They say we are nbout
whipped so I will go home on parole
and then stay there When we
turned back from Macon Ga the war
