THE ARBITRATION TREATY.

The President Giving Much Attention
to It

The  President is still giving keen
attention to the framing of an arbi-
tration treaty with Great Britain. He
is very much in earnest about getting
such a treaty drawn and also
gotting It before the Senate during the
preégent extra session. He knows that
the difficulties in the way are great,
and that the drawing of the treaty
must be done with great care. An-
drew Carnegie, who subseribed millions
not long ago for a peace foundation,
and who has done much to further the
parlers for the present treaty, Is
writing frantically to the White House
almost every day urging the President
to do his utmost. Mr, Carnegie regards
the President, Secretary of State Knox,
and Ambassador James Bryce as a sort
of holy trinity in this matter of an
arbitration treaty,

It is qulte possible that the arhitra-
tion treaty with Great Britailn should
become the great big matter, Tfor
which the extra sesslon of the 61st
C'ongress will be remembered in his-
tory. Important as it may be to have
the Canugdign reciprocity agresment
enacted into law that the burden of
tariff taxes upon the backs of the peo-
ple may be lightened, the negotiation
and ratification of an arbitration treaty,
covering practically every subject of
dispute that could lead to war, would
