In January I received the folder and

other matter from the St Andrews
Bay Development Company wanting
me to send 100 to Washington and
they would in return for it send me a
deed for a town lot 50 by 150 a 100

Ehare in the company and live acres of
land that you could grow anything on

almost that would grow anywhere un- -

der the sun
It looked and read very good and

alluring to me but in my roaming of
over 47 years all over the United States
I have seen a good many offerings that
looked good and bright but when you
gave them a thoro examination they
would prove up to be only soap bubbles
or gold bricks So I made up my mind
before I sent in mv money that I would
go down and look things over for my ¬

self
I first wrote to The National Tribune

at Washington asking them if there
was anyone at Lynn Haven that could
show me I am from Missouri and I

could do business with They replied
at once giving me a letter o their
representative at Lynn Haven

I left St Louis Feb 21 and went
down Our train leaving Pensacola
Fla in the morning and arriving at
Panama City the end of the trip about
2 oclock p m gn e me a good chane
to see the country for about 140 miles
to see what vat grown and how they
worked the land how the farmers com-
pared

with our Northern ones From
what I saw coming thru the country
and at Panama City when I first looked
It over I was sick of my fip vr1 very
much discouraged for I found things
even worse than what my friends in St
Louis told me of how poor I would find
things in Florida no farming to speak
of in all that 140 miles of country only
email fields vcrv poorly worked the
houses small brcklikc places I saw
only one poor looling mule doing farm
work The plowing and hauling was
all done with small oxen and Panama
City looked like a small shiftless scat ¬

tered no account tewn
But to start brightening things up

for me I was fortunate in making a
selection of a hotel to stop at while
down there kept hy a regular Southern
family with plenty of the best flavored
food you want to eat and cooking alto
gether different from our Northern
Style

lAfter going to a nice clean room
washing up and eating the largest meal
I had eaten for years hated to leave

i the table I felt in better shape to take
medicine and cet what good I could

t of the sunshine and salt air while
down there anvway

While walking down the main street
dT Panama City I saw a sign The St
Andrews Bay Development Company
BoI went right in and looked around
but did not walk right out again as
the song goes Why On account of

that I received from Mr and Mrs
Truesdoll Come right In brother and
stay with us we want to do you good
That la the thought and feeling that
will penetrate into your blood as you
talk with them about Lynn Haven and
the St Andrews Bay country

And I want to say right here for my-
self

¬

that after being down there two
weeks going carefully over everything
asking thousands of questions from
hundreds of people and thinking it all
over again for a month or more since
I have been back that The National
Tribune and the descriptive folder they
sent out were very resolved in their
talk and description of the resources
value quality and the many many
good things that there are about Lynn
Haven and St Andrews Day

The next morning I went to Lynn
Haven on the companys lanch a large
roomy boat seaworthy and fast Lynn
Haven is about 15 miles hy water and
nine miles by land from Panama City
It was a very pleasant and surprising
ride to us surprising on account of the
size depth and beauty of the Bay You
can form no idea of its greatness by
looking on the map It is over 400
miles around the shore line Miles and
miles of from 30 to 50 feet deep or
more of good anchorage for ships so
wide at some places the other shore
could hardly be seen and ah we passed
the mouth of West Bay nothing but
water met the eye The more you go
over it and see it all the greater it
looks to you Landlocked with the ex-
ception

¬

of one narrow opening to the
Gulf where the V S Government is
now at work cutting a deep channel
thru a bar that is across the open-
ing

¬

to the Bay giIng a passage from
the Gulf of Mexico into the Bay to the
largest ships They are aIco cutting a
canal at the head of East Bay about 20
miles long to intercept a large river
that is naYigahle for large boats over
4 00 miles so it will empty into the Bay
instead of the Gulf The Bay is full
of the finest fich you ever ate also
oysiers and other salt water food In
the North Bay on which Lynn Haven
is located are the largest beds of the
large t and best oysters in the whole
Pay So if you like oysters all you
have to do is to own a pair of oyster
tongs and a boat and whenever you
want any oysters go out and help your-
self

¬

to all you want Fish the same
right at your door an inexhaustible
supply Think of it a big part of your
living to be had at no expense only a
work or plav u might call it to get
it Dont it sound good to you people
who live in the citb s up North who
on account of the high prices dont
have fish or oysters very often But
t is nothing but sure facts a great

deal larger than I can tell it or you can
i clleve until tea get right down on the
Pay and rcf for yourselves Then you
cannot see it all it is so big and so
much of it The more you sec of it
the greater and grander it opens up to
you until you are all carried away
with it

As we dri w nigh Lynn Ifaven and
Mr Truesdoll showed us the boundaries
of the town it was a picture worth
looking at gradually rising from the
Bay mostly covered with the long leaf
pine but magnolia and other trees
mixed In none of the pine over 12
inches in diameter as it had been
timbered ofT as they call it down

here The limber is very scant in some
places and numerous small clearings
make it eas I cleared off

When wr gut ashore Mr Truesdell
was veiy careful to show us in detail
all the good and bad points of the
town no bad ones as I could
see that arrourtcd to anything I
was toiu up Nt rtli that the land thru
this part of the country was all gray
sand and no good but in going over
the L nn Jlajen townsite and back in
the countrv it is all as fine a soil as I
ever saw Whre they were cutting the
streets and ariuics thru they had dug
jiich on each iitle of some of them
to drain ofT the small pools you will
find once in awhile over the land In
ome places the ditch was two feet or

more deep and nothing but a very
dark loamy roil was shown Then
where they were digging out the
stumps oti could see deeper After
thej- - had gone thru the dark soil it
showed a vcliow loam It looked good
to me I found and sampled a number
of wells that had only been driven down
from 14 to IS feet It was all good
water a little different flavor from our
hard Northern water but good The
company men were busy everywhere
clearing the Mreets laying off the-- town
ott building a very large wharf and

pitr getting out ties for a railroad to
connect with the Atlanta St Andrews
Bay Railroad and trying to get things
In vlmpe generally as soon as they
could for there are now over 100 fami ¬

lies waiting to get their lots so they
can commence to build and more com ¬

ing in on every train from the North
mostly Grand Army people as good uk
thi- - best in the land It sure Is going
to be a winner Still I was not satis ¬

fied with just looking over the town
so had the direction of Panama City
pointed out to me got my bearings bj
the sun and walked back overland
thru the woods nine miles to Panama
Cltv 1 did not hurry on a straight
line but took mv time and would go
zigzag back and forth When I came
toone of the low swampy spots I
would go around It to see how large it
wa 1 did not find any of them over
30f or 400 feet long or over 100 feet
wide and 1 dont think over two feet
deep at the most They were covered
wilh a brush growth and when cleared
off the sun alone would dry them out
Once in awhile a knoll or slight raise
of the ground would have gray sand
on the top but all the way back to the
end of Lvnn Haven boundary I found
only the dark loamy soil and it looked
better for farming the farther I got
oaeit man up in the town Then I
would ask kinds of qtieMions from
even one I met that I thought had
live d there long enough to know about
things I would go into houses intro
duce myself jit down and have a kooJ
friendly talk I found them all very

all

kind friendly and open in giving me
all the information I wanted That
kind of work was a pleasure and easy
to me as I have sold all kinds of mer ¬

chandise in all the different ways It Is
sold for oter 50 years r had no trou ¬

ble in approaching or making friends
with everyone I came In contact with
Would ask who was raising vegetables
would go out and look them over You
cannot re alize nr know much about
thtm by being told about them or look-
ing

¬

at pictures of them You have got
to see them yourself to be right on the
ground there to appreciate the wonder
of it Here It was In February and all
the different vegetables then growing
that we dont get up Nortli In our gar ¬

dens until from June to September
No fruit on the trees but oranges All
the other fruit trees were in full bloom
and looked good

I was so pleaded with the way I
found things with the facts I couM
not help but acknowledge as I was
right on the ground and could see and
handle them for myself that I at once
thru Mrs Truesdell sent In my sub
fccription for the limit five town lots
ami 25 acres of land I am satisfied to
make It my future home Another
good point in favor of the St Andrews
Bav country there are no wind storms
there that are o damaging to life and
property In the Southwest Texas Okla ¬

homa and other States South and West
I have been In every State In the Unit-
ed

¬

States in British Columbia Mexico
Central and South America In my
roamlngs of the past 48 years and
dont it member a place I have been In
tltnt I would choose In preference to St
Andrews Hay I went on one boat ride
to the end of Kast Brv 33 miles from
Panama City We stopped at a num
ber of places on our way up saw a
great variety of roses In full bloom
omaiicH ripe on the trees numerous
kinds of vegetables full grown and very
thrifty but what surprised and pleased
me most was at Mr Stephen Dyers
Place at the head of East Bav We
landed at his place to eat our lunch
When we got ashore I found nothing

f i
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but the gray sand my friends up North
told me was no good but at Mr Dyers
place I found things altogether differ-
ent

¬

Bight out of that gray sand were
a number of different kinds of vegeta-
bles

¬

all developed ready to gather a
large variety of roses in full bloom
back of his house as fine a pear or-
chard

¬

as you would want to look at
strong healthy and in full bloom by
the side of his house a grapevine that
was new to me from one main vine
about two inches in diameter growing
up from the ground about seven feet
then running over wires for about 30 or
40 feet square Mr Dyer told me the
grapes did not grow in bunches like
our Northern or California grapes but
something like cherries grew and were
of very fine flavor He brought out a
jug of wine he had made from them
did not use a small wineglass but a
good big tumbler and filled it up like
you would cider It had a rich deli-
cious

¬

flavor all its own It was better
than the California or any other grape
wine I have ever drank and I have
drank a good deal of wine in my time
There was a good well of water driven
not over 30 feet from the Bay

l ou may ask why such land has been
idle so long and no one has taken it up
and why the people who are on it dont
develop it more The reason the peo ¬

ple down here dont do more Is they
have got no push or energy They
don t exert themselves only when they
have to and what they do do is done
in n lifeless shiftless manner that dont
accomplish much

I will cite one little instance to try
and give you an idea or what I mean
At the place I was stopping was a
bright rosv cheeked healthy looking
girl about 20 years old who waited on
the table There were from 12 to 16 at
the table ever meal When she would
bring in the coffee she would bring In
one cup at a time had hold of the
saucer with both hands moved with a
slow deliberate walk to and from the
kitchen and every time she would get
into tlie kitchen she would sit down In
a chair while her mother poured out
another cup Now that is about the
way they all do everything I will
wager that a Northern girl would have
served the whole table of 12 to lfi
people while she was serving two or
three at the most Another reason why
the land has lain idle Is until recently
it was a hard task to get jo St An-

drews
¬

Bay as there was no railroad
within 50 miles People up North did
not have any pointers on its value It
is only a small spot compared with the
whole Gulf Coast But now the few
who are fortunate enough to hear of It
are flocking in and with the Northern
energy they will bring with them are
bound to make a winner of it

Here arc a few more pointers that I
think I read between the lines for the
future of St Andiews Bay There Is
going to be a big city on the Bay some-
where

¬

without a doubt Along the
const of the Gulf you will find coming
East New Orleans Mobile Pensacola
then nothing clear down along the
coast to the Atlantic Ocean hundreds
of miles except Tampa St Andrews
Bay is about 120 miles east of Pensa-
cola

¬

St Andrews Bay is the largest
and best harbor on the whole coast of
the Gulf of Mexico Again why is the
U S Government expending hundreds
of thousands of dollars to cut a deep
channel thru the bar atthe mouth of
the Bay and why are they digging a
channel over 20 miles long to bring the
big river Into the Bay Something
brewing Fure

You can live an easy
life the year around have fresh vege-
tables

¬

all the year around If you like
fish and oysters the best in the world
in inexhaustible quantities are right at
your door for you to help yourself
whenever you want them Then by
being on the ground when the big city
starts and Its location is definitely lo-

cated
¬

you are right there with the
early birds to pick up some good town
lots when the price is low in the start

I am so pleased with the outldok
that I am leaving a good easy position
with a salary above the average o
take advantage of it I can see nothing
but success ahead If we exert 75 per
eent of tile push and energy we do up
North to get a mere living while down
here you can be your own boss and
live like a King
