Galveston special says: The direct
course of the hurricane was along tha
Uio Grande, and it passed over
Brownsville and Matamoras. The
streets of both cities were flooded on
August 12th. On the morning of the
13th Matamoras looked as if it had
tooj a week's heavy bombardment.

Buildings were torn to pieces, and a
long block frame house was com-pletel- y

wrecked. The streets are filled
with branches and remains of trees,
tin roofs, and fragments of houses. The
roof of the Catholic church was blown
off, and the clock tower looks as if
it had been riddled with balls. Not a
fiag-staf- f remains standing, and the
public square is almost ruined. The
Custom House is slightly damaged,
and there is hardly a balcony re-

maining in the city; even small iron
balconies wore torn from the build-lug- s

and hurled to a great distance.
Many residences were destroyed en-
tirely. A one-stor- brick building
in the middle of two large blocks was
blown out as if a battery had played
on it. Trees were uprooted all over the
city. At loan 300, buildings iu the
city were demolished. Brownville
came off a little better. Eleven build-
ings occupied by the Quartermaster
as storehouses, and others used as
dwellings, were blown down. The
military barracks wore badly shatter-
ed and much damaged. An otllcer's
quarters at Point Isabel, at the life-savin- g

station, was lifted from the
foundation and torn to pieces. The
light-hous- e was swept away, and all
the houses on the wharf wore wreck-
ed. A million dollars will hardly
cover the losses.

Rey.T. De Witt Talmage lectured

If the Lorj
would only hend an epidemic tjlQt
would kill off all your disturbers they
would be the most profitable funerals
ever known iu San Francisco. But
these men will not die. Anythin"
pickled in whisky lasts a great while.
The political parties will never do
anything to help you. Both parties
placed au anti-Chines- e plank U their
platform to catch votes. Whichever
of the political parties gets control of
the couulry, neither will solve your
Chinese iuestiou. Again, the exist-
ing wickedness in Chinatown will not
be reformed with brickbats. It is no
good to kill them The most useless
thing on earth is a dead man. Vio-lenc- e

will never cure any of the exist-
ing evils of Chinatown. The vote is
mightier than the club. Anything
that treats the Chi!minan as a brute
will pull down Christendom and
trail the Bible in the dust. Any man,
woman or child that gives one penny
to any of the great societies lor the
reformation of the Chinese does more
good titan 10,000 orators ranting for
10,000 years. If the people would
come together in churches and public
halls and demand that Chinatown bo
purified it will cea.se to be a blot upon
the city. Take the police and 500
special officers, drill them, and at 11

o'clock at night march thrm down on
Chinatown, and in one night breakup
every borthel and lestenng sink of
iniquity m that hell of misery. Lock
up the Chinese prostitutes in one jail
and the brutal whites found in their
dens in another. What is wanted ia a
Stonewall Jackson raid through Chi-
natown. "Give me your police and
600 true men sworn in as specials,"
said the lecturer, " and in two nights
I will close up every dive in your city.
Yet this sore lives, a banc to your
beautiful homes, and an insult to God
It is absurd to stop and say what you
want Congress to do when there is so
much for yourselves to do right under
your noses "
Municipal authorities arc passive

tbe citizens aKo arc. If Con-

gress should keep them from coming
here for a thousand years, it would
not cleanse the pool of iniquitN- - that is
here. Chinatown, purified, then send
your brooms and fumigators through
thoe parts of your city hauutwl by
American pollution and squallor. In-

iquity, white, is no better than ini-quit- j'

copper, yellow or black. Hav-
ing arrested the female transgressors,
then you must turn your atteulion to
those men who patronizo them. If
you uive ten blows to a woman, give
fifty to the brute who calls himself a
man. Rise up, San Frnncisciuns. and
show to the world what you can do!
Make Chinatown cleanse itself, or
ront it out by law. The lecturer did
not lelieve in' having the work half
done, but urged that the purification
be carried to the "catcs of immoral
tUlr-tendoni.- " With regard to the
aspect of Chinatown, its wickedness
and squallor, Mr. Talmago said that
they were nothing compared with
similar sights in New York. Said he:
"In the Sixth, Eleventh, Fourteenth
and Seventeenth wards of New York
are scenes of crime and poverty that
make Chinatown tame in comparison.
The tenement-hous- e of New York is
the ante-chamb- of hell. A hundred
families in one house die by inches! "

-Saxons will continue to hold their
place in the world.

The lecturer said: "This race oif
no more than one-eight- h of the face of
the earth. Don't make yourself ab-sur- d

by saying that this race or that
race is going to overrun the earth. As
to the larger question of Chiuese

let me encourage you that
the God of nations will regulate it.
The Chinese question is going to be
settled.
