With scarcely no exception
tho-ine- n are used'to mouutain travel, dool, coura
ueous and erJduriiig. Moreover they have hud

much experience tn Indian fighting, and having
Ruffled greatly from tho recent depredations,
they, are eagqfy, to. chastise the wily foe. The
BUvcesd they have already met is, wo tru3t. but an
indication of that which will attend their march.
Undef'xlato .ofA(sh creek, April 2d, Col. Wooleuy

writes to Secretary McCormick :

I reached here this evening on my return from
tue'inbantainsT west of tho San Francisco. We
jumped a Taricheria pf Apaches yesterday, and
killed fourteen. I am oji my way to the rendez-

vous On the head-wate- rs of .the Aua Fria. We
have sent thirty live men back, across tho divide
to-nig- .under P. McCannon. . lhey will be at a
rancheria early to morrow, morning rand will bo

pt to have, .u fight-r-al- so one next d3y. On
Tuesday they . are to join .us. We. will.all meet
in tho'upper valley .of the San Francisco, on
Wedodsday n.oxt, to jatart for Big Rump'd village
on the Halt River. ... .

Please hurry up Captain Walker with the addi
tional provisions,, as. wa .will bo short before we
get, back. If we nre kept in food we will punish-th- e

red thieves severely. It i3 bard to see our
brnvo men bare-foote- d and poorly clad, and they
oeght at least to have an abundant supply of
wrovisions. Better men never followed any one

xpodfyion above tho lowor valley of the San
Francisco. By this time we hope that the forces
of Col. Poston and Col. Woolsny are united.

Our readers need not be told that it is of the
first importance that this movement against the
Apaches should he cordially sustained. The
supply of provisions contributed from this post
consisted simply of Hour, bacon and coifee for

sixty men for thirty days. Much more will be
ooeded to keep the large party on the war path
or fifty or sixty days the shortest time in which
they' can accomplish all that is desired. Sub- -

tffifrtion lists have been opened for obtaining
funds to procure additional supplies Irom Anto- -

lope. Captain Walker volunteers to convey
them to the expedition within twenty days. We
are glad to know that many liberal donations
have been made, and we earnestly urge all to give
freely. If we would have peace and prosperity,
and secure the increase of population wo so much
wish, we must put an end to the Apache disturb
ancea. .Nothing will so surely hasten tho occu- -

potion and development of the Territory and no
consummation is so desired by all who
have the best interests of this rich mineral coun-
try at heart.

THE CHAVEZ CUT-OF- F.

To-da- y Lt. Col. Chavez returned from
explorations for a direct road from hero to the
Little Colorado, at the point where tho Whipple
road first reaches it from the East, that is to say
about 90 miles West of Zuni. Surveyor General
Clark and General Carleton, wero both of the

i rt litopinion that sncn a cut-o- n couiu oo lound, and
the latter authorized Col. Chavez to make search
for it, and to return by it if practicable, to the
Rio Grande. Wo are happy to uunounce that
Col. Chavez reports a wagon-road- , well supplied
with wood, water and gra3s. Going .from here
to Woolsoy's Ranch, 30 miles, nearly South, the
general direction from there is North Easterly,
over a comparatively open and level' country,
saving forty miles of heavy timber, cedar, pine
and pinou. The San Francisco river is crossed
in the upper valley, four miles aboye tho point
whore tho Governor's party surprised tho Indian
rancheria. There but. one large canon upon
thp'ronte, that called by the Colonel, tho Cathe
dra! Canon, owing to its curious forniation. It
is described, as much less formidable than Uell
Canon on the Fish on road miles North of
here. TJio Chavez cut-of- f, will savo between
seventy and eighty mile3 of travel from the Rio
Grande to the new gold fields and somo sixty
miles in "coming to this post.
