W SHERIFFS.
Bo it onacted by the Legislative Assscmbly of

tho Territory of Arizona.
Section 1. Tho Sheriff of each organized

county shall bo elected at tho general election, for
tho term of two years, and shall givo bond to this
Torritoryjin tho penal sum of ten thousaud dollars,
and with sufficient sureties, not less than throo in
number, as tho Judgo of the District Court, or tho
County Commissioners Blmll approve.

2. Tho condition of such bond shall be in
substance as follows : "Whereas, tho abovo boun-de- n

hath boon olocted to tho oflico

nf Sheriff of tho county of at the gen
eral nWtinn held therein, on tho day of-

Now therefore, the condition of the abovo
obligation is such, that if tho said
shall well aud faithfully in all things perform and
execute tho office of Sheriff of tho said county
of during his continuance in office by vir-

tue of tho said election, without fraud, deceit, or
oppression, and shall pay over all moneys that
may come into liis hands as such Sheriff, then tho
abovo obligation to bo void, otherwiso to be aud
remain in lull force."

2 3. Each Sheriff may appoint one or raoro
doputios, for whose official acta ho shall bo in
all respects responsible, and may revoke such ap-

pointments at his pleasure ; and persons may also

bo deputed by any Sheriff, by au instrument in

writing, to do particular acts.
g 4. Tho Sheriff of each county shall, as soon

as may bo, after entering upon tho execution of
his office, appoint some proper person under
Sheriff of tho same county, who shall also bo a

general deputy, to hold during tho pleasure of

such Sheriff ; and as often as a vacancy shall oc-

cur in tho office of such under Sheriff, or ho be-co-

incapable of executing tho same, another
shall, in IHio manner.be appointed in his place.

$ 5. Whenever a vacancy shall occur in tho
oflico of sheriff of any county, tho under sheriff
of such county shall, in all things, execute tho
oflico of sheriff until a sheriff shall bo elected
aud qualifled ; and any default or miofeasance in

office of such under sheriff in the meantime, as woll

ns before, shall bo deemed to bo a breach of the
condition of tho bond given by the sheriff who

appointed him, and also a breach of the condition

of the bond executed by such under sheriff to
tho sheriff by whom he was appointed. '

3 C. Every appointment of an under sheriff,
finnntv sfsoriff. and every revocation theru- -

r ei,ii Kn iii writincr under tho hand of the
Leheriff. and shall b6 tiled and recorded m tho

offico of tho Clerk ot tno uisincc ouun, ; uu

every such under sheriff or deputy shall before
ho enters upon tho duties of his offico, tako ttfq

oath prescribed by tho law. But this section shall

not extend to any person who may bo deputed
by any shoriff to do a particular act ouly.

3 7. Tho sheriff shall have tho chargo and cus

tody of tho jails of his county, anu oi mo pris-

oners in tho same ; aud shall keep them hsmse f

or by his doputy or jailor for whoso acts ho shall

bo rosposiblo.
3.8 Tho sheriff in person, or by his under sher-

iff or deputies, shall servo or execute according

to law. all process, writs, precepts and orders, is-

sued or mado by lawful authority, and to him di-

rected.

ance made against tho execution of any process,
or shall have good reason to believe that such re-

sistance will be made, he may tako the power of
tho county proceed therewith in proper per-
son to execute such process.

g 14. Whenever a sheriff shall bo required by
any statutory provision to perform any service in
behalf of tho Territory and for its benefit, which
shall not bo made chargcblo by law to his coun-
ty, or to some officer or other person his account
for such services shall be audited by tho Board
of Territorial Auditors and paid out of the Ter-
ritorial Treasury.

Every auch sheriff shall be tho Assessor
and Collector of taxes for the county for which
ho is elected ; ho shall assess all the taxable prop1
ertv of such county ncreenbly to tho provisions
of law, and collect all 'taxes winch ho shall, by
law bo required to collect : he shall also execute
all tho lawful orders, aod servo all papers and
notices required by law to bo served by him, is-

sued by the board of County Commissioners.
19. Whenever any new sheriff Fholl be elect-

ed or appointed in tho place ot any other, or
upon the expiration of any sheriff's office, and
8hali havo qualified and given tho security re-

quired by law, tho Clerk of tho District Court
shall grant a certificate, under the seal of tho
District Court for tho county, that tho person so
elected has qualified and given such security.

$ 20. Upon the service of such certificate on
the former sheriff, his powers as 6uch sheriff, ex-

cept in tho cases otherwiso expressly provided
by lawshall cease.

i 21. Within ton days after tho service of such
certificato upon such lormor sheriff, ho shall de-

liver to Jiis successor : 1st, Tho jail of the
county, with all its appurtenances, and tho prop-
erty of tho county therein. 2nd, All tho pris-

oners then confiued in such jail. 3rd, A 11 pro-

cess, orders, rules commitmeuts and all other pa-

pers or documents in his custody, authorizing, or
relating to tho confinement of such prisoners ;

and if any process shall havo been returned, a
statoment in writing of tho contents thereof, and
when returned. 4th, All writs of capias and
other original process and all precepts and other
documents, for tho summoning of a grand or
petit jury, then m his hands, which shall not
havo been fully executed by him. 5th, All exe-

cutions, attachments, and final process, then in
his hands, except such as tho said former shoriff
shall hayo executed, or shall havo begun to exe-

cute by tho collecton of money thoreon, dr by a
levy on property in pursuauco thereof;

22. At the timo of such delivory, tho said
former shoriff shall execute an instrument, reci-

ting tho property, process, documents and prison-or8dpliverc- d,

specifying particdlarly tho process
or other authority by which each prisoner was

committed, and is detained, and whether tho samo

bo returned or delivered, to such now shoriff;
which instrument shall bo delivered, to such now

sheriff, who Bhall acknowledge in writing upon a
duplicate thereof, tho receipt of tho property,
process, documents and prisoners theroin speci-

fied, and shall dolivor such duplicato and acknowl

odgmont to tho said former sheriff. 1

3 23. Notwithstanding, tho election of n now

Bheriff tho former sheriff shall return, in his own

name, all writs of capias, all other original pro

cess, all attachments and all executions, which ho

cuto by a collection of money thereon, or by a
levy on property in pursuance tucroof.

3 24. If any former sheriff shall nefyfenfc or -
fuBe to deliver to his successor tho jail, process,
documents and prisoners iu his chargo, as herein
required, such successor may notwithstanding
tako possession of such tail, and tako tho r.nstndv
01 mo prisoners tnerein connned, and may com-
pel the delivery of such process and documents, in
the manner prescribed m this code.

3 25. If at the timo when anv new RhnrifF slml!
havo qualified and given the security required by
law, tho office of the former sheriff shall be
execnted by his under sheriff, or by a coroner of
tho county, such under sheriff, or coroner, shall
in all things compjy with the preceding provis-
ions, and shall perform the duties required of
such former Bheriff.

A.1N ACT ENTITLED OF TILES JUSTICES
OP THE PEACE.

Bo it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of tho
Territory of Arizona.
Section 1. There shall be elected at the next

general election two justices of the Peaco in
each election precinct in this Territory by the
qualified electors thereofind in each such precinct
containing a population of more than eight hun-
dred persons, to be ascertained by tho Probate
Court, there shall bo an additional justice
elected.

2 2. The votes niven for justices of tho peace
shall bo canvassed and returned in tho manner
as votes aro canvassed and returned for other
county officers ; and upon such returns being
mado tne county recorder shall proceed to esti-
mate the votes, make and deliver a certificato to
tho person or persons elected, as in tho case of
other county officers.

3. Each justico of tho peaco shall hold his
offico for one year unless removed as provided by- -

law, and until his successor is duly elected and
qualified ; justices of tho peace for tho purposes
of removal Of supplying vacancies shall bo con
sidered a3 county officers.

I 4. At the general election hold previously to
the expiration of tho term of offico of any justico
of tho peaco, another shall bo elected to supply
his placo.

5. Evory justico of tho peaco upon tho expi-
ration of his term of office, or upon his removal
therefrom, shall upon demand deliver to his suc-
cessor iu office his docket and all books and pa
pers belonging to or in possession of such jus-
tice by rirtuQ of his office, and if any such is-tic- o

of the peace shall neglect or refuse so to
deliver such docket, books and papers, he shall
forfoit a sum not exceeding five hundred dollars,
to bOj recovored iu an action in tho name of tho
Territory of Arizona, and shall be, moreover, lia-

ble to auy person interested for all damages ho
may sustain in consequence of such neglect or
refusal ; and in caso of tbo refusal of such justico
to comply with tho requirements of this chapter,
ho shall bo deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.

Be it enacted by tho Legislative Assembly of tho

Section 1. There shall bo olerifid nnnnallr.ftt
tho general election of each nrsrJnr.fc nn
and not moro than two constables, by tho tho
quauuea electors tnereot, and who shall hold
their office for ono year, and until their buccoss- -
ors are elected and qualihed.

3 2. No constable shall assist in nnniWiSncr
any suit or proceedings in tho justice's court, nor
purchase or bo interested in any claims pur-
chased for tho purpose of beinc nrnnifcd n
such courts, or bo a purchaser or interested In
tno purchase ot any property sold by him on any
process issued by any justico of the peace.

3 3. Every person elected or annninf.iv? in ifa
offico of constable before ho enters unnrj fio rL
vito ui uio umuu, uuu wiluiu miq umo . CrTuw I

by law for filing his official jfoath, shal .xwcafc ,

with eufficiont sureties, to! bo annrnv i ; c tin
judge of Probate or a justico of the pe . . un in--
duuuiuuuu wnung, oy wnicn said con-bi- t? bq
his sureties shall jointly and severally agree. ,to
pay to each and overy person who may bo enti-
tled thereto all such sums of money as the eid
constable may become liable to pay, on account
of any neglect or default of said constable in the
service or return of any procoss that may bo de-
livered to liim for Kflrvir.n or collection.

and process lawfully directed to thm. tod
shall perform such othor duties as aro raquiftd
of them by law.

I G. Any constable may sorvo any writ, prop
or order lawfully directed to him, in auy town-
ship in his county.

3 7. Constables shall bo ministerial r ffir f ,F

justices of tho peace, and shall attend upos

counties, wben notified for that parpogo by hj
aherift.
