Tar
tie, whose names we withhold for the pres-
ent, are believed to be secretly interested in
tho last contract made in California after
the repudiation of tho Arizona contracts, and
arc now crying down prices of grain here for
a purpose not difficult to see. The result i,

or being sold to speculators at prices far be-

low cost; while California grain is uwid for
tho supply of the military posts at prices far
above what was ever expected to be realize 1

by our farmers.
