first To physic the CAttle well

say with one pound of epsom salts
each day for three days accompany ¬

ing this with a tablcspoonlul of nit-

rate ol potash or saltpeter twice a

day
Second A goad preventive is half

an ounce of hyposulpide of soda twice
p day morning end evening for four
or five days then re t a day after
which begin again If a cow after
being heated becomes deblitatcd
she should be taken from the range
placed upon good green food and
given a tonic Very few cattle dis ¬

eases recover without being doctored
though some instances are known
where such was the case Sucking
calves are safe The chances of cure
are such that a good animal should
always be attended to All northern
cattle exposed to the Texas herd trail
are not necessrily afflicted with the
fever The dead cattle should b
hurried or burned though there is no
probability of northern diseasd cattle
conveying the disease to others

green color Then place a fresh one
on the punctured parts anj still a
third one which is Usually sufficient
in ordinary cases

A never fading remedy hat is used
to a great extent in Florida is a com¬

bination of lion root and rattlesnake
violet The former is made into a
tea and a salve is made cf the violet
Before Using this however a poultice
made of salt and indigo is appl cd to
the wound to draw out the poisonous
matter

A nudstone is aUo said to act with
the same effect on a snake bite that it
