sell transfer conceal take drive or
carry away or in any manner dispose

of such property orony part thereof
or cause or suffer thesamc to be done
and without the consent of the hold-

er

viction may be fined in a sum not ex¬

ceeding twice the value of the prop

every loafer or timber wolf The
sum of ten dollars for each and every
panther or bear The sum of twenty- -

five dollars for cat h and every moun
tain lion killed within the boundaries
of the respective counties of this Ter

Sec 2 The person or persons
killing those animals shall be required
to produce the head or seal p thereof
with ears attached before any Justice
of the Peace in and for any county as
aforesaid

and if the taking and killiug shall be

scalp or scalps with ears attached
