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O THINGS

Colossal commercial enterprises
seem to be the order of the day now.
The financial world is bent on ac-
complishing big things and some of
them are so big that there iy dan-
ger of their t ppling over and causing
general disaster in the crash that will
follow. Within the last few years
there has been a general fear that
corporations weye growing too pow-
eriul, but corporations are now
left behind, they are too much tram-
meled with laws, regulations and safe
guards to suit the ambitious projects
of the modern financier, who likes
to be unfettered in his undertakings
—with other peaple’s money.

This has given birth to the Trust
company, which has none of the in-
conveniences of corporation law to
interfere with its smooth working.
Nineteen well-informed people out of
twenty imagine that the Trust com-
pany is a corporation, but 1t is not.
The modern Trust company is entire-
ly irresponsible and the action of its
managers or directors entirely beyond
the control of the bulk of the people,
who find meney for its operatiors.
Their is no check upon their transac-
tions or limit to the extent or variety
of business they may’engage in.

A corporation is limited and bound
by legal safeguards which plainly de-
fines what it can do and what it shall
not do, In all incorporation deeds
the business which the association is to
engage i and the place_where its
chief office is located and books kept
are plainly specified. A company
formed to build and operate a rail-
road connot construct ships and navi-
gate them, orif it is formed to cen-
duct a cattle rangs,it cannot carry on
a manufactory. The stockholders in
any corporation can inspect the books
at any time, and invoke the aid of the
law to secure their interests if there
are good grounds for supposing that
the affairs of the company are mis-
managed. Our corporation laws are
the result of years of cumulated legal
and commercial knowledge, and they
are as near perfect as experience can
mike them, the rights ol investors
beiug secured as effectually as possible
by every ifegal safeguard.

‘Ihe Trust company is a very differ.’
ent thing. lc is not a corporation,
although it way own and control cor-
porations. It has no legal status, nei-
ther need therc Lo any limitations to
the character or extent of its transac-
tious. It is thoroughly irresponsible,
it need have no legal place of busi-
ness, ‘it can ¢mbark in any business
transactions its directors may choose
and the stockholders have no right to
investigate accounts, if they orold

O acy < uvestigate, The designa-
tion of ““Trust company' is a mis-
nomer if any one supposes that such
companics are trustworthy. If the
name means anything, it means that
inves*ors Llnaly entrust their money
to them without a shadow of legal
control in the disposal of it., The
idea 1s siroply tins, a few men’get to-
gether and origivate a plan to buy up
or get under their control the bulk of
some particular business or industry,
and then give the public an opportu-
nity to provide the funds to do it
with:  ‘I'he ngxt move is to try and
induce every manufacturer or pro-
ducer of the articles to come into the
company, and if they refuse, buy them
out, or freeze them out, whichever is
the wost feasible. By this means they
claim to destroy competition and con-
trol or monopolize an entire industry
throughout the country. The Stan-
dard Oul Trust company—the details
of whose operations are known to al-
most every reader—is an example
which shows fully the manner in which
trust companies are worked, The im-
mense sums made by this company—
which is the largest mercaatile mono-
poly in the world—has been the chief
weans of inducing the public to go
ioto enterprises of a similar character
started sinee, but the notorious ‘Credit
Mobilier," 15 the real parent of the
sysleta,

Within the last few weeks, the
America Cattle Trost Company,
whose birth place Is in Denver, has
bren forined with 2 capital of ga5,»

a2

000,000. The ostensible purpose is
to destroy the power of the Chicago
beef monopoly. It is intended to be
a huge enterprise powerful enough to
crush out the lesser monopolies, that
have only a capital of a few millions
each. To say the least this is a dan-
gerous system of business. It may suc-
ceed in killing what has been an annoy

a cattle monopoly inits place that will
be disastrous to the pockets of the
consumer in the future? Some benefits
may accrue to the stock grower trom
this Cattle Trust company, but the
system on which the enterprise is
founded is not financially sound.

The Trust company is one of the
biggest of the *‘big things'' that has
been developed in modern money
making schemes, but it leaves the
door wide open for immense frauds,
and it is liable to involve the coun-
try in _a series of enormous financial

disasters.
