gan nerving the afflicted ones have
all recovered.

A New Mexicn rangeman of the
Stock Growers' acquaintance started
with a herd ot 1.500 head, about
rqually diviled as to males and fe-
males, in the Fall of 1883, which
number has been increased in the
meantime by the purchase ol j00
mixed cattle.  The incrcase each vear
to date by cattle actually counted and
branded, was eighteen per cent for
1484; ninety three per cent for 1856
and seventy-five per cent 1n 1887, or
a total increase inthe four ycars of
3.742, head.
