A Case of Bxosoding Interest—FPatehing
s Lurge Surfuce of Exposed Flesh with
Plecos Cut from Varlous Parts of the
Patlent's Body,

A surgical operation of excesding inter-
out I8 heing performed at the Huhnemann
hespital, It 18 oneof those cases that
can uot be finighed at & single sitting, but
which must be earried through various
stages In n progressive way from the be.
ginning to the end, It was begun about |
three weeks ago, and from the pmuntl
medical indieations thers js little doubt
that the result desired will be attalued.

The patient §s Christopher Doll, a Ger-
man 81 yearsold. He recalved his in.
Jury mccldentally. He was extremely
foud of smoking a pipe. One evening |
about uine months ago he was enjoying o |
quist smolks in his room, and while read. |
ing fell asleep. Insome way the pipe,
which he still held in his mouth, wae
overturned, and the hot ashes fell from
the bowl upon his shirt sleeves and set it
on fire. 1t smoldered for a thwoe, and
burnid severnl small holes in the sleeve,
and then it burst into a tiame and Ihel
sloeper was aroused: The fire had reached
his flesh, and he tore at the burning cloth
madly, He rolled over on the floor, and
finally the flame was extinguished. His
rlght arm  from the walst to the shoulder
was terribly burned, and it looked ns If the
flesh could be seraped from the bone with-
ont tromhle. The pain was Intense, and
trom the nature of the wound it nppenrod
as if the arm would have to be amputat
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ton, of which we glve out below,

Private medical
treatment was tried for a time, but as it
did not accomplish any material benefit
Doll went to s hospital.  He remained un-
der constant care for two months.

LARGE SUNFACE OF EXPOSED FLESH.

By this time the forearm had healed,
leaving a frightful sear, with the cieatri-
clal tissue drawing In every direction.
Despite the most persevering trestment |
the upper portion of the arm from lll.|
elbow to the shonlder could not be healed.
The patient went to several hosplitals, but
could get no relief, There was such a
large surface of exposed flesh in the wound |
that the pus formution was unusually
Large, and the antiseptie precautions which
were taken did not prevent the sbsorption
of the poisonous matter into the patient’s
systom. Thus a dangerous condition of
blood-paisoning was set up, He grow pale
and emaciated, lost his strength and

MOW THE ANM WAS PATCUED,

The patient was first put under the in-
fluence of an anwsthetjic. Then all the
cleatricial tlssue upan the upper arm was |
seruped with a knife until it bled profusely |
and was entirely raw. While the arm was |
held awny from the body two Incisions were
made about three inches apart ranning ap-
ward from the small ribs for about seven |
inches, At the lower end of these incisions
n crosscut was made, and then the strip of
flegsh was dissected up from the ribs the
full length of the incislon, making » large
flap. This was left united at the upper
end.  Then the patlent’s arm was branght
close to his side, and this loose flap was Inid
over on the raw flesh on the arm sl
carefully pressed and fitted into position.
When this had been done there was still » |
large section of the upper back arm re-
maining uncoversl Two Inciglons were
agnin made similar to the first two, run-
ning np and down the upper portion of the |
side of the back.
this point, and permitted a free dissection.
While the upturned fesh was yet palpitat-
ing with the heart influence, it was put
aver the bleeding surface of the arm and
fitted into place. Then the two flaps were
securely fastened Into position by long
bands of sticking-plaster, while larger
bands were run over the lower portion of
the arm and around the abdomen nud back,
and Interlucod so that all motion of the
arm was stopped,  After the whole wound
had been covered with an antlseptic dreas-
ug, the ether cous wis taken off the pa-
tient’s fuce, and he moon recovervd con-
sclousness, He suffered little from shock
and the bamorrhage was comparatively

ht.

m‘f’hemw— kept securely fastenod to
his side for . week, and the wound was
carefully dressed every day, At first it
was not thought that the flesh from the
nide would sdhere to the flesh on the arm
but after two days it took & firm hold and
grow as If it belonged thare, and little
shoots of new tlesh branched out io every
direstion. Two days ago the ends uniting
the two flaps to the body were severed, the
loosy portions were drawn around the
ander side of the arm, the edges trimmed
so o Lo innke a porfeot fit, and were then
anitad with sultures. In continning the
operation it will be necessary to slter the
shape of the finps in some plnces. Only a
little sloughing has tnken place, and this
has lind no injurious effect. The arm now
presonts s compuratively ustural sppenr-
ance, The biceps muscle will be somew st
restrioted until it gets used to the new cov-
ering, and then it will move s freely ns
ever, The patient is physically strong, and
sinee the pain subsided in his arm has im-
proved perceptibly, wnd the prospects are
that he will Le able to leave the hospital in
about a weak with u new arm.—New York
Tribune.
