Caxrtox, Mo, July 16.—A great
event in meteorology will take place
between September 12 to 15, 1880,
and is destined to be the greatest
storm period that has cecured in the
past 100 years, or during the present
century. This storm will be uni-
versul, covering every meteorological
listrict of the globe,

The wain part of the storm will
in sll probability take ite ocourse
dong the Gulf and Atlantic consts,
producing terrific harricanes, tidal
vaves and possiblo earthquakes. The
interior portion of the United States
will he severely also by eddics or
“spurs” from the main storm, which
will spread over the country in high
sules and terrifio storms during the
passage of the main storm,

prediction, but, sinee we have offered
reward ufter reward to any orall
who would find a single failure in
aur predicted tornado periods, nml‘
none have come forward to claim
the reward, we feel confident that
our forcasts are favorably received
everywhers, and though it is with
sorrowful feelings that we announce
the above approaching disaster, ac-
companied as it will be with fearful
loss of life and property, yet we feel
it our duty to warn tha people of
danger in time to prepare for it, and
hope the warning will be of inestim
able value to them.
