Probably the largest stump in the
State of Washington is (he one lo

cated just below Snohomi-;- - Cit.' on ,

the farm of W. S. (Ji y. It is a
huge cedar, and its dru:.e:er is
twenty feet a surface sufficient for
forty men to stand upon. The tree
was burned down some sixteen
years ago, and its wool was used

for fence rails, shingles, etc. Theie
was enough material in the tree to
furnish rails for the fencing of a
large Texas farm.

The wood is red c 'ar, and is

similar to the timber fiom which .

lead pencils are made, aiu' would

also be cherished by auy builder for

the special wood iini&L and 'ecora.
Hon of a house. Thu fa.m upon

which the stump is was taken up as
a homestead by Royal Haskell in
the year 1873. Mr. Haskell con-

tinued to improve the farm for a
period of ten years. It was by his
hands and his sons' that the giant
tree was prostrated oy the agenry
of the flames; and its blk to the
other trees as' tho eleph n' to the
horse formed an article of plenti-

ful distribution and utility.
