A dead bridegroom.

A Singular Wedding at the
Coffin's Side.

JOINED IN THE PRESENCE OF GRIM DEATH,

Who and What the Interested Parties
Were and are.

I once interviewed for The Sun a young
woman with bright blue eyes and a pink
faco who had been "married" to a dead

man. Slio stood beside tlio coffin in
which the dead man rested, and placed

her right hand in his right hand, as her
father stood at the head of the coffin and
read the ceremony and answered for the
voiceless lips in tho coffin. That young
woman is alive today, and lived at last
accounts in Elm avenue, Philadelphia.
She formerly lived in Now York, but
after the strange ceremony went to tho
Quaker City and married a truck driver.
It is a long story that led up to the cere-
mony, and one that required a month's
work, day and night, to thoroughly sift
and demonstrate its truthfulness.

A SINGULAR CEREMONY.

A lliue over a uozuii years ago- "
of tho rolisli aristocracy, witn eminent
connections in Paris, came to New York
to lire. LTo was fairly wealthy at tho
time, and later on was joined by his
mother, a widow. They lived in a num-
ber of New York boarding houses, and at
last put up permanently in one in Wash-

ington square. Tho young man there
met tho blue eyed young woman and
fell passionately in love with her. She
was the daughter of the landlady of tho
house.

Tho money of tho mother and son be-

gan to give out, and they were joined by
an aunt from Paris, whose solo wealth
was in valuable paintings. The young
man was stricken down with quick con-

sumption. As his dying day approached
the father and mother of tho young girl
suggested that tho young people bo mar-

ried. Tho mother and aunt of the young
man acquiesced, but before the ceremony
could be performed ho died.

His relatives could not speak English.
They were devout members of the Cath-
olic church, and were told by the father
and mother of the young woman that
tho laws of tho church in this country
permitted a marriago between a dead
man and their living daughter. Tho
dead man's relatives at first demurred,
and then acquiesced. A friend of all
the parties who was present at the cere-
mony said that tho body was in full
evening dress, and was leaned up against
the wall of the parlor, where its picture
was taken before it was put into the
coffin for the ceremony. "There is the
spot," the witness said to me, as she
pointed to a corner in tho parlor, "and
don't I remember distinctly how fright-
ened my littlo daughter was when she
entered the parlor and saw tho dead
man standing in the corner before the
photographer came. When tho timo for
tho ceremony arrived a score of people
were clustored in the room, and tho bride,
standing besido tho coffin, took her dead
lover's hand in hers. Her father, at the
head of tho coffin, first addressed tho
corpse, 'Max, wilt thou havo Fanny to
be thy wedded wife?' etc., after tho man-
ner of tho ritual, and, bending down into
tho coffin, ho uttered a sepulchral 'Yes,'
for tho corpse.

Turning to Fanny, tho father said:
'"Wilt thou havo Max for thy wedded
husband? etc., and Fanny, between her
sobs, said 'Yes.' A ring that had been
bought for the occasion wa3 then slipped
on tho wedding finger of the young wo-
man. All tho company then liad cakes
and wine and a wedding jollification."

NOW A TRUCK DRIVER'S "WIFE.

The body of that young man now
rests in a sealed coffin in old St. Patrick's
cathedral in Mulberry street. The
mother of tho boy is dead. Tho aunt
was tho Countess Mario do PruschofT.
E-e- n in tho littlo room in Eldridgo
street, where sho told mo of this strange
ceremony, she looked a veritable grand
damo of France. Sho wa3 CO years old,
and her silver hair combed over her fore-
head and her dignilied mien were truly
aristocratic. She was in a littlo room
15 by 12, and was making shirts for a
l: f:i.-.-

a week. Sho had been accustomed to
all tho luxuries of life. Sho spoke of the
dead boy as "my crown, my prido and
my joy."

Tho mother of tho boy was tho Coun-
tess Betkowska. Max as a boy went to
school with tho Dominicans in Paris and
at tho Lyceo Bonaparte while waiting to
bo admitted to tho Oratoriens, a learned
religious order.

Tho parents of tho girl were Mr. and
Mrs. F. R. Emmertz. They frankly ad-

mitted tho marriage, and so did the girl.
'1 loved Max very much," she said to

me, "and wo were betrothed. A mar-
riago ceremony was said between us as
ho lay in liis coffin. I was known as
Mme. de Betkowska for a long time after
Max's death. I took his namo after tho
ceremony, and I want to say this: That
in tho event of tho death of liis mother
and aunt 1 should consider myself en-

titled to any property that should fall to
Max's widow." At the timo sho said
this sho was tho wife of the Philadelphia
truckman.

All tho parties interested hava photo-

graphs of tho body in evening dress as it
stood in tho comer before tho ceremony.
The ceremony took place on Oct. 12,
1878. at 53 South Washington square.
The principals all seemed to accept tho
ceremony as binding. The Countess
Pruscholt owned the famous Murillo,
"The Flagellation of Christ," on exhibi-
tion &e veral years ago at tho Metropolitan
museum. Tliero is a contest for its
ownership among several lawyers grow-
ing out of thu strange ceremony. lie-por-

CLOTH MADE' FROM WOOD.

Mellnnl or Ittdiicln; tlio Hoards to a Stata
of JnolHteil ribrs.

Mitscherlicli has applied the bisulphite
process for reducing wood to the pro-
duction of a filler from wood which can
be spun.

Thin lioards or fciths free from knots,
but of any desired width, are cut into

rips in the direction parallel with the
grain, and are then boiled in a boiler con-
taining a solution of sulphurous acid or
bisulphite. This boiling effects disinte-
gration without requiring that tho strips
of boards 6hall bo reduced to very small
pieces. After boiling the wood, it is
dried in tho open air or in specially con-
structed drying rooms. By thus drying
the product, the fiber, which is originally
very weak and tends to break at tho
slightest strain, becomes comparatively
strong and .does not resume its very
breakable condition on tho addition of
water. The operations are carried out as
follows:

The damp masses on the frame are
transferred to a traveling endless cloth,
which leads them to a pair of rollers,
which may be plain or provided with
corrugations in tho direction of their
length, tho ribs of tho ono roller be-

ing made to gear into the re-

cesses of tho other one, where-
by they effect a simultaneous strong
bending and squeezing of the masses.
Tlio cutting of tho material in passing
through tho corrugated rollers is
avoided by causing tho endless cloth
to pass over tho lower roller and
by placing a canvas covering around
the upper roller. The pressed masses
fall from these rollers on to a second
endless cloth, which conveys them
to a second pair of rollers, from which
they aro conveyed to a third pair, and ko
on, they being preferably pressed in this
way six times. By continued treat-
ment of tho wood the fibers becomo at
length so pliablo and isolated from each
other that they can be employed directly
for coarse filaments.

For obtaining a perfect isolation of the
fibers, however, without material de-

terioration, these operations alone aro
not suitable, and their special purpose is
to loosen the fibers in the transverse di-

rection, so that in the following opera-
tion a thin, long fiber may bo obtained.
For this purpose the boiled and pressed
masses are completely dried. After dry-
ing they are combed in the direction
parallel with tho fibers by means of de-

vices provided with pins or teeth, in a
manner similar to the operations for
combing flax, cotton, etc., but with the
difference that the pins or teeth of the
apparatus must be mado very strong.
Tho separation of tho extractable matter
from tho fiber produced by boiling tho
gums and solublo organic matter can be
effected at any time. It is, however,
preferably effected after tho fiber has
been spun into threads, etc. Scientific
American.

A Mailman's Ingenuity.
John B. Leoni, a young sculptor,

whoso parents are supposed to reside in
Jersey City, who for somo timo has been
an inmate of an asylum, escaped from
liis keepers somo timo ago and wandered
to Burlington, I. J. where a lively in-

terest was taken in him. Ho was found
roaming aimlessly around tho streets,
and, pending tho result of inquiries as
to his identity, was placed in tho city
jail.

Shortly after his incarceration Leoni
obtained possession of a pieco of soap
and proceeded to astonish the jailers.
With his finger nails ho dexterously be-

gan carving tho soap and gradually it
assumed human shape. When through
liis labor Leoni had produced a model of
an Alpino huntsman. Tlio figure, which
is now in possession of Mayor Silpath, is
about seven inches in height. Tho right
arm is outstretched, the hand encircling
tho neck of a duck, winch is as care-
fully reproduced as the figure of tho
hunter. Tho left hand hangs by the
side, holding a shotgun. At the feet of
tho hunter lies tho figure of a retriever,
wistfully gazing at tho game his master
holds aloft.

our country houses is tho secret hiding
place. This generally has been caatrived
with much architectural skill, and in
days gone by baffled discovery from the
most observant and experienced eye. In
certain cases it would appear that, for
somo reason or other, tho hiding placo
lias been specially kept a secret among
members of tho family. Thus, in tho
north of England, may bo mentioned
Netherhall, near Mary port, Cumberland,
tho seat of tho old family of Scnhouse.
In this timo honored mansion thero is
said to bo areal secret chamber, its exact
position being only known to two persons

tho hcir-i- n law and the family solicitor.
According to tho popular tradition the

secret of tho hidden room has nover been
revealed to moro than two living persons
at a timel This mysterious room has no
window, and, despito every endeavor to
discover it, has, it is said, defied tho in-

genuity of every visitor staying in the
house.

NAPOLEON'S COUPS.

An old Story of the Great Em-

peror Retold.

SUCH DARING &S WAS NEVER EQUALED.

To Capture Prance With Eleven Hun-

dred Soldiers.

The two councils met at Saint Cloud.
The republican majority in the Ancients
inveighed against tho trick by which
they had been left out in the proceedings
of the previous day. Bonaparte appeared
at tlie-ba- r to justify his action, lie be-

gan a violent speech, lost liis presence of
mind, but catching a plmipso of the
grenadiers outside ho CTireatencd the
council with military violence if they
should decide against him. Meanwhile,
in the council of five hundred Lucien
Bonaparte read the resignation of the
three directors amid shouts from the
members of "No Cromwell! No dicta-
tor! The constitution forever!"

Bonaparte now entered with four gren-
adiers, and attempted to speak, but was
interrupted by cries and execrations, and
could utter only a few broken sentences.

Tho members appeared to bo on tho
point of proceeding to violence against
him when a body of soldiers rushed into
the hall and carried him off. A motion
was made for his outlawry, but Lucien
refused to put it, left the chair and went
outside the hall, where ho addressed the
troops, declaring that a body of factious
men in tho pay of England and armed
with daggers had set the deliberations of
tho representatives of the people at defi-
ance, and that he, as president of tho
assembly, summoned tho military to
quell the disturbance.

The soldiers hesitated until Lucien
swore that ho would stab bis own brother
if lie attempted anything against tho
Republic.

Murat, at the head of a body of grena-
diers, then entered tho hall and ordered
the assembly to disperse. The members
replied with shouts and execrations. The
drums were then ordered to beat, the
soldiers leveled their muskets, and tho
members of tho council madotheirescapo
by tho windows. Bonaparto had mean-
while gone to Paris, where he said that
attempts had been made to stab him, and
one person declared that he had received
wounds intended for Bonaparte. The
Council of Five Hundred was dissolved
by a vote c.i about fifty of its members,
who also, in conjunction with the An-

cients, passed a decree making Sieyes,
Bonaparte and Ducos provisional consuls
and investing them with supreme execu-
tive power. The coup d'etat was merely
begun on the 18th Brumaire, and its suc-
cess was only assured on tho 19th.

After his installation at Elba, early in
May, 1814, Napoleon feigned resignation,
but really and secretly he prepared a
small body of picked troops and a dimin-
utive navy for any chance and bent an
attentive ear to every rumor from France.
News from tho continent" began to re-
store his hopes. A report came that the
allies wero thinking of transporting bin
to a distance, and that tho Vienna con-
gress was about to break up. He re-
newed his preparations, concealing them
as best he might.

The only thing that should have re-
strained Napoleon was tho interest of
France, and not loyalty to treaties which
had never been respected toward him.
Tho promises made him had not been
kept: the French government had not raid
the annual two millions promised liim
and had seized the personal property of
his family. Moreover, he fully believed
in the scheme for depriving him of Elba
and transporting him to some remote
region. Ho sent a message to Murai
begging him to apprise Austria that he
should soon be at Paris, and would ac-
cept the treaty of May 30, 1814. If he
was sincere his return had not even tho
excuso of endeavoring to restore to
France tlio frontiers that Blie liad lost
through him.

He set sail Feb. 20, at Porto Ferraio,
with Gens. Bertrand and Drouot and
1,100 soldiers, 700 of whom belonged to
tho Imperial guard and the rest were
Poles, Italians and Corsicans. The fleet,
composed of seven vessels, escaped the
French and English cruisers guarding
Elba. On tho morning of March 1 the
fleet cast anchor in Juan Gulf, between
Cannes and Antibes, and a landing was
easily effected.

Napoleon chose the way across the
mountains of Provence and Dauphiny to
reach Paris. Ho set out, scattering
proclamations to the people and the army
as he went, imputing his misfortunes to
treachery and claiming to be recalled by
tho prayers and complaints of France.
He addressed an eloquent appeal to tho
troops. "Unfurl," ho cried, "tho tricol-ore- d

streamers winch you woro in our
days of glory. Victory will march be-
side us; the eagle and the national colors
will fly from spiro to spire to tho turrets
of Notre Dame."

On the 0th of March Napoleon reached
Grenoble, where there were several regi-
ments and a large supply of arms and
ammunition. The general in command
of the troops sent out a detachment of
engineers and artillery to blow up a
bridge over tho littlo river Bonne, in the
hope of delaying Napoleon. The men
disobeyed their orders and never touched
the bridge. The chief officer fell back
some distance and posted himself be-

tween the hills and the ponds. Napoleon
marched straight upon him, and the
commandant, doubting his men, would
fain havo retreated, but thero was bo
time. Napoleon was close at hand, on
foot, at the head of his littlo band.
"Soldiers," he cried, "do you know me?"
"Yes! yes!" was tho answer. He bared
his breast and cried, "Which of you will
fire on his emperor?" They waved their
caps on their bayonet pomts, shouting,
"Long live the emperor!" ran to kiss his
hands, and, wild with joy, haifed liim as
their general, their emperor, their father!
Napoleon turned to Drouot and Bertrand.
"within ten days," he said, "we shall be
in the Tuileries.,'

A fresh sunnlv of troons came nn
from Grenoble, commanded by CoL La
Bedoyere, who embraced Napoleon and
joined him. On the same day Napoleon
entered Grenoble. He now had 7,05J
soldiers, iSid with them ho reached
Lyons March 10, and entered the town
in tho evening, the garrison joining s.

March 13 ho left Lyons, and
on March 18 ho was joined at Au.xerre
by Marshal Ney, who had been sent to
take him prisoner. On the night of
March 19 Napoleon reached the palaci-o-

Kontainebleau, and on the evening of
the next day he was in tho Tuilerits
Thus ended his second and last coup
d'etat. New York Herald.

Tho chief damage done to
our crops is not by tho great storms that
destroy shipping and wreck buildings,
but by storms quito local in origin and
in range. Tho general service can only
refer to these in general terms as local
storms "in northern Illinois," or "in
western New York," or "along tho gulf ;"
but a stato service would have for its
special work to forecast these less ex-

tended and localized disturbances and
announce them to tho agriculturists.
Professor Nipher reminds us that in 1893
tho telephone will be public, property,
and can bo used by such a stato service
to communicate- with every farm.
"Hello! John Smith! Get up and get in
your hay! A shower will bo thero in
three-quarte- of an hour." Such is
science.

A High Singer.
The lark ascends until it looks no larger

than a midge, and can with difficulty bo
seen by the unaided eye, and yet every
note will bo clearly audible to persons
who aro fully half a milo from tho nest
over which tho bird utters its song.
