This day commences the third week of the
session of Congress. W e cannot say that but litle
has been accomplished, because, such as it is, a
great deal has been done in that time. To say
nothing of the herculean task of drilling new
and ioexpericuced members, of -putting them
tarough the manual exercise, teaching them the
party lock-step—how to march, countermarch,
wheel, right-abour-face, mark time, form solid

" column, and, above all, to ebey orders—which
has been so completely performed, the great
- work of Exrunens a portion of the proceedinge
of ‘the House from its journal has been consum-
mated—a labor never but once befure accom-
plished by either branch of Congress. ‘That oc-
casion was the origin of the only order of knight-
hood known, as yet, in this republic, the * Kxiurs
or T8E Brack Lixes.”  The present equally de-
serves to be commemorated, and in order to do
20, we would respectfully and humbly suggest
the propriety of another order being established,
and that the authors of this expuneE shall have
conférred upon them, and be known by, the title
of the * Kxionrs oF Tae Tory Lear,” and that

There seems to have been something provi-
dential in Mr. Adams' late western tour, inas-
much as his eandidly expressed opinions on sev-
eral important subjects connected with the poli-
tics of the day, have certainly exeried great in-
finence on the minds of the people of Ohio in
favor of Mr, Clay.

Up to the time when Mr. Adams made the
solemn assertign at Maysville, pronouncing false
the * bargain and sale” story, a calumny which
cost him the Presidential Chair for a second
term—I say upto that time, there were thou-
sands of the citizens of Ohio who, believing that
calumny, had made it the oceasion of a deep, a
settled prejudice against Mr. Clay ;—in fact it
was the only ebjection they had against him,
and, had it been true, the objection would have
been reasonable and well founded. But Mr.
Adams being helieved on that point, the preju-
dice is removed, and by its removal thousands
are set [ree to vote for ** Harry of the West,”
who would have cast their sulfrages agaiost him,

Next, Mr. Adams’ opivion of Heary Clay as
an honest man and a siatesman has spread
ibrough the west with elecirical speed. Ivever
have L read so high a culugy by oue greart mau
and on another; cowing as 1t did from the heari,
he very soul uf Mr. Adams, it will be, i1 has beeu,
pronounced just and well deserved, for in this
case, as in the preceding, he was believed : and
well he might be, he having had ample oppor-
wunities, betler perhaps than any other in the
Union, of knowiog Mr. Clay as a man aund a
statesman. For my own pari, the promulga-
tion of Mr. Adams’ opinion concerning him, has,
I confess, raised Mr. Clay in my estimation,
theugh 1 held him exalted before, and this I be-
lieve, is the impression of Whigs in general in
this section of the country. o

Mr. Adams’ opinion on slavery, elicited by the
political abolitionists of Pittsburgh, has had a
startling effect on the Liberty Party, so called,
who calculated on his being one of them, or on
his favoring their views; and particularly are
they disappointed in his sentiments concerning
slavery in the District of Columbia. ‘There 1s
evidently a reaction among the party, the com-
mencement of which is manifest in their express-
ed wish for Mr, Clay’s election, though some of
them may pot vote for him—unor dv any thing to
assist in realizing their wish for his election.
This reminds me of children’s * play not to
keep ;" or, rather, it has the odor of political hy-
pocrisy ; or, if mot thay, it is a party manoeuvre,
sui generis. For the next twelve months, we
shall hear less of excitement among political
abolitionists than we have for the last six.

In conclusion, possessing facilities for ascer-
taining pretiy correctly the amount of political
capital among the Whigs of Ohio, I hazard no-
thing in saying, that * Harry of the West,” in
1844, will out distance all other competitors for

A short time
since, we were fionored “with 1he presence of
two bands of Ethiopian minstrels. neither of
which had cause 1o reproach the citizens of
Washinglon wiih a want of taste for a species
of music peculiar alone to the colored race—
notes were exchanged between the public and
the performers, much to the advamage of the
latter.” “An' Talian corps, comprising some
eighteen or twenty ariists of the first order, ap-
peared on the boards of the National theatre on
Saturday night, before a select but meagre au-
dience. The weather, to be sure, was unfavor-
able—but the refined patroos of the opera gen-
erally keep their carriages, and beauty and fash-
ion should have displayed their vivifying influ-
ence arcund the boxes.
