THE SUSPENSION OF GEN. SCOTT

——

It must be considered @ fortunate circam-
stance that the news of the suspehsion of Gen.
Scorr from his command in the Army did not
reach the city of Mexico until aflier the con-
clusion of the Treaty, (now before ourSenate.)
the negotiation of which was undoubtedly as-
sisted by Qis presence.  Nothing has been
heard from the capital of Mexico since the |
news could have reached that city, and we can
only conjecture that it cannot but make snun-
favorable impression upon the Army, the ex-
cellent dizcipline of which wiil prevent its vis-
ibly manifesting itself. Athome,amoung 1hink-
ing people, it has excited more of feeliug than
the silence of the press on the subject would
lead one to suppose.  But the press itself is|
notall silent.  Here and there breaks forth a
pardonable explosion of wounded sentiment,
whether of professional admiration or personal
friendship. One of these is now before us, in |
the shape of a Communication in & late No. of |
the Savanneh Republican. There is too much
spice in the composition to allow us to pub-
lish it entire. We make the following extracts |
from it, however, which we have no donbt will |
find a response in the breasts of many of cor
readers:

“A war thos originated and waBed by snchl
an Administration has been conducted as a
Cabinet war, a system exploded siuce the days
of Mariboro’—the plans, details, &c., made at
‘Washington for Mexico. It bas been signa-
lized by most miraculous victories, under Gen-
erals to whom the Administration was in no-
torious hostillity. 'The people have felt from |
the beginning that the Government would re- |
joice in the disgrace of its Generals, and have
suspected that means would be devised 1o effect
this object.

From the capture of
Vera Cruz to the occupation of the city of Mex-
ico, that General's conduct has been signalized
be the most daring energy; he has exhibiied a
wonderful combination of discretion and gal-
lagtry—of wisdom in his plans. and five in the
excution of them. Every incident of the cam-
paign was calculated by his forecast, provided,
for by his sagacity, and met by his energy.—
The time required fora march, the force neces-
sary for each rencounter, the moment when it
must take place—the men that must fall, the
ammugition to be expended —wereull foreseen,
calculated and adjusted with a precision <o ac-
curate that the event butconverted aunticipa-

LATER FROM VERA CRUZ.

The ship France, Capt Pierce, arrived yes-
terday from Vera Cruz, baviug sailed thence on
the 24th ult. We have the Free American to
the 224, three days later than had previously
been received.

According to this paper, the train which
left Vera Cruz for Orizaba onder the communid
of Lieut, Col. Biscoe, was attacked by a band
of guerrillas 400 in number, Col. Biscoe’s com-
mamid scarcely exceeding eighty. An express
was not seat back to Gen. Twiggs to aequaint
him with the facts. This couriér was wound-
ed in the leg, but resched Vera Cruzand re-
ported that a fight was going on when he left,
but that the Mexicans had gaimed no advan-
tage. Gen. Twiggs atouce despatched three
companies of cavalry to the support of Colonel
Biscoe. They left Vera Cruz the evening of
the 19th, but returned agein the next day, hav-
ing gone as faras San Diego. They saw noth-
ing of Col. Biscoe. or his command, und the
presumption is that he hud dispersed the guer-
rillasand procecded on his route. Not the
least apprehension on his account appears to |
be enteriainedt in Vera Cruz. Two wagons

were found burned and one man and a horse
killed wpon the road.

The schooner Heroine arrived at Vera Cruz
on the 20th from this pot. We cannot learn
that the ship America, on which Gen. Towson |
Col. Wilson and others were passengers, had!
reached there when the France sailed.

A strong body of Louisiana cavalry and in-
fantry was 10 leave Vera Cruz the worming of
the 21st for Orizaba, The abject of the move
appears to be to clear the road of the guerrillas
which infest it.

We learn from Capt. White, of the Louisi
ana Battalion, who has arrived from Julapa
with his detachment, that he met Capt. Tay-
lor of the Twiggs Rifirs, with his commani.

that at a certain spot, about forty miles from
here he came suddenly upon a party of about
one hundred: guerrillas, in a meadow a short
distance from the road : that they had tied their
horses under the trees, and seemed 1o be hold-
ing # council. Novbeing able 0 distinguish
them, hie supposed them to be Cupt. Fairchild’s
command. The guerriilas immediately formed
as infantry, when Capt. Taylorzounded & charge

the guerrillas mounted,and upon a charge be-
ing wade uvpon them, mmediately Hed and
dispersed.

Buexixa o Forry-Seves WoMEN AT THE
Fusenaw or AN Ixniax Prisce.—The infernal
rites at the death of an lndian Prince are thus
described in an extract of a letter from Tran-
quebar in the East Indies, written by a  Dan-
ish Missionary. They dug without the city,
where that Prince, who died at the age of 80,
made his residence, a large pit, which they fill-
ed with wood, rsnged and piled up as for a
bonfire. The corpse of the deceased, richly
habited and adorued, was brought forth in great
pomp, and laid on the pile; after which the
Bramins (heathen priests,) kindled the fire,
with sbundance of heathen cerenonies. The
wivesund concubines of the deceased, who,
according 1o the law or custom of the country,
ought 1 die with him, appeared at the same
time, and walked severa) times round the fu-
neral pile.  They were in number forty-seven,
all decked with jewels and adorned with Aow-
ers. The favorite wife or concubine carried
the poigoard of the defunct prince, which she
delivered wp 1o bis successor, snd made a
short speech exhoriing him to use it with mod-
eration, so as never to let it hight on any but
the guilty.  Then she boldly turned her face
towards the pile, and, after invoking her gods,
leuped into the midstof the flames.” The sec-
ond was the sister of 2 prince named Tanda-
mun, who was present at the horrid rites.—
Shegave him the jewels she wore, and the
prince, in receiving them, embraced her most
tenderly,and poured outa flood of tears, but
the princess without betrayingthe least con-
cern lovked aliernately, with a steady counte-
nauce, on the pileand on the spectators, and
cryiog with a loud voice, *Caiva! Chival”
which 1s the name of one of their gods, she
Jumped uscheertully into the fames as the fiest
dul.

The others followed her close; some of them
appenred resolute enough, but others appeared
w td and dejected. There was oue in particular.
who, being more dismayed thun her compan-
ious, ran 1o embrace one of the spectators. who
was u Cliristaiy, praying him 10 save her;  but
this was aot in bis power to do,and the poor
wretch was immediately tumbled healdonginto
the fire.

However intrepid most of those unhappy
victims appeared before jumping into the pit,
the note was vastly altered when in the midst
of the flames. There they shrieked hideously,
and tumbled one over another, striving to reach
the edge of the pit, and get out of i1; but they
were kept in by throwing heaps of billots and
fageots on them, s well 1o kooek them on the
hicads as to increase the fire, When they were
consumdd, the Bramwins drew neur the yet smo-
kiug pile, snd performed abunadance of ridicu-
lous ceremonivsover the ashes of the boues,
and having wrapped them up in fine linen,
carried them o a place near the lsle of Rame-
sureu, where they cast them into the sea.  Af-
ter which the pit was filled up, and a tem-
ple since erected on the spot, where sacrifices
ure olfered up in honor of the prince and his
wives, who from thencelorth are
among the sainis or goddesses,

A New Weapox.—The Lisbon correspon-
dent of the London Times, says that the French
Frigate *Psyche,” then in the Tugus, is armed
with a new and terribly destructive shell. This
shell has no fusee and is perfectly harmless un-
less it passes a certain distance through the air,
with a certain degree of velocity. “It ignites
by concussion, and not by percussion; and its
chief destination and operation is that of lodg-
ing in the matter aimed at, and seiting fire to
it; though, should it pierce the object, it will
produce the effect of an ordinary shell as it ex-
plodes. It is harmless until it goins a certain
velocity; and it may be rolled on the floor or
dropped frem the upper to the lower deck with-
out the least injury, and, even if it broken in
the fall, no mischi«f will ensue. The shell was
invented by Capt, Billette, of the French naval
service, and it wasactively used in 1814, at
Mogadore, with such terrific certainty, that
wherever it fell, the town was instantly on
fire, Persons in the habit of using it, say that
half a dozen lodging in the Howe, the Queen
or the Albion, would set the ship ina blaze
the moment they srruck the side, as each bur-
rows in the wood, tears up all about it, and ig-
nites everviliing with which each morsel of the
contents comes in contact.  The shell, o be
efsctive requires no more elevation of the gun
from whence it is discharged, thanan ordinary
round-shat.”
