Banks are
saidd 10 be retiring circulation as
rapidly as possible, presumably for
the purpose of selling the bonds
now on deposit at present prices, or
for the purpose of using them with
the Treasury as security for Gov-
ernment deposits,  In making Goy-
ernment deposits the Secretary is
disposed to diseriminate in favor of
such banks as maintain their circu-
lation, and by these two methods
he hopes to overcome the tendency
to retire bank circulation,
