We are inclined to think the doctrine, that
“no power resides in Congress or the Terri-
torial Legislature, or the people of the terri-
tories, while a territory,” sufficient to prevent
slavery from extending over the public do-
main, does not meet the notions of Northern
Americans.

If the territories are the common property of
all the States, and Congress is the Legislature
of all the States, we cannot see why the pow.
er to legislate for the territories, is not found
in that clause in the Constitution which says,
“The Congress shall have power to dispose of and
make all needful rules and regulations, vespecting
the terrilory or preperty belomging to the United
States.”
