It is controlled an I

managed by gentlemen who seem to take
much interest in it, and who. we hare do
doubt, do everything that, in their judg-

ment, will advance its interet. But they

have very much mistaken one essential

thing. They have done nothing to excite
an active rivalry among the mechanics of

thteovotj. While the fair was a credit-

able one, owicg more than auvthiog else

to the luxuriance of the season, still had

there been proper notoriety given to every
department, there is hardly gutting how

much better would have been the exhibi-

tion. It is remarkable that even the Pre

mium List was never pubished in eithr of

the county papers (we believe it did, by

ome means or other, find its way into the
City Itm, a paper read only by the girls

and boys of the C'ly.) Some pamphlets
containing this litt were struck off. hut it

Is not io the power of pamplets to give the

publicity to a matter of this kind, as can

be done by publication through the county

preM. Not only this, but the action of the
manager aeeroed to be kepi privat, and
but little was done to create a worthy em-

ulation among the different classes of our

Citizens, whose products and industry and
genius should be represented on such oc

cation. The medium of the county press
waa never Bought to excite our mechanics
to honest rivalry, and the consequece was,
that dais of our cuizena prepared but lit-

tle for the exhibition. Even the time of

holding the Fair was only made public by

pamphlets, aud om large and unsightly
poster. Outside of Vigo couuty but little,
if anything, definite was known of the
Fair. That Exprtat and Journal, who

columns are read by the great majority of

the agriculturists and mechanic of the
county, were necessarily almost silent in

regard to all the movements of the mana-

gers. No advertisements of any kind, no

special notices or editorial articles were
prepared montha y, for the purpose of di-

recting public attention to the Fair, and
giving the people time to prepare for the
aine.

Now, while we do not write this for the
purpose of fault finding, we can but imag-

ine how much better would have been the
exhibition of all the different products of

our people, had the managers pursued a

different course.
An Agricultural and Mechanical Fair is

not gotten up in a few day, or weeks.
The agricultural products have to be

raised the cattle and hor-e- s and hog

haie to be made fit for exhibition, and the
machinery and evidences of mechanical
skill have to be built. This requires time,
and it doe but little tfool for the mana-

ger of a Fair, to remain silent until a

fw days before it is to be held, and then,
tod theu ouly make a little stir. Time

hould be Uken by the forelock, and
months before September the public should
t informed of the premium to be award

ed.aud all the important matters and
things pertaining to the approaching Fair.
Ia this age aud with this people, there is

no other way ofcreatiugau interest moug

them but through the public pre. Our
people read the paiers, aud it is to tbeu
they look for the ntws.

Perhaps these auggeatio.i may have
some induenc uu the future action of

those who manage the matters, and if so.
next year we may expect an Agricultural
Fair in Vigo county, never before equalled
with in its borders.
