A summary of the situation is this
Senator T S Martin has become what
he believes an absolute dictator of
State polities This disposition he
successfully managed to conceal from

people at large throughout the
State during his first term in the Sen-
ate but Immediately after his reelec-
tion In 10UO his cloven foot began to
manifest Itself and he launcheu forth
Swansons boom for governor It la
said he systematically inaugurated a
canvass of the entire State in the

of his protege wbo It 1 stated
through railroad and corporation In-

fluence assisted him to retain his seat
in the Senate The senator evidently
thought he was playing a fine hand
and nearly every day during the last

of Congress this
poison of politics and his could
be seen in the Senate cloakroom in
close and earnest conversation discuss-
ing the progress being made They
were aware that Montague had an
nounced himself a candidate for gov
ernor but no attention was paid to
this announcement it being treated as
a mere bauble As wouu be naturally
argued what could Montague hope to
accomplish when Swanson had the sup-
port of the entire State machine be-
hind him with the astute Martin at
the helm This state of affairs existed
until the early part of March when
after a conference at Richmond be-
tween Martin and Senator Daniel the
latter announced himself to support
Swanson On its face it looked like-
a combination hard to beat with both
of the United States Senators a ma
parity of the congressional delegation
and the heavy politicians pledged to
his support However another move
ment was on foot started by Attorney
General Montague which lieu develop-
ed into formidable proportions He
sounded the keynote and the death
knell at a speech delivered in Manches
ter when he openly and boldly de-
clared the existence of this political
ring which had tor ltd purpose the
sole dictatorship and control of the
suffrage of the people Its effect was
magloal From that time Montague
has been leading In the number pt
pledged delegates to the convention
and now leads Swanson by a comfort
able majority This was manifestly
embarrassing to the wily Martin for
he has since retired to his country
home and disclaims any connection
with the conduct of his favorites cam-
paign He realizes that Montagues
nomination not only means his found-
lings downfall and absolute retire
ment from public life but he sees his
political star and prowess vanishing
over the horizon of oblivion When
the two bosses realized that the Intel-
ligence and the bone and sinew of true
Democracy demanded to be heard in
order to protect promote and
the Industrial and commercial busi-
ness of their State Senator Daniel
found he had Important business be
fore the constitutional convention to
attend to and all the other stalwarts
concluded likewise that there was

SOLDIER BROTHER ESCAPES

lirterestlcg War Narratiie of An EiConfed

orals Related to The Globe and a

of Friends on the Evening of Last Me

mortal Day In a Downtown HotelLore
and War

On Memorial Evening last a party
of exConfederate and exUnion vet-
erans were relating their experience
and incidents of the war in one of the
hotels and the many narrow escapes
they had passed through in
Among this group was Corporal Joo
1earson of the 3d Virginia Cavalry
The corporal said I will relate one
of the most delightful stories of my
life It was at the battle of Yellow
Tavern near Richmond where Gun
Zeb Stuart was killed 1 had a very
close call for my life on that occasion
which I will never forget I was in
advance of my regiment on foot with-
in the enemies lines I was waiting
for a loose worse to come along ra that
I could mount myself mine had been
killed in the tattle By some strange
coincidence an olllccr of Dahlgreens
commnuu and myself met In the road
He was splendidly mounted on a fine
horse he opened tire on me with his
pistol I had emptied my carbine and
had not been able to load I dashed
behind a tree to save myself Ho
charged me and continued to fire at
me as I dodged around the tree to es
cape his shots During this time I
slipped a charge in my gun and fired
He fell from his horse and I thought-
he was dead I sprang from behiii the
tree and caught the horse and turned
the otHcer over and found a pair of
cavalry pistols and a small Ivory
pocket pistol on his body As I was
about to leave him I saw a pin In his
coat which bore a Masonic emblem-
I took It along and have It now and
If I knew where to send It I would
forward the same to the rightful own-
er or heir I did not have much time
to consider the situation so I mounted
the fine steed and turned his head to
wards our lines I heard a voice say
All right Johnnie the boys will
have you In a few moments and

will get my pistols I looked back
and the officer was leaning against the
same tree that had saved my life but a
few moments before 1 lookeu down
the road and there came four cavalry-
men charging after me at full sped

stuck spurs to my horse and started
our boys I knew exactly where

they were These four fellows kept
after me for more than half a mile
Irlng volley after volley at my fleeing
form I returned a few shots keeping
Kt a safe distance ahead

When I reached our picket lines I
I was safe Stunrts scouts closed

on the four boys in blue and they
became our prisoners When they
were brought In I recognized one of
them Wo had been fast frloiius In
Washington before the war com
menced I said to him laughingly
Hello Sam Jackson Is that you
Yes Joe this is whats loft of me
You fellows gave me a very close

chase If I had not been on a fresh
Yankee horse you would have picked
me up By heavens Joe Pearson
was that you were wer running We
heard the firing and pushed ahead to
see what it meant and when a

dashed off at such rapid speed
ahead of us we new it was a Johnnie
Rob for that reason we gave chase
and here we are I went up and lied
a hearty handshake with m old boy
good friend and said to him It is
tough times on our side of the line
We are short on rations and every-
thing else In the way at necessaries
comfort and luxuries Sam Jackson
was as brave a man as ever fired a gun

hated to see him go to prison I was
dead In love with his sister and I
wanted a chance to talk to him about
the girl I had left behind When tho
guard detail was made for the night
to watch over the prisoners it was my
good luck to be one of them As the

boys became weary for the want of
sleep and they with the prisoners
dozed but Sam and myself were not
sleepy AL last I whispered a few
words Into his ear about his sister
He slipped something Into my hand
and said Keep this It is her pic-

ture I waited until a convenient
chance presonte itself then I went
out from under the trees Into the sil-

very light of a full harvest moon with
no witnesses but the twinkling stars
up above which were shining like an
angels lamp in the vault of heaven
Hero I took from my pocket the Im-

pression of the face of one I had so
long wished to see For a few

flushed w ui boyish love I for-
got about the war and the many dan-
gers I had pease through to get a look
at the picture which I then held In
my hand It was the happiest moment
of my soldier life Whilst I was thus
thinking of her who was then

across the blue Potomac my mind
was crowded with thoughts ns to how

could arrange for her brother to es-

cape and beer her a message from her
rebel lover Finally as tne first dawn
of day began to show Its streaks of ap
preaching light In the East I had
matured my plan and reasoned from
the old adage that all was fair In love
and war 1 knew the boys who were
detailed 10 take the prisoners to Rich-
mond I took one of them Into my con-

fidence and told him my whole story
He was a brave noble young fellow
from Loudoun County Virginia He
grasped my hand ana said By this
right hand do I swear that I will loose
that fellow before we get to Richmond
He spoke this In a tone to be heard by
the other members of the guard who
thought this tellow was a bush
wnacker I hat posted my friend as
to what he should do That night the
prisoners were started for Richmond
and sure enough my man was last en
route When the guard returned my
good friend whom I had trusted told
me Sam was all right The other fel
lows thought the sergeant had taken

shot him He did take him out and
fired gun twice and returned to the
camp saying That fellow wont bush-
whack us any more Served him
right chimed In the others Thats
the way to do them kind of fellows
who are too cowardly to stand up and
take his floss In the front ranks
My friend the prisoner was not long
In making his way back to his com
mand Some months after that I was
unfortunate enough to be captured by
the enemy and taken to Washington as-

a prisoner of war and from there to
Point Lookout Whilst I was at the
Baltimore Ohio depot in line with

The passing officer was hulled and was
Informed that there was a Reb
in line who wanted to speak to him-
I was asked to step to the front Lieut
Jackson recognized me and with n
laugh said Joe Is that you Yes
this Is what Is left of me We had a
few words and he started off saying
Ill see you again in a few days It
was just one week before I saw him
again We met In Baltimore f had
boon paroled and allowed the freedom
of the city limits He knew I was out
of prison and came over to have a
good time with me In which the blue
and the grey united harmoniously
Llout Jackson managed to have me
paroled and we are as good friends to-
day as we were the day he was cap-
tured by tho Confederates It la
strange to relate that we three who
were the principals In the transaction-
aro tho only persons who ever knew
anything about his release Jackson is
living In Baltimore and the other per-
son earl myself llvo in Virginia We
keep up a friendly correspondence
During the last hours of the Confed-
eracy before I could return to my
home death claimed my intended
wife But said the corporal I still
have the picture I received on the tent-
ed field from her brother whilst he was
my prisoner of war
