Now the question we intended to
raise that some one might find the
solution which haUled us In prison and
which we are yet unable to satisfac-
torily solve oursolf Is Why are the
women of criminals more loyal faith-
ful and devoted to their male protect-
ors in prison than their more sensitive
refined educated and emotional sisters
of the better and the
class

A lady once attempted for our ben-

efit to solve this problem Here is what
she said

The refutable wife of an honest
merchant or professional man does not
look for nor expect the development of
any criminal trait in her husband
She may have lived with him for years
and not having discovered nor expect
ed any weakness in his character
which would lead him to the commis-
sion of any kind or character of crime
she Is so shocked when ho does do so
taut she rarely recovers from the ef
feet and the consequence may and usu
ally is that her ideal being destroyed
she separates herself by divorce or
coldness from her erstwhile honored
and respected husband

On the other hand the women of the
criminal class or those women who
themselves free from crime ally them
selves with criminals naturally expect
or look forward to periods when their
husbands must become with
Uv authorities They are prepared at
all times for the arrest and imprison-
ment of their husbands and are not
shocked though they may be grieved-
at his arrest which was expected soon
er or later and consequently they con-

tinue regarding him with the same
feelings they were accustomed to feel
and manifest during the periods of his
liberty If a decent woman of the bet
ter class detected in her husband a
weakness or a trait which her instinct
or intuition admonished her might
lead to his downfall the chances are
she would pity and stick to him In mis-

fortune
But we are still unsatisfied and feel

that the full solution of this devotion
and loyalty of the burglars or thiefs
wife her husband and the selfish
tiilu cruel by the wife of

farmer lawyer and honor

fathers or other kinfolKs And this we
have seen practically demonstrated by
more than ten thousand females dur
ing the long period of our observation
Will Professor Lombroso make a note
of this phase of criminal life

We had scarcely concluded writing
the foregoing when one of the most
striking acts of devotion by a crim-
inals wife was flashed over the wires
and printed in the dally press and in
susbstanco as follows

Mrs Edwin Ruthven wife of the
Cleveland murderer who was put to
death in the electric chair made a last
effort early In the evening to save the
life of her husband

In the presence of Kev W M Lang
ford and others she made an Alleged
confession that she and not her hus
ban killed Policeman Shipp Mrs
ltuthven declared that on the night of
the murder she and Uuthven quarrel
ed that she left the house met Charles
Jacobs a mysterious individual of
whom Ruthren frequently spoke and
that he asked for Edwin saying he had
a job on hand She told him her hus
band was not at home but that she
would help She donned her husbands
clothing and assisted Jacobs in the
burglary Policeman Shipp appeared
and Jacobs lied She used her revolver
and Shlpp was killed

Ruthhven when told of the confes-

sion declared It was not true Mrs
Ruthven Is serving a sentence for re-

ceiving stolen property
Here Is confirmatory evidence If

any were needed to demonstrate the
superior devotion of at least the pro-

fessional criminals wife over thut of
the wife of the accidental criminal
What bankers wife or lawyers or ed

itors would come forward and to save
her guilty husbands life take the
crime upon herself and even go smil-

ing to the electric chair as we believe
Mrs Ruthvon would do for her burglar
and murderous husband

Ruthven himself was not without a
of chivalry or at least man-

hood notwithstanding his deprated
criminal nature and the life he fol
lowed Imagine a man within a few

hours of the dreaded ordeal sitting in
the death cell awaiting the summons
to the electric chair All hope Is gone

and the grave Is open to receive him
yet ns Death is the King of Terrors
he would live It he could and take any
desperate chance to save his life In
the female department of the prison
he knows that his wife Is
counting the minutes and that she
too has abandoned nil hope They will
never meet again on earth and she is
now to him nothing more than any
one of the millions of women Inhabit
ing the earth She will serve her sen
tence be discharged and no doubt get
another man or husband and forgot
that such a man as himself ever lived

In the Ohio penitentiary where
Uuthven was thus spending the last
moments of his life condemned men
are executed a few minutes after
oclock midnight The Annex as It
is called where the murderers are con-

fined pending their execution Is an ad
Joining apartment to the death cham-

ber In this loath chamber Is the fatal
chair and the prisoner whoa the mo-

ment arrives has but to walk a few
paces from his cell in the Annex to
reach the door of this dreaded cham

berRuthvens door ovens and In steps
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the warden and the clergyman men-

tioned Uuthven knows that it is not
time for the fatal march and looks at
his visitors Perhaps the gov-
ernor has reprieved Ills heart
beats ever and be
licks his fevered lips with his almost
parched tongue The clergyman looks
at him kindly and then In a few
words explains to him the situation
Mrs Uuthven has confessed that she
was the slayer Ruthven Is staggered-
at such deathless devotion He knows
it is a lie He knows also that by con
firming his wifes statement he will
live and there Is now but an hour or

I two between him and tile chair He
weakens for a moment only as his pale-
face flushes with hope and then with
sublime cotrage lit txclalms

My wife Is Innocent she has made
this confession to save me I also am
innocent

Thus Ruthven burglar and murder-
er signs his own death warrant and
within the hour passes to immortal
ity

Ruthven deserved death There is
no question about It A burglar an
outlaw and a murderer Society in
its own defense and for its own pro-
tection could do nothing else but we
may be permitted to truly say of this
criminal Nothing in his lue became
him as his taking off He died game
of course such a man as Ruthven had
no fear of death when the Jig was
up He philosophically like all pro-

fessional criminals took his medi-

cine and there Is hardly a doubt that
Ruthven found consolation or if not
consolation extra nerve in dying when
he might have saved himself by sacri-
ficing his wife or woman

There Is a thought In this connection
which may startle the criminologist
in his future researches into the de
generacy of the criminal and that Is
supposing after all that Mrs Ruth
ven told the truth and that she and
not her husband committed the mur
der This Is possible nay it Is prob-
able What then Did not humanity
and Justice alike demand the suspen-
sion of the arm of the executioner
Are men to DO put to death by low on
whose guilt rests a doubt Why all
these hysterics about Judge Lynch Is
not the coldblooded official who Is
governor of Ohio equally as sanguin-
ary and Impatiently thirsty for blood
as Judge Lynch If not why was
Ruthvens life taken on Is own testi-
mony as against that of his wifes
Was she not as worthy of belief as her
burglar husband If Uuthven was
guilty he deserved death but if his
wife as she says committed the mur-

der the State Is guilty of a grave
crime

The following Is a sample case of
these murder trials and the methods
and manner of securing verdicts
against accused criminals Our edito-

rial last Sunuay on this subject Is more
than substantiated by this excerpt
from the said murder trial which was
brought to a close last week in the
State of Indiana

Samuel S Harmon who shot and
killed Charles Reynolds October 27
1900 was given a life sentence by the
Jury for his crime The trial which
htu been on in the Clay county court
for the past week ended Saturday af
ternoon

The Jury announced that they had
agreed upon a verdict shortly before
midnight after being out from 4

oclock in the afternoon When Har-

mon heard the verdict finding him
guilty and providing a life sentence
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A great many people who UHVB Deeu
In attendance at the trial are greatly
surprised at the verdict The testi-
mony of the defense was so convincing
that Reynolds companions had rocked
the house and that they had thrown
at Harmon that a great many expected
him to be acquitted It was the gen

eral talk Saturday that at most Har-

mon would get but an indeterminate
sentence for manslaughter

Attorney A W Knight for the de-

fense dccelarcs that the verdict Is the
result of the Jury allowing public sen-

timent to unduly Influence them It
Is well remembered that Immediately
afier the killing of Reynolds a mob
was organized to lynch him and that
he was hurriedly taken to Terre Haute
for safety Since there IRS been some
talk around the courtroom that there
was a probability of Hnrmon being ac
quitted Attorney Knight says that
these same people made threats that
they would lynch Harmon If he was
acquitted-

He says that they had all arrange
ments made for a mob Saturday night
and that if the Jury had turned Har
mon loose they would have attacked
him with the Intention of taking his

lifeThese threats with the vengeance
the mob would also take on the Jury
Mr Knight says made the Jury afraid
to bring In any other verdict than that
of life sentence

While the Indictment was for mur-

der In the first degree the Jury found
that the defendant was guilty of mur-

der In the second degree and gave him
the extreme

life
Five of the Jurors for several ballots

voted to hang Harmon The ballots
Stool five for hanging six for Impris-
onment and ono for manslaughter The
five Jurors for hanging gradually came
over to life Imprisonment but the one
voting for manslaughter hung out un
til the last ballot

At the convening of court Monday
morning Attorney Knight gave notice
that they would apply for a new trial
for Harmon Judge Colllver allowed
the attorneys for the defense six lays
in which to prepare their exceptions
and the uuw

Following the usual procedure In
such cases the new trial will be denied
by tne trial Judge Then If the con-

victed man can raise any more money
to fcf his lawyer and pay tho costs of-

I an appeal It Is taken to n higher
court and ninety to one the decision
U affirmed anti the convicted man Im-

mured In a penitentiary And that Is
generally the end of him

In concluding this paper as a prob-

lem for the Lombrossos and others of
his Ilk to solve the writer in addi-

tion saddles the problem with this
criminal nut which he hopes the pro-

fessor will also crack to the satisfac-
tion of a public Interested in those
criminal matters

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prisoner said he was a Journalist and
desired to write a book about
life But his difficulty was how to get
into a prison that he might study Its
life at first hand First of all ho en
deawred to induce his own friends to
charge him with some offence but they
chance of gaining his object was to
commit a felony ho took the umbrella
Two gentlemen then came forward and
testified to his honesty and straightfor-
wardness during the two years
and In the end he was remanded the
magistrate directing that the prison
surgeon should report as to the state
of his mind

This mans mind may or may not be
normal but one thing is sure and cer-

tain as that the sun will rise tomor-
row and that ishe discovered the only
sure method of writing intelligently on
crime and criminals

Less than fourteen decades ago the
parliament of England passed a law
to tax the American colonies explain-
ing In Justification of the act that the
proceeds of the taxation would be used
in and for the benefit of the colonies

The world knows the result The
colonies repudiated the act as an un
warranted usurpation of power de-

clared that taxation without repre-
sentation is tyranny and fought one
of the fiercest wars of history in

of the principle that all men are
entitled to selfgovernment

By a series of acts culminating in
the recent decision of the supreme
court the present Administration and
the court have approved the action of
