The doomed wretch palsied with
fright and cowering in the shadow of

Theodore Roosevelt Thy need no
handwriting on the wall to warn them
that the day ot reckoning im nigh The
mere fact that the Man at The White
House is known to possess the courage
to strike at official corruption and to
stamp It out is enough and the ague
smitten crowd are well aware that a
short shrift awaits them all when the
official investigation la ordered In con-
nection with the movement of troops
and supplies from San Francisco to the
Philippines-

To account for the panic prevailing
In the War Department must
explained that when the time came for
adjusting the United States Govern-
ments accounts with the creditor at
that period it was found Impossible
to obtain an approximately correct
statement of the indebtedness by rea-
son ot the slipshod methods In vogue
in handling the Innumerable accounts
The Departments books were so

tangled that outside expert ac-

countants had to be called In to give
some semblance ot form to the chaotic
mass of requisitions vouchers and
other voluminous records pertaining
to the transfer of an army corps to
the antipodes claims amounting to up
wards of 16000000 were piled up In
cartloads while hundreds of duns were
clamoring at the portals of the

for their dues The clerical
force became demoralized the sit-
uation and their chiefs proved inca
pable ot meeting the emergency

The experts being summoned a sort
of stupor fell upon the rank and file
of employes many of whom had no in-
telligent Idea of their duties The ex-
perts struggled heroically for weeks
and months and finally got upon a
possible working bases But their con-
dition was not attained without dis-
coveries that astounded and provoked
them Evidence of gigantic fraud or
else of unprecedented carelessness
confronted the examiners at every
stepBills

varying from ten to a hundred
thousand dollars had been passed for
payment upon flimsy vouchers giving-
no Itemized statements For example-
U S Army Dr to Brown Smith
Co for loading three steamers 76
000 An intlaled 0 K would be the
only evidence to show that anybody-
on earth had knowledge of the trans
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But Uncle Sam was expected to
stand and deliver no matter how vague
or how absurd WM the charge aimed
at his pocketbook by the land pirates
around the Golden Gate Of course
some accounts were straight but many

palpably crooked What happen
ed after the experts were relieved or
had resigned which some ot them did
Is not widely known But there is no
report current that anybody who
thought he had a claim got left so the
Inference Is that the enormous total
was paid over without a kick from the
Department and that the customary
rakeoff came off But there are others
In important stations beyond the lim-
it of the Government Department
conservators of vast railway and
steamship Interests who may be sub-
jected to an Xray examination that

Through Messrs Roome and Parker It
was accomplished In this way Hoo
son needed 20000 more to complete
his contract This the American bank
advanced on a guarantee ot 15000
profit on the work The Messrs
