Effects of the Raines Law,

The New York Voice, the prohi-
bition paper, has the following.

In 1896,
in which year the Raines law was
operation seven months, the number
was 3,768, or an increase of 291, and in
1897 under the law’s tull operation these
convictions numbered 4,523, or 1,046
more than the average ol the six years
preceding.

Go. ernor of the commonwealth of [owa,
sworn to enforce its laws, adopted the
anarchistic policy ol pardoning every
criminal convicted of a violation of the
prohibitory law.
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Assistant Secretary Day

has said precisely the right thing
at precisely the right time. The
Spanish Minister having asked him
why our Government is buying
ships and making other prepara-
tions for war, he has replied in
< Msastance that we are only avert.
ing war by getting ready for it;
that our preparations for possible
conflict have been suggested solely
by Spain's preparations to precipi-
tate such a conflict. We do not
want war. We shall do every
reasonable thing possible to avert
war. But if war is to come we do
not intend to be unprepared for 1t.
This is exactly our national po-
sition, We snall not provoke war;
but if war is torced upon us we
shall be ready tor it and not be

“The Equivalentof Independence

General Grosvenor says that
under the Wall Street plan of
peace by purchase Cuba will get
“the equivalent of independence.”

But wha' is the “equivalent of
independence’’ to a people who
have been oppressed and perse-
cuted? A people who have seen
th2ir women and old men and
helpless young children deliber-
ately starved to death by Spanish
orders? What would George
Washington, Nathaniel Green,
Mad Anthony Wayne, Ethan
Allen and Sumpter and Marion
have regarded as ‘‘the equivalent
of independence” if anybody had
tried to dicker with them for sur-
render.

The Cubans can make no bar-
gains with Spain. They have
learned by bitter experience that
Spain does not and will not and
cannot keep faith, They laid
down their arms and ended the ten
years' war upon Spain’s solemn
pledge of the “equivalent of inde-
pendence.”” They found that they
had been dealing with an enemy
as faithless as it had been cruel.

They promised home rule and
representation in the Cortes at
Madrid The home ruleprovedto
be the arbitrary rule ol Spanish
merchants and their clerks, under
merciless military tyrants. The
representation in the Cortes was
o hedg:d about with limitations
pon eligibility and suffrage that
9 Cuban could be elected, and al-

" most no Cuban could vote even to
choose betwesn the antagonistic

Spaniards who aspired to repre-
sent him,

The Wall Street plan may find
favor in certain precincts at Wash-
ington. It can find none in Cuba.
There is for Cuba no possible
“equivalent ot independence,” and
with the vultures picking the bones
of the Maine's sailors there ought
to be none within the purview of
American minds.
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An Echo of the Virginius Atrocity,

The word Virginius suggests one
ot the greatest national outrages
ever allowed to go unavenged. [t
also suggests a sequel of dishonor
which had two parts, both of which
have especial interest at the pres-
ent time,

The Virginius outrage was bad
enough in itself, but was allowed
to darken the pages of American
diplomatic history with an exhibi-
tion of supineness rarely equaled,
For the most part our State De-
partment, from the Secretaryship
of Thomas Jefferson down, has had
at the head of it statesmen com-
bining dauntless courage with ad-
mirable tact., Bat the Virginius
affair was a national disgrace, and
in the light of current events, a
striking instance of a blunder
worse than a crime.

It was the last day of October,
1873, that two rebel privateers,
built in the same British shipyard,
met in the Carribean Sea. One, the
Virginius, flew the flag of the
United States, the other, the Tor
nado, sailed under the flag of Spain.
The Tornado attacked the Vir-
ginus and captured her. The ex-
amination showed that the registry
of the Virginus was under the
United States; 1n other words, that
she hacl a rightto unfurl at her
masthead the Stars and Stripes.
Release and apology should haye
followed. Instead of thatthe Tor-
nado took her prize into the near-
est Spanish harbor, Santiago de
Cuba, the next day, under charge
of privateering in the imterest of
the Cuban rebels, A mock court
was convened, the American con-
sul at the port being imprisoned
in the consulate, and the condem-
nation and execution of captain
passengers and crew began. The
work of death was in sec'ions,
The first batch consisted of four
passengers. They were shot Nov.
4, Three days later twelve more
passengers were murdered in the
same way. The nextday Captain
Fry, an American citizen, and
thity-six of the crew were execu-
ted, making fifty-three in all, many
of them, besides the commander,
being citizens of the United States.
Not a man would have escaped,but
at that time a British man ot war
came along and put a stop to the
murderous proceedings.

The horror itself furnished an
opportunity to free Cuba in vindi-
cation ot our national honor. That
opportunity was frittered away.
From that time to this Spain has
felt contempt for the United
States, believing that its flag can
be insulted and its citizens killed,
and only a small diplomatic cour-
tesy lo be given as a reparation,

The lesson of the hour from the
sequel, or sequels, to the Virgin
ius hortor is plain, Nor do we
believe that President McKinl y
will fail to heed the warning.
There would have been no Cuban
question to deal with at this day,
no Maine horror, nor any ‘“‘con-
centradoes” if the Virginius hor-
ror had been treated as became
the honor ot the United States and
the demands of common sense and
courage.
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Peace with—a Bur,

At three important crises in its
history this nation has stood for
peace with—a but.

On July 4, 1776, the “represen-
tatives of the Uaited States of
America, in General Congress as-
sembled,”” adopted the immortal
Declaration tnat they were for
peace—but “the United Colonies
are, and of right ought to be, iree
and independent States.” And in
support of this they solemnly
pledged their lives, their fortunes
and their sacred honor.

After seven years' war they se-
cured peace with honor and inde-
penden .e.

In 1812 the United States noti-
fied Great Britain that this country
preferred peace—but tae freedom
of our ships must be respected.

After a two years’ fight, marked
by glorious vic ories on sea and
lake, American ships were forever
free from search aad American
seamen secure [rom seizure,

In 1861 Lincoln told the seced
ing Southern States that he loved
peace—but the Union must be pre-
served.

The most terrible war of the cen-
tury was tought to make good that
one condition ol peace and honor
and safety.

And so now, when our Goyern-
men’, representing and responding
to the will of the people, shall say
to Spain:

Let us have peace—but Cuba
must be free!—it will act in the
straight line of historic precedent
and in strict discharge of its duty
to our flag and to Ireedom and

humanity.
