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Animal Acclimatization at Woburn
Abbey

During the last four years the
Duke of Bedford has carried out
a scheme of animal acclimatization
in the park ot Woburn Abbey on
a scale never before attempted in
this country Birds as well as
quadrupeds are the subjects of
this experiment and the
cent pheasants India and China
haunt the in large numbers
But the greater number of the
animals arc kinds of deer
of which no fewer than thirtyone
species are in the open park or
paddocks bison zebras ante
lopes wild sheep and goats and
yaks The novelty and freshness-
of this experiment consists not
only in the accumulation of such-
a number of speies interesting as
this is to the naturalist but in their
way of lite free and unconfined in
an English park That is the lot
ol the number of the ani
mals at Woburn some being en
tirely free and wandering at large
like the native red deer and fallow
deer while the others though for
the present in separate enclosures-
are in reserves so and
so lightly though effectively sep
arated that they have appearance
ol enjoying the same degree of

Almost the first question
which suggests itself is
the general effect of this gathering-
of oversea animals from the Afri
vun veldt and Indian the
Manchurian mountains and North
American prairies and from wild
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green pastures and under the
and oaks round the home of a
great English family Briefly we
may sav that the efiect is magnif-
icent During the back

nary domestic animals seem soli-
tary md deserted aster the eye has
rested for hours on the varied and
impressive forms that crowd the

groves and glades of this
fine park This effect is due in

with wild animals has been carried
out In the phrase of the farmer
the park carriefj a larger head of
animals than is commonly seen on
a similar area even in the richest
pastures The scene recalls the
descriptions of the early travelers-
in Southern Africa when the large
fauna roamed there in unbroken
numbers and with little tear of
man The coup dosil in parts of
he park where the animals gather

thickest is so striking that the
mind descends reluctantly to the
identification of the species or to
details of dates origin and man
agement From one position
looking up a long green slope
towards the abbey there could be
seen at the time of the writers
last visit between two and three
hundred animals both birds and
beasts feeding or sleeping within
sight of the immediate front of the
spectator These varied in species
from cranes storks and almost
every known species of swan to
wapiti stags antelopes and zebras
walking feed-
ing or sleeping For quite a
mile up the white swans and
other wild fowl iPere dotted
among the deer and other rumin
nants presentng a strange and
most attractive example of the
real paradise which animals will
mane for themselves when
the good beasts are selected to
live together

The creatures in this animal
Arcadia were grouped nearly as
follows In the foreground was a
large pool circular with clayey
banks one of a chain of ponds of
all sizes from that of a fishpond to
a large lake which lies lower in the-

E park On and around this pool
were many species of swans and
eight of foreign geese but the
greater number of these were scat
tered as we have said over some
hundred acres of park In the
centre ol the pond sat a cormorant
and on the grass by the margin
some gigantic cranes with crimson
heads and grey wings were running
and dancing in honor of the sun
which was making its first appear
ance in four days On the hill to
the let where the abbey lies were
five distinct herds of deer Three
of these were fallow bucks and

changed for nearly four
yearsthe grand route of commerce
and threw open Asia to the traders
of the world including specially
traders on the Atlantic Before
he discovered in a vessel ol 160

tons the way to India round the
Cape the only roads to India were
those via the Mediterranean across
the Isthmus of Suez and down the
Red Sea or across what we now
call Asia Minor down the Euphra-
tes and through the Persian Gulf
Both routes were in the hands ol
the daring Arab seamen who con
quered the territories on the east-
ern coast of Africa founding pow-
erful settlements in India and be
came as Solomon and his Phoeni-
cian allies had become centuries
before monopolists of the carrying
trade between two continents
From the time of his discovery
however the old routes which
were exceedingly dangerous were
abandoned and in time so nearly
forgotten that the use of the Asiatic
one by Chesney in 1831
was hailed as a new discovery and
De Lesseps scheme for cutting the
Isthmus of Suez was derided on
the ground that the Mediterranean
and Red Sea were on different
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levels and could therefore only be
connected by a gigantic system of
locks It not too much to say
that but for Vasco de Gama the
States on the Atlantic would never
have been successful in founding-
a trade with Asia and that the
commercial greatness of England-
is due first of all to a Portuguese
adventurer Daring seamen as
they were the English could have
made nothing of the overland
route control of which natu
rally belonged to the traders of the
Mediterranean and the Turks and

Moormen with whom they made
alliances

These early explorers had some
thing to stir their imaginations
which is lacking now the charm
of infinite possibilities
They hoped for wealth they
thirsted for adventure but above
all they longed to pierce the ob
scurity which then even in the
minds of the learned overhung
the greater portion ol world
The charm ot the unknown was
upon all the captain adventurer-
sas fighting the currents fighting
the storms fighting their own men
who often mutinied apparently
from fears like a fear of
darkness they sailed away into the
sunrise with a courage which the
boldest of modern Arctic voyagers
have never surpassed even they
have rivalled for Sir J Franklin
and Captain McClure whatever
they expected to find had no tear
of meeting devils and the Portu
guese explorers were never sure
Why should there not be devils in
lands given up to paganism when
there were wizards at home No
ftxnlnrcr can have lears now
or their delight and when
they found anything and Vasco
de Gama lor one the India
which Columbus half a dozen
years before sailing ever to the
sunset had hoped to find but in
stead succeeded in another quest
Our voyagers and explorers expe
rience but a pale reflection ol the
charm of the unknown The world
has been searched and mapped and
charted till it is seen to be but a
little hardly enough for its
people yet which never grow
any bigger Captain Cook found
the unexplored continent and
now it is scarcely possible that
there exists even an island of which
the experts at the Admiralty or
Lloyds could not give us some
account We have not reached
tne North an there is a wil-
derness of land to be discovered
somewhere in the far south if the
Antarctic fog would only lift but
in neither can there be any new
human beings We do
not know whether the oxygen in
the world as Lord seems
to suppose will ever be consumed

we know that for the rest
less brood of explorers who have
done so much to utilize its re
sources it will become a shock-
ingly dull place will not
reach another planet toil they
never so patiently and we see lit-
tle hope for them unless they can
take to studying butterflies wings
snails teeth or the discovery of
some elixir perhaps liquefied oxy-
gen which prevent pain and
arrest the spread of every epidemic
